| Use of poison bait on a large scale
for the first time this summer proved
to be a big help in control, Cowden
reported. He found that both the
poison dusting and bait are necessary
for effective control as the dust gets
best results early in the season when
weather is cold, while the bait is
most effective later. It is possible to
cover much more area in a given
time with the bait than with the dust-
ing method and it was found to give
up to 95 per cent kill.
