Word has been receied by the au­
thor the “Blue Bucket Nuggets,” the 
story of Oregon’s lost immigration, is 
now in its second edition.

The author of “Blue Bucket Nug­
gets,’ Mrs. Catherine DeMoss, has re­
sided in this locality for a number 
of years and, for a period of thirteen 
years, was employed as teacher in 
our local schools. It was while so em­
ployed that she decided upon writing 
a book that might lend interest to 
the study of Oregon history.
