MISSIONARY TO BE 
SPEAKER SUNDAY

Mrs. Edna Gish, a missionary from 
China, will speak during the regular 
worship hour at the Central Church 
of Christ next Sunday evening, Jan­
uary 18, at eight o’clock.

Mrs. Gish is in the United States, 
an evacuee from war-torn China at 
the advice of our government. She 
had been stationed in Nanking, work­
ing among war harassed Chinese of 
the South Gate section where Church­
es of Christ conduct missionary work.

Mrs. Gish went to China in 1920. 
Her husband, of less than a year, was 
drowned approximately one year af­
ter her arrival in China. Mrs. Gish 
remained alone in China to carry out 
the work they had planned. In 1927 
when hostile armies marched in and 
all foreigners were forced to flee she 
went to the Phillipine Islands where 
she served for one year. Back in 
China, ten years later, Mrs. Gish 
again experienced war. She was 
serving in Nanking when the severe 
bombing began. She was forced to 
flee from one city to another until 
evacuation orders came in December 
1940. Her story will be very interest­
ing especially in that China and Uni­
ted States have many things in com­
mon. The public is invited and urged 
to hear her.

common carrier trucks and those used 
to haul waste and scrap materials or 
raw materials, manufactured goods 
and finished products and foods will 
be permitted to purchase tires.

The classification includes trucks 
engaged in milk deliveries but does 
not include trucks operated by groce­
ry stores for delivery to customers. 
Farm tractors will be eligible for new 
tires, but not farm trucks and cars.

The rules do not permit the issu­
ance of certificates to eligible persons 
if present equipment can be recapped. 
It is also necessary that the owner 
trade in replaced tires in making the 
deal or dispose of the old tires as or­
dered. Certain groups of tires are 
listed as “absolete sizes” and appar­
ently there will be no restriction on 
dealers disposing of present stocks of
these.
