matoes in 1942 is set at 40 million ------- -1-- ------  -
cases, an all-time high mark. The 
state goal for number of farm gar­
dens in Oregon is 59,500. If enough 
tomatoes were produced in each one 
of these farm gardens to permit the 
saving of only 10 cans which could 
otherwise be purchased from stores, 
a total of 24,400 cases would be ad­
ded to the commercial stocks for war 
needs, says Mr. Lear.

This tomato situation serves as a 
striking example of how Oregon’s 
v ictory gardens can contribute sub­
stantially to the stock of tomato and 
other supplies for home use fresh 
from the garden and for canning.

In preparing to grow tomatoes

T -
matoes are particularly easy to can
are important nutritionally as a val­
uable source of vitamin C, and are 
suitable for use for all three meals 
in various forms.

Those who desire a specific plant­
ing plan for a home garden will find 
one diagramed in detail in extension
circular 283, available at coun-
ty agents’ offices. Extension bulle­
tin No. 552 even gives the amount of 
seed needed for a given length of
row. It is recommended that garden
seeds be purchased early but only in 
amounts needed for this year’s plant­
ing. Marking the date of purchase 
on the package is a good plan where 
not all the seed is used immediately.
