COPPOCK URGES 
USE OF RATINGS

Action to assist farmers who are 
cooperating in the machinery repair 
program has been announced by the 
War Production Board, A. R. Cop­
pock, chairman of the county U. S. 
D. A. War Board, has disclosed. Pre­
ference rating order P-100 has been 
amended to extend priority assistance 
for the repair of agricultural mach­
inery.

The farmer who repairs his own 
equipment, or the local repairman or 
blacksmith who does it for him, may 
now apply an A-10 priority rating to 
obtain welding rods, bar iron, nuts, 
bolts, rivets or other materials that 
cannot be obtained without a prior- | 
ity rating and is used for repairing 
farm machinery.

To apply the preference rating for 
deliveries of materials, a farmer or [ 
repairman simply copies and signs 
the following statement on the origi­
nal and all copies of his purchase 
order :

“Materials for maintenance, re- j 
pair, or operating supplies, rating 
A-10, under preference rating order 
No. P-100, with the terms of which 
I am familiar.”

Signature.
When an order for repair mater­

ials bearing this preference rating is 
placed with a dealer or supplier, the 
supplier may in turn pass this rat­
ing on to the manufacturer or jobber 
to obtain the materials or replace his 
stock.

Chairman Coppock, pointed out 
that while there is no guarantee that 
an A-10 rating will be sufficient to 
obtain prompt delivery of all of the 
types of repair supplies containing 
scarce materials, the order will cover 
most of the repair needs, and will be 
of real benefit to the farm machin­
ery repair program.
