EGG PRICE MATTER 
EXPLAINED BY NOEL 
BENNION OF O.S.C.

By Gene Lear
Recently there have been a num­

ber of complaints in this district on 
the price producers have been receiv­
ing for their eggs. Some informa­
tion which may help to clarify this 
egg price situation has been recently 
given by Noel Bennion, extension 
poultryman, Oregon State college.

Feed costs are high and there' has 
been the usual seasonal decline in 
the price of eggs. However, eggs are 
still about 50% higher then they 
were a year ago and feed is from 35 
to 40% higher. The feed-egg ratio 
is slightly more favorable than it was 
a year ago and above the ten year 
average.

The Secretary of Agriculture, C. 
R. Wickard, and state and local poul­
try leaders have advised against ex­
pansion in the poultry industry by 
going into debt buying or building 
new equipment. It has been stated on 
many occasions that adequate facil­
ities are used efficiently.

Slate and federal reports go to 
show that since the first of the year 
prices of eggs in Oregon have been 
from 10 to 15% higher than at this 
time last year.

Present Eyg Parity Prices
The federal government has stated 

that they would support the price of 
eggs at 85 % of parity until June 30, 
1943. Under the Steagall Amend- 
ment the secretary of agriculture has 
the authority to raise, lower or ex­
tend this price support.

At the present time the seasonal 
adjusted parity price on eggs is 25.91 
cents per dozen. This parity, of 
course, is based on the national av­
erage.

Eighty-five per cent of 25.91 would 
be 22.02 cents per dozen. It can be 
readily determined from this that the 
price producers are receiving in gen­
eral at least 85 per cent of parity. It 
should be kept in mind that parity 
price on eggs will vary throughout 
the year depending on the price of 
commodities that farmers have to buy 
and the seasonal variations in the 
price of eggs. While the present 
parity on eggs is 25.91 cents per 
dozen, in November it may be as high 
as .36 cents, or even more, per dozen.

At the present time the number of 
laying hens in the United States is 
12 per cent higher compared with last

For the United States the to­
tal egg output for last month was 17 
per cent higher than a year ago. 
Poultry producers have indicateli 
they expect to raise 12 per cent more 
chicks this year than last. These 
figures indicate the 1942 goal will 
be more than surpassed, which is a 
very desirable condition.

The Bureau of Agricultural Eco­
nomics states that the feed-egg ratio 
is expected to continue favorable for 
egg production although it may not 
be quite as favorable for this year as 

1 a whole as it was for 1941.
