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It Is Time To Think Hard.
The government is now proposing that the farm­

ers of the United States plant fourteen million more 
acres of wheat and grain land and other substantial 
products in 1944. It is supposed that this country 
now realizes that Europe will be in a starving condi­
tion by that time, and it may be read between the 
lines that the war will be over in the European con­
tinent by the time the crops are produced. Europe 
will not only need such classes of food but will need 
domestic animals of all kinds. Few cattle, hogs, poul­
try and horses will remain in the war stricken coun­
tries, both in the conquered nations and in the Axis 
countries. How the resussitation and reconstruction 
of Europe will be paid for does not seem to enter in­
to the question. That starving, destitute and disease 
ravaged peoples must be cared for is the unques­
tioned problem that must be met by our good Samar­
itan civilization. As we become the arsenal of demo­
cracy and are supplying the materials for overcom­
ing the common enemy, so will we be expected to be­
come the granary of the world.

So again we will have a large task at home at the 
same time. When ten million boys and defense work­
ers are released from the tasks of war they will have 
to be supplied with other employment at home in the 
restoration and reconstruction of our own industrial 
peace, and peaceful pursuits. The next congress has 
much on its shoulders. As we begin to see the hori­
zon of peace we are awakening to greater responsi­
bilities as a nation and as citizens than we have ever 
known. We have had and will yet have a long per­
iod of waste, deprivation, and general depletion of 
resources, and it is surely time to begin to exercise 
the virtues of thrift and sound living, and make prep­
aration for bad or worse days ahead. We can give 
no assurances of continued high wages and high pri­
ces and full employment. Any person with good 
horse sense knows that times will be different, begin­
ning the very minute after Hitler’s war machine col-
