Production of rationed shoes for 
civilians has been reduced so sharply 
by war-time shortages that the new 
shoe stamp to become valid on Novem­
ber 1 probably will have to last six 
months, a longer period than hereto­
fore. the Office of Price Administra­
tion announced recently. At the same 
time, OPA said that stamp 18 will 
not expire October 31 as originally 
scheduled, but will be extended indef­
initely and will overlap the next shoe 
stamp.

An amendment to the shoe ration 
order issued recently removes the ex­
piration date of stamp 18 and makes 
stamp No. 1 on the “Airplane” sheet 
in war Ration Book III good for one 
pair of shoes beginning November 1.

RATION BOOK NO. 2
October 2—Expiration date of red 

stamps X, Y and Z, last of red stamps 
series in War Ration Book 2.

October 20— Expiration date of 
blue stamps U, V and W (Processed 
Foods).

RATION BOOK 3
(Brown stamps) Replacement book 

containing coupons to be used for pur­
chase of meats, fats, butter, cheese 
and oils.

October 2 — Expiration date of 
brown stamps A and B. October 30— 
Expiration date of brown stamps C, 
D, E and F. C becomes valid Sep­
tember 26; D on October 3; E on Oc­
tober 10; and F on October 17. Each 
weekly series good for 16 points.

RATION BOOK NO. 1
Sugar. October 31 — Expiration 

date for stamp No. 14, five pounds, 
and for canning sugar stamps No. 15 

| and 16. each good for 5 pounds.
Shoes. October 31—Expiration date 

of stamp No. 18 for one pair of shoes.
‘ STOVES
Rationing of cooking and heating 

stoves includes most new stoves burn­
ing coal, wood, oil or gas for domestic 
use. Purchasers must get certificates 
from ration boards.

FUEL OIL
September 30—Period 1 coupons in 

new fuel oil rations valid through 
January 3, 1944. One unit, period 
5 coupons, valid through September 
30 for 100 gallons. Coupons with gal­
lonage printed on the face valid for 
amount Indicated until expiration date 
shown on coupon sheet.

GASOLINE
November 21—Expiration date of 

No. 8 stamps in A book, each good for 
4 gallons.

TIRES
Cars with C ration books must have 

tires inspected every 3 months; B 
books every 4 months; A books every 
6 months. September 30 next inspec­
tion deadline or every 1.000 miles, 
whichever occurs first.
