O. C. Pierce, manager of the mill, 
told of the past year’s activities dur­
ing the business meeting. Figures re­
vealed that the concern did a total of 
$262,968 in business in 1943 in com­
parison to $191,200 in 1942, or an in­
crease of $72,000. Net earnings were 
$18,686 or an increase of 7.11% over 
the previous year. The mill ground

In the service station department, 
Rawland Yeend, manager, the sales 
amounted to $70.254 in 1943, in com­
parison to $66,803 in 1942. The net 
earnings to be distributed to the pa­
trons was $8,633, in comparison to 
$8,537 the year previous.

Harry Kelley later spoke on post 
war planning and President Baker 
discussed new improvements in the 
plant and equipment to be made, sub­
ject to priorities.
