Sprague and Senator Guy Cordon for 
the four year term, and Senator Ru- 
fus Holman and Wayne Morse for the 
six year term. Both ex-governor 
Sprague and Wayne Morris are mak­
ing vigorous campaigns and Senators 
Holman and Cordon are so far, de­
pending on their friends to protect 
their interests. Both these campaigns 
are waxing warm, with considerable 
acrimony between Holman and Morse.

Sprague, to date, seems to have a 
big edge on the prospects for the nom­
ination, and apparently Morse is gain­
ing rapidly.
