Sixth Army Group, France—A 
supply truck, heading towards the 
Seventh Army front, reached the 
top of the hill, its motor sputtering 
to a halt. It was piled high with 
supplies for a tired and foot-sore 
infantry company, and the break­
down threatened a serious delay to 
a fighting outfit.

A few hours later, the same 
truck was speeding on its way, the 
ailing part replaced and the motor 
checked. Responsible for this was 
a fast-moving crew of mechanics 
from a light maintenance ordnance 
company with the 45th Division, 
Keeping the “Thunderbird” Divi­
sion highly mobile, with a maxi­
mum of fire-power, has presented 
the unit with innumerable prob­
lems.

As the Seventh Army swept 
northward to the German border, 
supply lines lengthened and mil­
eage numbers on vehicle speedo­
meters jumped to five figures. 
With this came a pressing need for 
quick repair jobs, changing of mot­
ors, and general over-hauling ser­
vice.

Although work was limited 
somewhat when the unit bivouack­
ed in open fields, where rain, mud 
and darkness interfered with re­
pair work, they nevertheless man­
aged to keep the Division’s vehic­
les abreast of the Army’s lighten­
ing-like advance.

Among the first ordnance men 
to land in Sicily, they serviced the 
45th Division's trucks and guns 
throughout the campaign. During 
the Italian fighting, the unit spent 
a busy winter keeping their "hic- 
les rolling through mountainous 
terrain. At the Anzio Beachhead, 
despite constant interruptions bv 
German 88‘s. the 45th Division’s 
trucks, half-tracks and guns were 
kept in fiehtine condition.
