Small trailer total loss
in Monday night fire

A Hermiston woman
escaped injury as she was
visiting the office Monday
night at Tom Able RV Park
when her older model trail-
er caught fire.

The heaters, he said,
pull a lot of electricity and
the risk of shorting out ex-
tension cords can result in
fires.

The 12- to 14-foot trail-
er, Bohm said, was a total
loss.
