Inmate dies at TRCI

An inmate at Two Riv-
ers Correctional Institu-
tion in Umatilla
died early Thursday
morning, though the
cause has not been
released.

Oregon  State l
Police is investigat- |}
ing the unexpected
death of Le Huang,
51, which TRCI
spokesperson Sherry lles
said happened at about 2
a.m.

Huang’s family was
notified Thursday, but OSP
Sgt. Tim Spicknall said he
had no additional informa-
tion Friday.

“As an agency, we are
responsible for the care
and custody of 14,700 men
and women who are incar-

cerated in the 14 institu-
tions across the state,”
wrote Jennifer Black, the

communications man-
ager for the Depart-
ment of Correc-
tions in a press
release. “When an
in-custody  death
| occurs, we take it
seriously.”
Huang  began
serving a nearly
20-year sentence

in 2014 for killing his wife
in Southeast Portland. His
expected release date was
December 3, 2032.

The prison has a popula-
tion of about 1,800 and this
is the first reported death
in 2018. Four inmates
died unexpectedly at the
prison in 2017, accord-
ing to reporting in the East
Oregonian.

Ayers sentenced to 40
months for child abuse

HERMISTON — A
Umatilla County man will
spend more than three
years in prison for the
physical abuse of a child
who was under 10 years
old at the time.

Nicholas Ayers was
sentenced Wednesday in
Hermiston to 40 months
with the Oregon Depart-
ment of Corrections, and
will spend three years on
post-prison  supervision.
He is also not allowed to
have contact with the vic-
tim or the victim’s mother,
and is recommended to
have anger management

Both the victim and his
mother were present for the
hearing. The case started
in 2015, and in March
2018 Ayers pleaded guilty
for the charge of attempt-
ing to commit a class A
felony. He was convicted,
but with a District Attor-
ney-elected reduction, the
charge is a class B felony.

His other charges were
dismissed, one of criminal
mistreatment in the first
degree, and two of assault
in the third degree.
