He went on to 
Oregon State University and 
graduated from there four 
years later with a bachelor’s 
in animal science. Donn 
worked for Pfizer for many 
years after he graduated 
from OSU and lived in Ari-
zona. While living in Ari-
zona he indulged in his love 
for Arabian horses, raising 
them and showing them.
