His international tours
include Finland, Canada, Mex-
ico, St. Lucia, Norway, France,
Italy, Germany, Taiwan, Sweden,
Bermuda and Japan. His latest
CD, "Comencio," is available on
Amazon and iTunes.

Cooper, professor emeritus at
EOU, has also performed all over
the world. He specializes in jazz

and classical performance. His
jazz credits include a tour with
the Woody Herman Orchestra
and performances and record-
ings with Eddie Harris, Clark
Terry, Nancy King, Glen Moore,
the Blue Wisp Big Band and the
Les Elgart and Nelson Riddle Or-
chestras, among others. He has
recorded four CDs as a leader
or co-leader, including with Rob
Scheps on “Live at the Churchill.”
