When to Haul Manure,

Several of the State experiment sta-
tlons have shown by thelr tests loss of
fertility In barn and stable manure by
the old methods of handling It, which
suggest the Importance of dally or
weekly hauling and spreading on the
fields. The latest experiments made by
the Ohlo statlon prove that when ma-
nure was thrown Into the open barn-
yard and permitted to lle there for
five months before being hauled to the
fleld it had a value of §2.40 per ton.
When drawn directly to the fleld as
fast as It was made the value was
$3.26 per ton. When the manure was
sprinkled with ground phosphate rock

¥ |as fast as It was made In the stable,

thus preventing some loss of ammonia,
the value was $5.18 per ton.

The clalm {8 made that at least one-
third of the value of the manure I8 lost
as It 18 usually put on the land with a
fork and that ten loads put on with a
manure spreader go as far and do as
much good as fifteen loads put on In the
old-fashioned, careless way.

Clean Milk,

The alightest degree of filth In a milk
ean will lnjure the mllk, and It ls pos-
sible to bave portlons of the former
milk contalned In the eans to be left
over, despite the greatest care. First
wash the cans In tepld water, to which
1: little powdered borax has been ad-
ded, and then scald them with bolling
water, adding borax again, Rinse with
clean cold water, and place them where
dust cannot reach them. Borax may be
used freely with advantage In all wa-

,ter used for mllk pans, .

There were many who had
fought for thelr country against Japan
and who stlll wore the military r-u-
forms «In which they had been dis
charged.

There were In all 850 of these much-
sought-after farmhands, nearly all of
whom are members of the Greek orth-
odox church. Most of the Immigrants
left !ast night for Illinols, Minnesota,
Nebraska and the Dakotas. Though
Iliterate, they are Industrious and
thrifty. The leader of the party stated
that, owing to the political and eco-
nomle erisls, 300,000 farmhands will
leave Russla this year for the United
States, coming principally from the
Dneiper and Don dlstriets, the richest
farming districts of the country.
