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Prune Packing Begins.
The pac .ing n< use of the Mo- 

sier Fruit Growers’ Association 
presented n busy sight yesterday 
more,lug, when the prune season 
opened. Thirty-one girls and 
Women, ‘refining in age from 14 
to 50 yearn, reported at 7 o ’ clock 
for duty, and each was assigned 
a place at the various tables.

The floor space not occupied by 
the tables was piled high with 
empty new crates and three or 
four men were kept busy supply­
ing the packers with them 
and carrying the full crates to 
a table where two men are kept 
busy nailing up the boxes ready 
to be stamped for shipment.

Most of the packers are old 
hands at the business, having 
worked every season for several 
years. Only a few aie inex­
perienced. However, they “ catch 
on”  to the trick very quickly and 
it is interesting to watch the 
nimble fingers at work. As in 
everything else, some are faster 
than others and will turn out three 
crates to others two. The pack­
ers are paid five cents per crate, j 
and some them make as high as 
$3 per day. The average wage 
earned, however, is about i;2. 
The packing is superintended by 
the able manager of the Associa­
tion, J. M. Carroll, who is al ways 
polite and courteous to the pack­
ers, bat who insists upon certain 
rules being observed, as is evi­
denced by the sign posted in a 
conspicuous place “ No Loud Talk­
ing” . This is nescessary, as loud 
and continual talking hinders the 
packers, and the object is to get 
the work done as quickly as pos­
sible. There is no limit to the 
packer’s daily earnings except 
her ability.

The prune packing season will 
last about three weeks. It was 
at first thought that the season 
would be shert, but the crop is 
much better than was anticipated 
and nearly full time will be put in.

It is said that the 
prune crop in Idaho is almost a 
total failure and that California 
will yield only naif a crop this 
year. With this shortage in two 
o f the three great prune growing 
sections, and a full crop in Mo- 
sier, the third section, the prob­
ability is that growers here will 
realize the highest price paid for 
prune« in years.

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FREAK CHERRY TREE.
We knew that Mosier’s soil and 

climate would produce to per­
fection anything that grows in 
the temperate zone; we have al­
so heard of various and peculiar 
freaks of nature; but in the hor­
ticultural line the climax is cap­
ped by a cherry tree ow ied by 
George Carrol. This tree is a 
Late Duke, and by all laws of 
nature should have produced its 
fruit in season like any ordinary 
tree and gone out o f  business. 
On the contrary, however, it has 
been bearing steadily for the 
past six weeks. The peculiar 
feature about the tree is that, 
while it is root grafted, it has 
branches which contain ripe 
cherries, while other branches 
have green fruit. Each branch 
ripens at a different time, conse­
quently Mr. Carroll has ripe 
cherries from this tree from the 
time it first began the season up 
to the present. The tree has 
been doing this stunt every year 
since it first came into bearing.

The cherries, some of which 
Mr. Carroll brought into our of­
fice, are above the average Duke 
cherry in size and quite firm.
