l When a man's father has been o
farmer and has ralsed a famlly of ten
chlldren en the products of six acres
of land twenty acres must seem a big
farm. It was that way with Arnold
Martln when he came to America 20
years ago from Switzerland and settlied
in Pawnee county, Nebraska.

Martin 1s the ablest exponent of the
small farm theory in America, says a
writer in the Kansas City Star. His
farm has been written of extenslvely
and 1s the subject of a government bul-
letin. The land which Martin farms
was so rough and undesirable that it
was detached from the tract of which
originally it was a part. Martin bought
it for $250. The first year hls crops
| pidd him $600. Bince then his earn-
Ings have grown to $2,000 & year, ex-
clusive of the lncome from cash pre
miums at falrs, Last year Martin won
$1,0256 at the Nebraska state falr and
at Electric park, At both he took first
prize for county exhibits. He also won
many individual prizes In agricultural
classes at both falrs,

“Hard work and a little thought.”
That's his answer when asked how
| to make farming pay. Martin sells all
his products in a little country town in
| competition with hls neighbors on big-
| ger farms, An idea of the {mmense
amount of work Martin did In trans
|mrming 20 acres of hillside into a pro-
ducing farm may be gained in the fact
| that he took the curves out of a creek
which meandered through his property
and thereby gained another acre of
tillable land. He also made It the
source of a water supply, If It doesn't
rain Martin turns on hls home-made Ir-
rigation plant. Instead of the soll be.
||ng washed down by rain Martin had
| arranged his rows so that they hold
!Thu molsture longer than bottom land
would If cultivated In the ordinary
manner,

Martin works his land all the time
except In winter. His Is the Intensive
method used Iin the rocky section of
| Switzerland, from which he came. He
doea all his own work and finds time
to work a MNttle for his neighbors.
When the stones on his farm became
a nulsance he found a market for a
quantity and bullt his farm bulldings
of what was left.

Martin hauls manure from towns
near him and uses it as fertilizer. His
land 18 growing richer each year In
spite of the fact that his crop rotations
are short. An Instance of this is that
he plants corn In his petato patches
when glving them the last weeding.
Watermelon vines sometimes are ten
feet long In his onlon patches by the
time the onlons are ready for market.
Martin's opinlon about the proper
glze of a farm has been made an aphor-
{sm. Here it ia:

“A man can start on 20 acres; 40
acres will do: B0 acres are enough; 160
an abundance; 320 a misfortune and
640 a calamity.”

BRITISH WIN |
SPEED PRIZE

Racing Aeroplane Averages Over
61 Miles Per Hour.

Frenchman In Monoplane Was Mak-
ing Better Time, But Met With
Bad Smashup.

New York—Claude Grahame-White,
flying for the Royal Aero club of the
United Kingdom, lifted the Gordon
Bennettt international speed trophy
from the custody of Ameriea in the
fastest time ever covered the full
of 100 kilometers, (62.14
miles) around a five-kilometer course,

His average speed was a fraction
better than 61 miles an hour, and his
fastest lap was 2 minutes 556,77 seec-
onds, but the captain of the French
team, Aifred LeBlane, flying in a
similar machine, a 100-horse power
Bleriot moncplane, was making each

lap on an average of 20 seconds faster
than Grahame-White, and would have
won the cup if he had not met with a
disastrous accident in his last lap when
he had the race seemmeingly well in
hand,

LeBlanc’s first lap was a new world's
record in itself for five kilometers, 2
minutes and 45.68 seconds, but he sub-
sequently exceeded it with a lap done
in 2 minutes 44.32 seconds.

LeBlance was running with the
wind under full power at an estimated
speed of 80 miles an hour, when the
feed pipe from his gasoline tank to his
motor loosened and he suddenly found
himself with nothing but momentum
to carry him.

It is a peculiarity of racing aero-
planes that they are trimmed down so
fine they cannot execute a proper vol-
plane, or glide, if the gasoline shuts off.
They must come to earth under power,
and even then they bump severely on
landing. LeBlance was helpless and
panic-stricken. He tried to lift his
planes so that the last few drops of
gasoline might filter down into the en-
gine and lend him strength to make a
landing.

His steerage way was gone, and
when a puff of wind caught him he
drifted sideways, still driving at tre-
mendous speed, and erashed head fore-
most into a telegraph pole. The pole
was 14 inches thick, but he broke it in
three pieces. The first fragment was
sliced clean off 12 feet up and snapped
again at the bottom of the stump.
The third and topmost fragment fell
over backwards and smashed down on
the fragile planes,

The chassis and steel shield which
encloses the motor were completely
crumpled, but the solid steel of the
motor itself withstood the shock., Had
LeBlane hit the pole in another man-
ner, it is difficult to see how he could
have escaped death.

Charles K. Hamilton, of the Ameri-
can team, was enthusiastic,

““LeBlanc is the best track driver in
the world,’” he said. *“The way he
took those turns was a marvel. Gra-
hame-White would never have been in
it except for LeBlane’s accident, and
no American machine had a chance
with him. I am going to throw my
machine into the scrap heap and buy a
Bleriot before I leave this track, The
biplane is out of date and we might as
well admit it."”

Revolution is Serious.

Montevideo, Uruguay— The revolu-
tionary movement Is taking on a seri-
ous aspect. ‘There are now 10,000
armed revolutionists who are graually
being concentrated.
