TWELVE KILLED 
IN EXPLOSION

New York Central Power House 
Completely Wrecked.

Trolley Car Hurled on |Top o f Auto 
By Blast—Children In Hospital 

Narrowly Escape.

New York, J>ec. 19.—Twelve persons 
were killed, two of them women, and 
30 were injured in a double explosion 
of gas and dynamite in the new electrie 
power house of the New York Central 
Itailroad, shortly after 8 o ’clock this 
morning.

The torce of the explosion shattered 
hundreds of windows in the big hotels 
and apartment houses in the neighbor­
hood of the railroad terminal, eausing 
alarm among the guests. The dynamite 
blast picked up a northbound trolley 
ear, lifted it in the air and sent it 
crashing down upon an automobile 
which was passing along the other side 
of the street. Four of the passengers 
were killed, and every one in the car 
was injured.

The railroad service was only tem­
porarily interrupted. The new sub sta­
tion power house, where the explosion 
occurred, is at Fiftieth street and Lex­
ington avenue, which is half a dozen 
blocks north of the Grand Central sta­
tion.

The explosion partly wrecked the 
engine house near by and prevented 
the firemen from gttiug their appar­
atus into the street. Monsignors La 
Pette and Hayes and Fathers O ’Connor, 
McC^uade, Sinnott and Byrnes, of 8t. 
Patrick’s Cathedral, hurried to the 
scene and administered the last rites 
of the church to the more seriously in­
jured.

At the postoffice substation at For­
tieth and Madison avenues, the explo 
sion slightly injured several clerks and 
threw the mail all over the floor. In 
the New York Nursery and Child’s 
Hospital ceilings were partly shaken 
down, and the windows broken, but 
fortunately none of the 300 children 
there was badly injured.

The power house, which is built of 
stone and brick, and is six stories high, 
took fire after the explosion, and the 
interior was practically burned out. 
Just what caused the double explosion 
may probably never be known. For­
tunately for the thousands of commut­
ers on the New York Central lines, the 
force of the dynamite blasts was di­
rected in an opposite direction from 
the railroad tracks, otherwise the load 
ed incoming trains might have been 
wrecked.

Officials of the railroad learned that 
there were many workmen in the build­
ing at the time of the explosion, and 
that but few of these had been account­
ed for. In the Bible Teachers’ Train­
ing School, on Lexington avenue, di­
rectly opposite the power house, 125 
men and women who were on their 
way to breakfast, were thrown to the 
floor by the blast. Many of the men 
and women were injured, and several 
of them were taken to hospitals. 
All the windows in the building were 
blown in and the ceilings fell.

The damage to the power house and 
other buildings has not been estimated, 
but it was stated that it will likely 
exceed $500,000.

The employes of the railroad have 
been unable thus far definitely to as­
sign the cause of the explosion, but it 
is believed a large quantity of dyna­
mite stored in magazines close to the 
substation was responsible for the 
greater part of the damage.

Wireless Stops Train.
Ottawa, Canada.-—Drawing a train of 

twelve cars and rushing over the rails 
at a speed of forty-five miles an hour 
on a stretch of track near the city of 
Toronto, a powerful engine on the Ca 
nadian Pacific railway service was 
brought to a quick standstill, with the 
throttle wide open, and the engineer 
standing in his cab, a mere spectator, 
like those present with him to view the 
wonder.

The brakes had been applied on the 
big locoifiotive and train of cars by a 
wireless wave of electricity. It seemed 
as if a giant had seized the equipment 
and held it with ease.

Experiments with a wireless train- 
eontrol system have been quietly con 
ducted by the Canadian Pacific Rail 
way company since last May, and this 
demonstration was the culmination of a 
long series of successful tests.

Balloonist’s Body Found.
Bremen.— A fishing cutter has found 

in the North Sea the body of Lieuten 
ant Lange, pilot of the balloon Saar. 
The Saar and eight other balloons 
started in a race from Essen-on-the 
Ruhr, Rhennish Prussia, November 13. 
Seven of the balloons made safe land 
ings the following day and later the 
Hessen descended in North Germany. 
The Saar never was heard from again, 
although the 22 Oerman torpedo boats 
and other craft watched the North Sea 
for several days. Lieutenant Lange, 
Lieutenant Rommeler and a civilian, 
Herr Zimmerman, were on board

Take 1000 Miles Long.
Chicago.—The Record-Herald tomor­

row will announce the completion of 
an engineering project for the construc­
tion of a tunnel between here and New 
York and other Eastern cities. Ac 
cording to the plans, the tunnel will be 
of sufficient dimensions to carry tele 
phone and telegTaph wires and a pnen 
matie tube for the transmission of 
packsges. “ Terminals here and in New 
York have been constructed,’ ’ says the 
repi.rt. “ and in a short time men will 
be placed along the proposed route to 
begin the actual work or excavation.’ ’

cabinet in compliance with n memorial 
recently presented by the national as­
sembly and also declining to accept
