Studying the Huge. Ungainly Binds at
Close Range and Observing Tlitlr 

Method of Feeding Their Younq.

The first time I ever saw a motley 
•to» d of half-crown pelicans I thought 
nature had surely done her best to 
make something ugly and ridiculous 
It was a warm day, and the birds stood 
(round with their mouths open, pant 
ing like a lot of dogs after a chase, 
their pouches shaking at every breath 
When I went near the youngsters went 
totteilng off on their big webbed fee! 
with wings dragging on this side act! 
that ,as If they were poorly hand ed 
crutches. The youngsters huddled to 
(ether by hundreds In a small place 
Those on the outside pushed and 
climbed to get near the center, till 1: 
looked worse than any football scrim 
mage 1 ever saw.

In this wide area of low Island: 
trid water It was necessary, since we 
wanted to study the pelicans at close 
range, to adopt some method of hid­
ing. We took a large wagon umbrelti 
covered with a piece of green can­
vas, that hung down around the sides. 
This we planted among the tules at 
the edge of a large colony, and cover­
ed the top well with reeds. The whole 
thing soon passed as part of the en­
vironment, while from the inside the 
camera man could point bis camera 
out through a narrow slit In the can­
vas, take pictures and make observa 
tlons at will.

One might wonder how such a huge 
billed bird as a pelican could feed a 
helpless chick just out of the egg. It 
was done with apparent ease. The 
old bird regurgitated a Ashy soup into 
the front end of the pouch, and the 
baby pelican pitched right In and help­
ed himself out of this family dish. As 
the young bird grew older, and larger, 
at each meal he kept reaching farther 
into the big pouch of hls parent until 
finally, when he was half grown, It 
was a most remarkable sight. The 
mother opened her mouth, and the 
whole head and neck of her nestling 
disappeared down her capacious maw 
while he hunted for hls dinner In tho 
Internal regions.—Collier’s Monthly.

TROOPS RUSHED 
TO BORDER LINE

Threat of Foreign Intervention 
Makes Big Stir.

England and Germany Want Their In­
terests in Mexico Protected— 

Taft Takes Action.

Washington, March^8.—The most 
extensive moveme.it of troops and war 
vessels ever executed in this country 
in time of peace is now under way ty 
order of the president, the objective 
being the countiy north o f the Mex­
ican boundary and the waters of the 
two oceans at either end o f it.

Twenty thousand soldiers — more 
n one-fourth of the army of the

nitid States of all arms o f the 
service are moving toward the Mt-x- 
ica 1 border. Four armored cruisers 
compri.-ing the t.f.h division of the 
Atlantic fleet, have been ordered from 
Northern waters to the naval station at 
Guantanamo, Cuba. Most of the Pa- 
cirtc fleet is, or shoitly will be, on its 
way to assemble at San Pedro and San 
Diego, Cal., and 2,000 marines are pre­
paring to make the Guantanamo sta- 
tio 1 tneir.temporary htadquarters.

It was officially announced at the 
White House and at the War and Navy 
departments that the purpose o f this 
^reat mobilization, unprecedented save 
in war times, is the training of officers 
and men under service conditions and 
practice in co-operation between the 
land and naval forces. Other pains 
were taken by all officially concerned 
in the matter to give this color to the 
sudden activities; but these state­
ments were acctpted with increasing 
reserve. The executive offices were 
steeped in mystery; the entire morn­
ing was given over to conference with 
officers of the War and Navy depart­
ments.

This thick atmosphere of mystery, 
and the efforts to minimize the im­
portance of the business, lent a sig­
nificance to the fact that Major Gen­
eral Leonatd Wood, chief o f staff of 
the army, in an effrrt to elude intei- 
viewers, slipped out of one of the rear 
windows of the president’s office and 
beat a retreat through the secluded 
portions of the White Hoise grounds 
to a rear entrance of the War depart­
ment.

The real significance o f this activity, 
which has been confined appa e ltly to 
the last 48 hours or less, is thought 
to relate very directly to conditii ns in 
Mexico, and to the growing belief 
that the situation there is by no means 
as satisfactory as the Mexican govern­
ment would have it believed. There 
are persistent reports that the physi­
cal condition o f President Diaz has 
lately become such as to alarm his ad­
herents and that momentous dtvelop- 
m si t ! are to be prepared fbr.

One report current here today was 
that the Pearson syndicate, heavily 
interested in enterprises in Northern 
Mexico, had appealed to the British 
government for adequate protection of 
its own and other foreign interests in 
preparation for the chaotic conditions 
that would almost certainly follow any 
serious loss o f prestige, to say nothing 
of the collapse of the Diaz govern­
ment.

SIRE IMPERSONATES SON.

He Takes Civil Service Job Boy Won.
Both Are Arrested.

San Francisco—Because he took a 
position in the postoffice here which 
his son had won by competitive civil 
service examination, George J. Reg- 
ley Sr., was arrested on an indictm nt 
charging him with conspiracy to de­
fraud the United States governmment. 
Regley’s son, George J. Jr., was ar­
rested on the same charge.

The son passed the examination 
some time ago and was placed on the 
eligible list. When a position became 
vacant, his father appeared at the 
postoffice to claim the place. The 
father filed a bond and assumed the 
duties of the position before it was 
discovered that he was impersonating 
his son.

Many Seeking Benefits.
Washington — Relatives dependent 

on those who lost their lives in the 
forest fires which swept the West last 
summer will receive the $15,- 
000 appropriation made by the last 
congress for their relief, as soon as 
the officers of the department of agri­
culture and forest service can formu­
late plans for its distribution. A num­
ber of claims already have reached the 
department. A date will be fixed 
imiting the time in which such claims 

can be filed and will be given consid­
eration.

Bill Leads to Arrest.
Sacramento- After listening spell­

bound to the discussion and hearing 
the assembly pass a bill abolishing 
capital punishment, Joseph W. Coon­
ey, wanted as the murderer of his 
cousin, walked over to the senate 
chamber and gave himself up to Sena­
tor Thomas Finn, who is also sheriff 
o f San Francisco city and county. 
“ I'm Joe Cooney and they want me, 
Tom,”  he said when the senator ap­
peared. “ All right,”  replied Finn, 
“ come along.”  The two left the sen­
ate chamber without attracting notice.

*30 .000  is Boy'* Profit.
New York W. J. Ronan, a tele­

phone boy in the office of James R. 
Keene, made $30,000 in a Wall street 
speculation, according to his testimony 
in the bankruptcy proceedings of 
Lathrop, Haskins & Co., one o f the 
stock exchange firms caught in the 
collapse of the Hocking pool. Credi­
tors are endeavoring to show that Mr. 
Keene was responsible for the failure 
o f the pool and that young Ronan 
turned his knowledge to good account.

Rebels Fight With Dynamite.
El Paso, Tex. Mail advices from 

Torreon say that American Consular 
Agent Carothers has received official 
advices o f severe fighting at Tapia, 
Durango, in which dynamite was used. 
The rebels left the city after many 
had been killed on both sides, and then 
destroyed the water works.
