Faraday and Airy Made Error:. About 

♦utmarins Cabla and Uewc-mc 
About Aeroplanes.

Sir Humrbrey Davy’s dogmatic pro­
nouncement against gas lighting Is 
not the only lnstancs of a clever seten 
tist being hopelessly wrong. The 
early history of submarine cabling 
furnishes two striking examr-tos- Co-' 
suited on tbe scientific side of t-h 
project. Faraday asserted that the fir 
cables were made too small. Then h 
■aid that "the larger the wire, th 
more electricity would be required t 
charge It; ’’ and in this quite wron 
ipiniou he was supported by ottu 
■ralnent e'ectriciaus. As a result o 
uis dictum the current was Increase- 
until the operation literally "electro 
cuted” the wire and tbe cable brok- 
down. It was Lord Kelvin who b; 
lending messages through heavy ca 
jies with incredibly weak electric cur 
rents proved that Faraday was mis 
taken.

EYE NOT PATRIOTIC ENOUGH
Oculist’s Second Attempt Procures for 

Him Decoration From Haltien 
Emperor.

During the reign of Emperor Sou- 
fougue In Haiti one of his generals 
wrote to an eminent oculist In Paris 
ordering a glass eye. The oculist flat­
tered himself that a successfully con­
structed artificial optic would secure 
for him a decoration of honor by the 
Hatlan government; accordingly, he 
devoted his entire Bklll to the produc­
tion of a work of art.

Six months after the shipment of 
the eye to Haiti, the oculist received a 
small box from Haiti. In his Imagina­
tion he pictured the golden testimonial 
to his skill, so It was with horror that, 
when he had unwound the folds of cot­
ton In the box, he saw returned his 
work of art. A letter accompanied the 
box. Among other things It said:

“The eye you have forwarded me Is 
of a tint that resembles that of the 
Spanish flag, and I am too patriotic to 
wear any but the color of my coun­
try.”

Whereupon the oculist proceeded at 
once to the admiralty, where he ascer­
tained the colors of the Haitian flag. 
He then Immediately manufactured a 
scarlet and green eye, of the approved 
shades, and forwarded It to the em­
peror, who was much pleased with the 
effort and who duly decorated the ocu­

ARM Y HAS SHOWN  
PREPAREDNESS

War Department Officilas Satis­
fied With Maneuvers.

Practice in Going to and From Phil­
ippines Has Taught Troops How 

to Move Quickly.

Washington, April 3.-—Aside from 
the diplomatic significance and other 
considerations involved, the movement 
o f troops to Texas is regarded by the 
War department officials as having 
demonstrated the preparedness o f the 
army.

Detailed reports o f the movement of 
camp conditions are corning in daily.

“ It is evident,”  said General Wood, 
chief o f staff, today, “ that the ex­
perience which the American troops 
have gained in recent years in the 
government movements to and from 
the Philippines has taught them how 
to move and to move quickly.

According to the reports o f Major- 
General Carter from the headquarters 
of the maneuver division at San An­
tonio, the whole movement has pro­
duced nothing but satisfaction as a 
military situation. The ease with 
which the movement has been carried 
out and the absence o f confusion, it is 
said, are attributable distinctly to the 
lessons learned during the Spanish- 
American war. In 1898, all the re­
quisitions came after the arrival of 
the troops, and some of them never 
reached the troops for which they 
were intended.

On the movement toward the Mexi­
can border the troops took their own 
supplies with them. All the officers 
had their equipment fready as though 
in time of war. Under the new reg­
ulations, the baggage which they car­
ried is limited, whereas in 1898 it lit­
tered the fields and camps. The en­
listed men carried their shelter tents, 
blankets, towels, combs and brushs, 
tooth brushes and soap and everything 
was ready for their comfort within a 
short time after detraining.

Before the maneuver orders were is­
sued, it was optional with the enlisted 
men whether they would submit to in­
oculation against typhoid. About 25 
per cent of them submitted o f their 
own will. But troops participating in 
the Texas event have been inoculated 
against the disease which demanded so 
man victims in the fever camps o f the 
Spanish war period. All the Texas 
troops have also been vaccinated 
against smallpox.

