PANICKY MANCHUS 
FLEEING PEKIN

Fear Race Feeling May Precipi­
tate Massacre.

Women Adopt Disguizes--Americans 
Hold Section of Wall—6,000 

Troops Mutiny.

Amoy, China— Placards have been 
posted on the city gates announcing 
that the revolutionists intend to take 
the city this week.

The people of Amoy are further ap­
prised that i f  they surrender peace­
fully order will be preserved, i f  not no 
guarantee o f order would be given.

Pekin— The situation in Pekin is 
becoming worse. A veritable panic 
prevails among the Manchus, and 
the Manchu women are adopting Chi­
nese dress. Some o f them are at­
tempting to make their feet appear 
smaller by peculiarly constructed 
shoes.

Alost all departing trains are drawn 
by two engines. So heavily are they 
loaded that the people are sitting on 
top o f their household belongings. 
Officials are seeking asylum for their 
wives and children among the foreign­
ers. Prior to the revolution the news­
papers frequently cried out agaisnt 
the presence of foreign soldiers, but 
the natives are now fleeing to them 
for shelter.

The presence o f 15,000 Manchu 
troops insures the safety of the cap- 
ital for the present. The only danger 
seems to be from a sudden attack 
against the throne and officials, which 
might precipitate the threatened mas­
sacre by the Manchus. Race feeling 
is becoming intensified.

The price of provisions is still rising 
and a large number o f foreigners are 
entering the legation quarter. The 
legation guards are preparing for 
emergencies. The Americans had 
sandbags piled on the corner wall, 
which is now under a strong guard. 
Picturesque movements of the Manchu 
troops through the city gates occur 
silently after nightfall to prevent ex­
citement among the population.

Rumors are current that the emperor 
has been spirited away and that Prince 
Ching, who is too old for flight, has 
committed suicide. There are many 
such stories. They may or may not 
be true. The American legation has 
issued orders that the women and 
children living along the Pekin-Han- 
kow railway and also in the country 
to the west o f the line shall proceed 
as soon as possible to the coast.

ARABS IN CHAINS RIDDLED.

Tripolitans Break Through Lines of 
Enemy and Escape to Desert.

Berlin— That the Italians are taking 
hundreds o f natives into the city of 
Tripoli in chains and shooting them in 
groups is announced in the Lokal An- 
zeiger. The dispatch from the scene 
o f the war further says that discipline 
in the Italian ranks is demoralized.

The Turks have organized a regular 
caravan service for provisioning their 
forces from the Southern provinces. 
The Arabs are streaming more numer­
ously than ever to the aid of the 
Turks, even from the most remote 
provinces.

The soldiers have lost their heads 
and are almost out o f control o f theic 
officers. The genctal staff is more 
than uneasy.

According to the correspondent, in 
Thursday’s battle the losses on both 
sides were enormous. Hundreds of 
Tripolitans broke through the Italian 
sides and disappeared in the desert. 
For the first time the Turks were re­
pulsed, instead of withdrawing volun­
tarily. Nevertheless they repeated 
several times their vain attacks.

Tripoli— The Turkish forces attack­
ed the town o f Homs, not far from 
Tripoli, but were repulsed with heavy 
losses.

Niagara Rapids Braved.
Niagara Falls—Captain Klaus Lar­

son, o f Detroit, made his second N i­
agara river trip in a motorboat from 
the cataract to Lewiston. He com­
pleted the six-mile trip through the 
turbulent water in 25 minutes, coming 
through without a scratch. Larson 
says he is through with Niagara ad­
ventures, but next year will make a 
trip across the Atlantic in his boat, 
the “ Niagara.”  As the Niagara 
entered the whirlpool Larson was 
caught in a cross-current and almost 
drawn into the vortex.

Seedlats Apple Found,
Reno, Nev.—Through an accidental 

discovery made by C. S. Seager, o f 
Davis Creek, Cal., in an apple orchard 
at Pine Creek, California, o f a tree 
bearing seedless and coreless apples, 
it is hoped that with the assistance of 
Luther Burbank it will be possible to 
propagate seedless apples.

Seager will take 12 samples to Bur­
bank. The tree on which they grew 
is seven years old, but has been 
eaten back by livestock. This year 
it bore 25 seedless apples, all perfect 
and coreless.

Ancient Fortune Divided.
San Jose, Cal.—The family o f Dr. 

Thomas A. Perrin, a physician of this 
city, say advices just received from 
Brantford, Ont., has established claim 
to $4,500,000 in the Bank of England, 
which has been lying idle there more 
than 200 years.

The forturie will be divided among 
nine heirs. A  sister, Mrs. A . Craig, 
o f North Dakota, gets a ninth share 
and two nephews and three cousins, if 
found, willl get a half million each.

Pulitzer is Dead.
Charleston, S. C.—Joseph Pulitzer, 

proprietor o f the New York World and 
the St. Louis Posh Dispatch, died here 
aboard his yacht, the Liberty, in 
Charleston harbor. The immediate 
cause of Mr. Pulitzer’s death was heart 
failure. He had been in ill health for 
several days, but until a few houn 
before the end came none of those 
around him suspected the gravity of 
his condition.

Had Time to Waste.
The late Sylvanus Miller, civil en­

gineer, who was engaged in railroad 
enterprises in Central America, was 
seeking local .support for a road, and 
attempted to give the matter point. 
He asked a native: “ How long does
it take you to carry your goods to 
market by mule packf”  “ Three 
days,”  was the reply. “ There’s the 
point,”  said Miller. “ With our road 
in operation you could take your goods 
to market and be back home in one 
day.”  “ Very good, senor,”  answered 
the native. “ But what would we do 
with the other two days?”
