DEATH FOLLOWS

WAKE OF STORM

Cyclone and Blizzard Spread
Misery and Destruction.

Chicago Suffers Hot Wave, Then
Rain Follows, Turning to

Snow and lce.

Chicago—Reports tell of death and
injury and extensive property loss
resulting from ecyclonie storms that
raged late Saturday in Southern Wis-
consin, Illinois and lowa and near the
Great Lakes. The storm followed an
unusually hot period during which sev-

| eral persons were prostrated,

Many persons are known to be
dead, several dying, and scores are in-
jured. Intense suffering from the
bitter cold, snow and sleet which des-
cended upon the homes is reported in
the wake of the storm,

Southern Wisconsin was the hardest
hit. Near Orfordville six deaths are
reported to have occurred, and at Mil-
ton, a few miles away, there was a
seventh,

In the village of Virginia, near
Springfield, 1ll., nearly every public
building was damaged, including
stores, churches and city property.
Many were injured in the swirl of
flying timbers and some of these prob-
ably will die.

In lowa a B60-degree drop in the
temperature turned the pouring rain
into driving sleet and a coat of ice
covered the cities, stopping entirely
electric and steam traffic.

Property loss mounted up rapidly in
the trail of the Wisconsin cyclone,

Late advices indicate that the dead
in Rock county, Wisconsin, alone will
number at least 17. Two deaths at
Milton, Wis.,, were reported to the
train dispatcher’s office of the Chica-
go, Milwaukee & St. Paul railroad,
but the wires were blown down by the
storm before the report could be veri-
fled,

Severe weather conditions are re-
ported all the way from the Rocky
Mountains. At Chicago the wind ob-
tained a sweep of 44 miles an hour,
and in the Yellowstone Park and at
Helena, Mont., the thermometer in
the government weather bureau regis-
tered 8 below zero.

At the Sault Ste. Marie canal in
Michigan more than an inch of rain
fell.

John Mahoney, a freight handler in
Chicago, was overcome by the heat
while at work in an open freight
warehouse. The government ther-
mometer registered 74 degrees at the
time. This was the hottest Novem-
ber day since 1888, and the greatest
number of prostrations occurred of
any other November day on record.

Later on, however, a driving rain
started. Vivid lightning and heavy
thunder accompanied the downpour,

British Rulers Sail for Scene of Cor-
onation in East,

London—The richly equipped Me-
dina, conveying King George and
Queen Mary and escorted by a squad-
ron of battleships, weighed anchor at
Portsmouth Monday for the historie
voyage to India,"where their majesties
will be the chief figures in the corona-
tion Durbar, December 12.

The king and queen left London in
the morning. As this was their maj-
esties’ last appearance in the capital
for nearly three months, their depar-
ture was made with much ceremony.

Accompanied by the Prince of
Wales and Princess Mary, and escort-
ed by the Imperial Horse Guards, they
drove in an open carriage by a round-
about way to Victoria station. The
streats were lined with people, who
gave the royal party an enthusiastic
sendofT,

While doubtless saddened by the
thought of a long absence from Eng-
land, the king and queen seemed in
the highest spirita,

Royalists to Lose All.
Paris—The Portuguese government
is preparing an act designed to humble

the monarchists and deprive them of
the means of financing another upris-
ing. All absentee monarchist land-
owners or other Portuguese residing | w
abroad for political reasons must re-
turn to the country within a term to
be named in the law or their property
will be forfeited to the state. The
property of those conspiring will be
confisented immediately. This decis-
ion to seize property will include the
deposed king Manuel.

Big Tunnel Drains Mines.

Colorado Springs—A dispateh from
Cripple Creek tells of the striking of
a sensational flow of water in the bore
of the Roosevelt deep drainage tunnel.
The flow followed a round of shots and
was 80 heavy that the workmen were
caried off their feet down the bore and
narrowly escaped with their lives,
The water is leaving the bore at a
rate of 24,000 gallons a minute, or
about four times the usual flow;
It is supposed that un underground
reservoir or stream has been opened
and nieghboring minu will be drained,
