Mothode That Hava Been Taken to 
Check Spread of Infection In 

State of Massachusetts.

State Forester Rane has recently 
caused a thorough examination of 
chestnut trees to be mado throughout 
the state In order to determine to 
what extent the ches.out bark disease 
exists In Massachusetts. This danger- 
ous disease has already caused Irre­
parable damage to the chestnut growth 
In several states, notably New York. 
New Jersey, Pennsylvania and Con­
necticut, and threatens destruction to 
the growth In our own state, unless 
prompt and effective measures are 
taken to check It. aaya the New Eng­
land Homestead.

The method of control already 
adopted In New York and Pennsyl­
vania are the only practical methods 
that we know of controlling the dis­
ease. These methods are. briefly, the 
location and destruction of the small 
advance Infections beginning In that 
part of the state farthest away from 

| the center of Infestation. We cannot 
too strongly advise the eradication as 
soon as possible of all advance Infes­
tation of this disease In Massachus­
etts, beginning In the eastern part of 
the state. It Is probably already too 
late to save the southwestern part of 
the state by any method.

State Forester Rape Is rather more 
optimistic than the government ex­
perts. In regard to our ability to cope 
wltb this disease. He believes that 
valuable tracts of chestnut properly 
handled along forestry lines may be 
protected from serious Injury and he 
will be pleased to advise owners of 
such properties as to the best protec­
tive measures to employ.

A bulletin recently Issued by him 
treating of the disease and Its remedy, 
with Illustrations, will be mailed upon 
request to citizens of Massachusetts. 
Another bulletin discussing the entire 
situation, giving the method of con­
trol in detail, and the status of the 
disease In the United States as a 
whole may be obtained by applying to 
the United States department of ag­
riculture, Washington, D. C.

Building Constructed of Cement 
Blooke Will Prove Satisfactory 

— Better Than Wood.

In reply to a query asking for Infor­
mation regarding an Ice house, A  N. 
Schloeman of Benton county, Iowa, 
makes the following reply In Wal­
lace’s Farmer:

I have put up Ice for 15 years, and 
found that the damp sawdust would 
rot the lumber in a very few years, 
and concluded a year ago to build a 
bouse of cement block. We first built 
a concrete wall about three feet high, 
one foot under ground and two feet 
above. On this we put the block. The 
house Is 12x14x12, and will hold from 
14 to 18 loads of Ice. enough for any 
one family. In order to keep out sur­
face water we filled with dirt, so that 
the top of the ground Inside the house 
Is from four to tlx Inches above the 
level of the outside. We have no 
drains under the Ice.

Put In about six Inches of sawdust 
In the bottom; keep away six Inches 
from wall with Ice; pack your Ice well, 
and we guarantee you will never re­
gret putting up a cement block loe 
bouse. We have had plenty of Ice In 
spite of the hot and dry weather, and 
think it far better than a house built 
of wood. If possible, the bouse should 
be built where It will be shaded.

Selecting 8eed Com.
One should have In mind how much 

(and la to be planted In corn the fol­
lowing year when the seed corn Is be­
ing selected. Of course, plenty should 
be selected, making due allowance for 
shrinkage, discarded ears with low 
germination test and probable loss by 
rodents, Insects, etc. It must not be 
forgotten that the seasons are often 
such that a second planting la neces­
sary. If one saves more good seed 
than is needed It can usually be dis­
posed of at a good price. It can be 
generally estimated that a bushel of 
good seed corn will plant from seven 
to nine acres—say eight acres. It 
takes from 100 to 120 good ears suit­
able for seed to shell a bushel. It will 
take at this rate from 12 to 16 ears 
to plant an acre.

Rats In Poultry Yard.
The most exasperating and persis­

tent enemies the poultryman has to 
combat are rats. Often they are bold 
enough to attack fowls In the day­
time. Poisons, dogs and traps are 
effective remedies, but each has Its 
drawbacks. A few grains of strych­
nine on a piece of toasted cheese Is 
an effective poison, but must be kept 
out of the way of other animals. 
Placed tn the middle of a small drain 
tile this danger may be avoided.

Kill Mongrel Dogs.
The sheep Industry cannot reach 

perfection until every mongre. dog In 
the land Is exterminated.

It Is a fact that the dogs destroy 
more sheep In certain states than all 
the diseases combined

Western Farms.
One reason why farm lands In the 

west are more valuable than those of 
the east is because the western farms 
are big enough to permit the use of 
traction engines In plowing. An en­
gine drawing a gang of eight plows, 
turning over a strip 10 feet wide, at a 
speed of two and a half miles, per 
hour, dragging harrows behind, will 
Jo thirty acres per day. There are 
not many farms In the east where 
such operations are possible.

Feed for Color.
While certain breeds are more In­

clined to yellow skin than others, the 
'act remains that even naturally 
rellow skinned fowls can have the 
color of flesh changed by feeding ao- 
cordlngly. Corn and commeal Is the 
proper food for producing /fellow car­
casses. while fattening.

