|did It look like linen—smooth and
iu]"i"s."—illlfi then after washing look
coarse and dull; did it spot, did
prove to be of more cotton than
wool, although you were assured
that it was “all wool”"? In fact, did
vou simply take a clerk's word for
the purity of the fabric rather than
your own judgment?

There are a few slmple tests that
may be used which would aid ma-|
térially In the selection of textile
fabrics, Do not go by looks alone.

Get a sample of the material and test
in the following ways:
For Fading.—Cover one end of the

sample with a piece of cardboard.
Expose the rest to sunlight for a
number of days and then note the|
effect.

For Shrinkage.—Measure the length

and width of your sample. Dip in
hot water, or wash it with warm
water and soap. Is it wvery much

shorter or narrower? Would it shrink
a great deal In a yard?

For Strength.—Where strength In
wearing and washing is desired, place
the thumbs and first fingers over the |
cloth, pressing down hard and pull-
Ing the cloth in both directions,—
with the warp and with the wool.
Do you find the threads weakened?
Is one set of threads much stronger
than the other?

Materials are sometimes weak be-
cause of imperfections in the weave,

or because one set of threads is|
stronger than the others. Hold the|
sample toward the light and see if

you can detect a difference. |

Cords running only one way wvak-i
en materials. Cords running both
ways glve strength. Loosely® woven
cloth catches on splinters, nails and
other sharp things. Closely woven
cloth is more satisfactory.

For Finishing.—Rub the material in
the hands or plek at the surface with
the finger mnail Does the starch
come out? Wet the finger and rub
on the cloth? When the cloth dries
has the gloss disappeared?

Sometimes cotton cloth which has
been on the market for some time
is weakened by the action of the
chemicals used in bleaching, dyeing
or in the sizing. This may be de-
tected by tearing the cloth.

Beware of low-priced cotton goods
with a thick gloss or a pasty look.
They are probably filled with starch.
Do not expect linen at cotton prices. |
Linen is much more expensive than
cotton, and when linen prices are
paid linen should be demanded. Since
the two fibers are rather hard to
distinguish, especially when heavily
starched, and given a good finish, it|
is quite easy to deceive the buyer.
“Linen" collars are frequently large-
ly cotton; “linen” handkerchiefs
may not have a thread of linen, as
is likely to be the case with rather
inexpensive embroidered handker.
chiefs; table “linen” may be mer-
cerized cotton, cotton and linen or|
even ordinary cotton.

For Spotting.—Shake some dr(}psi
of water on the sample. Does it
lose lustre where the drops have
dried? Hang out a plece of eloth
in the sun and submit to the action |
of sun and rain., Does it loose its
color and become gray and dull?

To prevent spotting, lay a damp
cloth on the wrong side of the ma-
terial, roll the two together and
when evenly damp, unroll and press |
through the damp eloth with a partly |
hot fron; press until cloth is thor-|
oughly dried.

Tests for Cotton or Wool.—Ravel a |
few threads at the edge of the ma-
terial and pull them partially off and
burn them., Is the odor offensive,
llke burning hajr? Test the threads
of both warp and woof. If the odor |
differs, one set of threads may be|
wool, while the other might be all|
cotton or mixed cotton and wool, |

Another burning test shows that|
cotton burns rapldly, while wool |
burng slowly and chars, |

A practical test may be made by|
boiling a sample in a five per cent
solution of caustic potash for twenty |
minutes. The wool becomes dis-|
golved and the cotton remains, If
the material {8 all wool there wili be
nothing left. |

A mixture of cotton and woaol whpn:
wet wrinkles more than pure wool. |

Tests for Cotton or Linen.—The|
old test of molstening the finger and |
putting It under the ecloth Is not|
always a sure one, as the molsture |
will not come through heavy linen
or one with starch in it, and 1t will
come through sheer, tightly twisted
cotton. A better test is to put a
drop of ollve oil on the eloth and |
press between blotting paper. The |
linen become more transparent than
the cotton.

