th a t It can be raised a t right angles 
with the seat of the machine, and tbe 
pusher can Jump up on a cross-bar 
tha t will then be a t the bottom, and 
ride there  while going down grade or 
after a  vigorous shove, and get 
rested. The tim e and energy thus

HALTS MOB WITH GUN.

Hoquiam Millman K arps Out D isturb­
e rs—Plant Running.

Hoquiam, W ash.—When a delega­
tion of I. W. W. labor ag ita to rs a r­
rived a t the Coates shingle mill to in ­
duce a s trik e  they w ere m et by J . A. 
Lewis, m anager of the m ill, who 
waited until the leader was w ithin five 
feet of him, and then drew a revolver 
an<l stood off the whole gang.

The Coates mill is still running, al­
though short-handed.

As a resu lt o f a free-for-all fight be­
tween Greek s trikers  and American 
non-strikers a t  the N orthw estern 
plant, charges have been preferred 
against City A ttorney Callahan by 
the Hoquiam Trades Council.

In the fight a Greek was about to 
h it a special police officer on the head 
w ith  a ham m er when Lon Miller, an 
old-time citizen, threw  a brick which 
put the Greek out o f commission. 
M iller says th a t he tried  to do the 
Greek a favor by preventing him from 
com m itting m urder. C ity A ttorney 
Callahan issued a w arran t for the a r­
res t of the Greek, but refused to issue 
one fo r Miller.

This is the basis o f the charge 
against Callahan, which will be 
threshed ou t by the city  commission­
ers.

The m aking of the charges m arks 
the introduction of the Trades Council 
into the I. W. W. fight against the 
mills. H eretofore the Federation of 
Labor has not had a hand in the affair.

For three days Police Judge Coghlan 
has been try in g  Greeks on misde­
meanor charges. He has been refusing 
them tria l by ju ry  and fining them $5 
and $10. Judge Coghlan’s refusal has 
brought up the question of the consti­
tu tional rig h t o f tr ia l by jury , and 
has resulted in a declaration th a t 
C cghlan’s business will be boycotted, 
and the commissioners who placed him 
there recalled.

The recall o f the commissioners is 
also threatened if  C ity A ttorney Calla­
han is not dismissed.

CITIZEN SH IP IS NEEDED.

P orto  Ricans W ant Naturalization P a­
pers . D eclares Brown.

New York—A ttorney General Fos­
te r  V. Brown, o f Porto Hico, was in 
New York en route to W ashington, 
w here he w ill hand his resignation to 
P resident T aft. He will then re tu rn  
to h i^hom e in C hattanooga, Tenn., to 
resume his law  practice.

Brown spoke enthusiastically  o f the 
progress and prosperity  of Porto Rico, 
w here he has been stationed two 
years.

“ I don’t  th ink there  is a  single 
s ta te  in the Union today where the 
people are  so happy as the Porto R i­
cans are w ith the governm ent they 
have ,”  he said. ‘‘There is only one 
com plaint they m ake against the U ni­
ted S ta tes governm ent, and tha t, I 
think, is a ju s t one. „ They feel they 
have a rig h t to A m erican citizenship. 
T hat feeling  was expressed and fa ­
vored in the platform s of both parties 
in th is country, and both President 
Roosevelt and P residen t T a ft urged 
the conferring  of such citizensip. 
There is no reason, especially in view 
of these long-standing promises, why 
Porto Ricans should not be made c iti­
zens. W ithout it, they feel today 
th a t a Porto Rican is a man w ithout a 
country .”

CENTRAL ST A T E S SHIVER.

Blinding S to rm  o f  Snow  and Sleet 
Sw eeps A cross Continent.

Chicago—A blinding storm  of snow 
and sleet Bwept across the N orth Cen­
tra l s ta tes  Thursday, heaping d isaster 
upon transportation  and communica­
tion facilities.

H alf a hundred cities w ere shut off 
from comm unication w ith the re s t of 
the world. Miles o f telegraph and 
telephone poles w ere blown down or 
w ires covered w ith  ice until they 
broke. The snow changed in many 
places to sleet, w hich was blown like 
shot before a gale th a t increased to 
nearly 60 m iles an hour. Zero w ea­
ther was reached in several places.

$ 1 ,0 0 0 ,0 0 0  Paid fo r Art.
New York — Benjam in A ltm an, a 

New York dry goods m illionaire, is 
now named as the purchaser o f two 
famous p o rtra its  by Velaqsuez, which 
recently  came to th is country. The 
pictures, which have heretofore hung 
in the V illa Hermosa palace, cost A lt­
man som ething over $1,000,000, i t  is 
said. The pain tings are of King 
Philip IV of Spain and his m inister, 
the Duke of O livares. They bear 
the date of 1624, and are  the most 
expensive canvasses by th is a r t is t  
on record.