The men have been trained to reject 
water o f a suspicious character and 
facilities for boiling are being ar­
ranged. Extensive experimentation 
has developed new forms of sanitary 
sinks and new methods of incineration. 
Patented devices prevent the carrying 
of infection by flies and the mess- 
rooms and kitchens are carefully 
screened. As a result, health condi­
tions are reported excellent.

“ Experience o f the camp,”  reports 
General Carter, “ may indicate an in­
crease of men and a decrease of equip­
ment. But in any event it is a very 
business-like unit and one which needs 
only be multiplied to make a worthy 
and useful army. The best o f Bpirit 
pervades the entire command.”

BARS UP ON MEAT TRUST.

Australia and New Zealand Consider 
Precautionary Measures.

Victoria, B. C.— Fearing the Amer­
ican meat trust’s entrance into Aus­
tralia, the authorities are considering 
regulations to cope with the invasion, 
according to advices brought by the 
Makura. The Australian prime min­
ister said that, although no action had 
yet been taken, such powers as the 
commonwealth possessed would be 
used to prevent the meat trust from 
securing control o f Australia’s supply. 
’ Sir Joseph Ward, premier of New 
Zealand, who arrived on the Mukura, 
said the New Zealand govenment was 
fully alive to the efforts o f the beef 
trust and would not have its system 
adopted by any organization in New 
Zealand.

Italians Called to Act.
Chicago— With the confession of 

one “ Black Hand”  agent, the an­
nouncement o f another conspiracy 
against a government official, James 
E. Stuart, postoffice inspector, and 
spurred on by the long list o f recent 
“ Black Hand”  crimes, the Italian 
people themselves threaten to put a 
stop to the lawlessness. A reflection 
o f the views o f many Chicago Italians 
is seen in an article which appeard in 
L ’ ltaiia, the leading newspaper in 
Chicago, which says the Italians must 
act to preserve their own self-respect.

Socialist Elected Mayor,
Berkeley, Cal.— For the first time 

in the history o f California a Socialist 
was elected mayor o f a city in this 
state, when J. Stitt Wilson, one of 
the most prominent Socialists on the 
Pacific Coast, defeated Beverly Hodg- 
head, the Republican incumbent, by a 
plurality of 284 for mayor o f Berk­
eley.

Wilson received 2,750 votes and 
Hodghead 2,466. Wilson was the So­
cialist candidate for governor last No­
vember. He was formerly a minis­
ter o f the gospel.

"The Mill’ ’ Will Come to America.
London The nation’s option on 

Rembrandt’s painting, “ The M ill,”  
expired Saturday night when only a 
small fund had been raised to purchase 
the picture, and therefore it will go to 
an American. The painting is owned 
by Lord Lansdowne. He was ten­
dered $500,000 for it by an American, 
but offered to let it stay in this coun­
try i f  the people would raise $475,000 
for its purchase. This they have fa il­
ed to do.

Moorish Rebels Win Victory.
* Fez, Morocco—The rebel Benictir 

tribesmen have defeated a government 
force, killing 20 soldiers and wound­
ing 50. This rebel success has result­
ed in several other tribes, which hith­
erto had been neutral, joining the re­
volt.

FLOATING ISLAND FOUND
Queer Discovery Made by the Crave 

of the Bark Atlas In the 
Pacific Ocean.

The crew of the bark Atlas, which 
arrived In Seattle recently after 
rounding the Horn from Philadelphia, 
reports a queer discovery for one day 
of the 138 of her voyage. She had 
been out many days without seeing 
anything—only three ships were seen 
on the entire trip—when one morning 
in the Pacific the lookout reported 
that he had sighted land off the port 
bow where no land was supposed to 
be. Nor could any be found on the 
charts.

It seemed low In the water, but too 
much like the real thing to be a 
mirage, so the captain ran toward it. 
It proved to be land, right enough; an 
Island covered with trees and thick 
low underbrush. Birds and a few 
monkeys were seen upon It, but no 
other signs of life. These precluded 
tbe possibility of the Island being of 
volcanic origin, and leads the captain 
to claim It as a floating island. He 
believes that It was washed out to sea 
from delta of the Rio de la Plata or 
the Negro, and that the undergrowth 
was so thick that Its roots held the 
whole together.

As he saw two trees tumble Into 
the water from the Island’s edge be­
fore he sailed away his theory appears 
to be somewhat substantiated.