FOUR FREEZE TO 
DEATH IN STORM

British Columbia Blizzard Bur­
ies Bodies in Snow

Three  Bod ie s Found  in F isld  Near 
Road side --V ic t im s H ad  T ried  

to M ake  Cam p.

Victoria, B. C. —  Overtaken by a 
blizzard while returning to their home 
from Kamloops, B. C., a family of 
four lost their way and were found 
frozen to death. The dead:

John Keefer, a rancher; James A. 
Tronson, Keefer’s brother-in-law; 
Elizabeth Keefer, aged 14; May 
Keefer, aged 11.

The first intimation of their fate 
came through the discovery by Joseph 
Frolic of the bodies o f Keefer, Tron­
son and the youngest child, which 
since have been brought to Kamloops. 
The body o f Elizabeth Keefer has not 
been found.

The snow is smooth and level, from 
three to five feet deep in the vicinity, 
and there is small probability of re­
covery of this body until the snow 
melts with the advent of spring.

The Keefer farm is a little off the 
Nicola road, along which Joe Frolic 
was driving into Kamloops when this 
gruesome discovery was made, this 
being at a point nine or ten miles 
from the Keefer place.

The bodies o f the three were located 
in one of Rancher McConnell’s fields 
at the side of the road, partially cov­
ered with blankets. This is cited as 
circumstantial evidence that the quar­
tet o f unfortunates had stopped possi­
bly with the thought o f making camp, 
fearful of losing their way i f  they 
continued. The horses had been un­
hitched and it was the neighing o f one 
that first attracted Frolic’s attention.

James Tronson’s body was discov­
ered a few feet from the sleigh, cov­
ered with about two feet of snow, 
with about two feet more underneath 
it.

Keefer’s corpse was in the seat of 
the sleigh and the younger child in 
a pitiful, huddled heap between his 
knees. The little girl was warmly 
clad and had probably lived some 
hours longer than the men.

Trans-Mississippi Congress Will Meet 
on Pacific Coast.

Kansas City— After selecting Salt 
Lake City as the meeting place for 
1912 and Kansas City, Mo., as official 
headquarters, the 22d annual session 
of the Trans-Mississippi Commercial 
congress adjourned Saturday.

Although the date for holding the 
next meeting was not definitely decid­
ed upon, it was tentatively agreed up­
on to convene in the last week af Au­
gust. The official headquarters were 
located for only one year, E. J. Beck­
er, o f this city, was elected secretary, 
to succeed Arthur T. Francis, o f Crip­
ple Creek, Colo., after which Mr. 
Francis was elected an honorary mem­
ber of the congress for life. George 
B. Harrison, a banker o f this city, 
was elected treasurer.

A  resolution was adopted recom­
mending that the congress meet at a 
Pacific Coast city in 1915, the year of 
the Pacific-Panama exposition. San 
Francisco and Seattle are rival aspir­
ants for the meeting at that time.

Consideration of the report o f the 
committee on resolutions occupied 
most o f the session. The resolution 
declaring that the congress was 
against the parcels post, which was 
adopted, provoked acrimonious discus­
sion The vote was 90 for and 16 
against the resolution. A vigorous 
verbal scrimmage followed, in which 
charges were made that a “ steam rol­
ler”  was being operated by those in 
control o f the meeting and that the 
tendency of the congress was to take 
no definite stand on anything.

Express Robbers Kill.
Scranton, Pa.— Irving D. Barger, 

an express messenger, was killed and 
the safe in his car on the Delaware, 
Lackawanna & Western road looted of 
a sum said to be from $1,500 to $2,- 
000. Barger was seen by train hands 
at work in his car as the train stopped 
a minute at Taylor. Four minutes 
later, when it arrived in Scranton, 
Barger’s body was found lying on the 
floor of the car with his head battered 
in and a bullet in his brain. One re­
port has it that the robber got no 
booty.

Americans to Guard Road.
Washington, D. C.— The State de­

partment has virtually decided to send 
a regiment o f troops from Manila to 
Chin Wing Tao, a seaport in China 
about 250 miles from Pekin, on the 
Gulf o f Pechili. The purpose is to 
perform an international duty under 
the Boxer treaty in keeping open the 
line of communication between Pekin 
and the sea. It was said at the State 
department that the request for 
troops had not been made on (he War 
department, but it was momentarily 
expected.

Launch Party In Peril 
Marshfield, Or. —  A. H. Powers, 

head o f the Smith-Powers company, 
and a party o f friends in his speed 
boat, narrowly escaped death from be­
ing caught in a water spout which 
swept across Coos bay when the recent 
big storm was at its height. A col­
umn o f water was drawn up 150 feet 
high by a whirlwind with such force 
that big logs were thrown up out of 
the bay. The awe-inspiring column 
was at timet 10 feet in diameter.

Germs Lurk for Horses.
Los Angeles —  Individual drinking 

cups for horses will be a reality in Lot 
Angeles if  a recommendation by the 
Loe Angeles board o f veterinary sur­
geons is carried out Watering troughs 
are breeding places for glanders 
germs, say the veterinarians. The 
report urges each driver o f a team to 
provide himself with a bucket, from 
which his horses, and no others, may 
drink.