ANARCHIST HOME

Colony of “Freethinkers” Near
Tacoma Harbored Plotters

Attempted to Purchase High Explo-
sives at Company Store—Editor
ot ‘‘Agitator” Knew Men,

Tacoma, Wash. — Disclosures made
public here have revealed the fact
that Home colony, a settlement of
“free thinkers'" on Joe's bay, less
than 20 miles from Tacoma, Wash.,
was for several months prior to the
night the Los Angeles Times building
was dynamited, the dwelling place of
M. A. Schimdt and David Caplan,
{that James B. McNamara visited |
there, and that for nearly 12 months
Caplan and his friends were under the
eye of William J. Burns.

Jay Fox, editor of the ‘‘Agitator,"
an anarchistie periodical, is known to
have been a close friend of Caplan,
and J. M. Tillman, a Burns detective
who formerly wud a deputy sheriff
with supervision over the Home col-
ony, and Oscar Engvall, formerly
manager of the co-operative store at
Home, declare that Caplan and Fox
attempted to buy high power dyna-
mite in the fall of 1910. Engvall said
that he was dismissed from the colony
because he refused to provide the ex-
plosive.

CAR RUNS AWAY,
In Mad Race Conductor's Nerve
Proves Him Hero,

Vancouver, B. C.—An interurban
trolley-car, bound from Vancouver to
New Westminster, ran away for four
miles down a steep grade but the con-
ductor locked the 20 passengers in and
the car stuck to the track, so that all
survived the terrible ride.

Motorman Hayes sought to apply
the brakes and discovered that the
bolt had dropped out of the brake
beam and that he had no control what-
ever over the car. Conductor Batten
immediately locked the doors and in-
formed the passengers that the car
was out of control, but would come to
a stop across the bridge on Lulu
island.

Several of the frightened passen-

gers tried to break through the win-
dows, and one man attacked the con-
ductor. He was subdued, however,
and Batten kept the passengers under
control.
A perilous curve beyond Eburne was
passed safely, and after a mile and a
half along the level grade of Lulu
island the car stopped and the passen-
gers disembarked.

GREAT ACREAGE RESTORED.
Oregon Regains for Public Entry
Tracts Previously Withdrawn,

Washington, D. C.—Seecretary Fish-
er, in a report sent to congress, shows
that in the last 12 months 15,974
acres of public land in Oregon were
withdrawn to protect power sites, and
18,970 acres previously withdrawn for
this purpose were restored to entry.
Also, 104,128 acres, withdrawn to de-
termine their coal content, have been
restored to entry, it having been
found that they contained no commer-
cial coal.

In Washington 387,276 acres were
withdrawn to protect power sites,
while 1,457 acres of power-site with-
drawals were restored to entry, in ad-
dition to 2,897 acres withdrawn for
coal.

In the Snake river wvalley, Idaho,
5,179,155 acres of land, withdrawn on
the presumption that it contained coal,
has been restored to entry, no coal
having been found.

Salmon Pack Record New.

Seattle—The Puget Sound salmon
pack for 1911 established a new record,
a total of 1,625,000 cases having been
packed according to figures compiled
by Secretary Crawford of the Puget
Sound Canners’ association. The
peck was twice as large as the most
optimistic packers expected and ex-
ceeded the record of 1909 by almost
50,000 cases. The value of the output
is placed at §8,125,000. The record
breaking production is attributed to
the heavy run of pink salmon, 1,052,-
261 cases of which were packed.

Mexican Papers Bitter.

Mexieo City — El Parcial, at this
late date, prints an editorial regard-
ing President Taft's message to con-
gress on foreign relations, which was
presented December 7. The affirma-
tions contained in the message, the
newspaper says, are so definite that
they may be taken as outlining a pol-
icy applicable to all cases, That pol-
icy can be called simply intervention,
inasmuch as the Madero government
may find itself shortly eonfronting a
similar situation to that in which the
Diaz government was placed.

Seattle—The steamship Northwest-
lern has arrived from Seward with
| $600,000 of Iditarod gold in care of