Fcur-lnch Guns fo r A eroplanes.
G overnors’ Island, N. Y .—W hat is 

said to be the largest gun designed to 
be carried  by aeroplanes was tested 
successfully on a barge off Fort 
W right, in the presence of a num ber 
of naval and arm y officers. The gun 
was fired tw ice, and although i t  is 
mounted on delicate steel springs, 
there  was no recoil. The inventor is 
Commander Cleland Davis, United 
S tates navy. I t  is a four-inch gun. 12 
fee t long, w eighs 160 pounds and fires 
a 33-pound projectile  a t  a velocity of 
more than 1,000 fee t a second.

Two Killed In S tr ik e rs’ Riot,
Berlin — The term ination  of the 

strik e  in the W estphalian coal fields, 
where nearly  200,000 miners laid down 
th e ir tools on March 11, was marked 
by two fa ta litie s  in a ttacks by s tr ik ­
ers on non-strikers w orking in the pita 
a t H agen. A th ird  man was wounded, 
probably fa tally . In the Sam ar d is­
tr ic t the s trik e rs  have also abandoned 
the movem ent and gone back to work, 
bu t the m iners in U pper Silesia are 
leaving the p its in increased numbers

Fortifications Cut Down,
W ashington, D. C .—A bill m aking 

appropriation fo r fortifications was 
passed by the senate. I t  carries $4,- 
186,236, about a million a n d 'a  quarte r 
less than the appropriation o f last 
year. ___________

China G ets Anatone Flour.
A natone, W ash.—The A natone mill 

is preparing  a special flour for O rien­
tal trade, to be shipped d irect to 
China. The sacks bear a special 
tradem ark of Chinese characters.

TEXTILE STRIKE 
IS DECLARED OFF

300,000 Mill Workers In All 
Lines Benefitted.

New Bedford Employes Only Hold 
Out for L arger R a ise -C o n su m ­

ers  Will Bear Burden.

Boston—The g rea t Lawrence strike, 
which brought in its  tra in  increased 
wages for 276,000 tex tile  w orkers in 
New England, was officially declared 
off a t all the mills in Lawrence, hav­
ing accomplished its  purpose, in the 
opinion o f the leaders.

I t  is generally  believed th a t ad 
vances In wages or reduction in hours 
of paper mill employes, bagging and 
burlap w orkers, m achinists and opera­
tives in o ther industries, all are trace ­
able to the movement which owed its  
origin in Lawrence. The num ber of 
persons thus to benefit is more than 
800,000.

Advances in the price of woolen and 
cotton goods which have been made or 
which a re  in prospect probably w ill 
place upon the u ltim ate  consumer 
much of the burden of the additional 
cost to the tex tile  m anufacturers. 
This will aggregate  betw een ten and 
tw elve million dollars in the next 
year, i t  is estim ated.

Mill agents, in announcing advance 
In prices, have said frankly  th a t the 
upw ard trend  Is the resu lt o f wage ad­
vances.

New Bedford, w here the m anufac­
tu rers of the finer grades o f cotton 
goods have refused to accede to the 
demands of th e ir employes for an ad­
ditional five per cent, has displaced 
Lawrence as the center of In terest In 
the tex tile  situation .

Unless the mill owners give the in­
crease demanded w ithin a few days, i t  
is feared th a t a s trik e  of from 25,000 
to 30,000 operatives w ill ensue.

W hile an increase o f five per cent 
has been offered, the New Bedford 
operatives are  in sisten t th a t they re­
ceive 10 per cent.

Secretary  Dcvolt, o f the M anufac­
tu re rs ’ association, has promised th a t 
the mill owners would decide early  in 
the week, w hether th is should be 
granted.

The suggestion has been made th a t 
an im m ediate increase of 7} per cent 
be given w ith  a promise o f an addi­
tional 2} per cent on a given date. 
This may be the basis o f a compro­
mise.

ONLY HEALTHY CAN MARRY.

Chicago C athedra l to  Turn Away 
Ailing Twain*.

Chicago— Dean W alter T. Sumner 
of the Episcopal Cathedral of Saints 
P eter and Paul, preached a sermon 
Sunday upon the “ Sacram ent of M ar­
ria g e ,”  in which he made the follow­
ing announcem ent:

" A f te r  consultation w ith  R igh t 
Rev. C. P. Anderson, bishop of Chi­
cago, and w ith his approval, Dean 
Sumner and his co-workers o f the 
Cathedral of Saints P eter and Paul, 
have agreed upon an advanced policy 
w ith  regard  to the adm inistration  of 
m arriage in the cathedral.

“ Beginning w ith  E aster, no person 
will be m arried  in the cathedral un­
less they present a certificate o f 
health  from a repu tab le  physician to 
the effect th a t they are normal physi­
cally and m entally and have neither 
an incurable nor a communicable dis­
ease.

“ This step  is taken  only a f te r  
months o f study of the situation  
and deliberation  as to its  advisability . 
I t  is believed th a t th is stand will m eet 
w ith  the im m ediate sym pathy of the 
clergy in the church a t large, all of 
whom have long fe lt the undesirabil­
ity  o f being party  to the m arriage of 
persons who, because of th e ir physical 
condition, should never be allowed to 
en te r into the m arriage s ta te  and 
propagate th e ir species.”
