FLAMES SWEEP
TOWN OF SEASIDE|

Entire Business Section is De-
stroyed By Fire.

Starting in Rear of Drug Store at
Main and Bridge Streets, All
Four Corners Are Swept.

Seaside, Or., May 14, 1 a. m.—F'ire,
starting in Callaghan’s bridge saloon
at 11:30 p. m., and which is still burn-
ing early this morning, has [destroyed
the entire business section of Seaside.
The loss is estimated at approximate-
ly $200,000. The zone swept by the
flames is bounded on the west by the
Necanicum river, on the east by the

city hall, on the north by a vacant lot
just beyond the livery stable, and on
the south by McGuire's hotel.

Following is a list of approximate
losses :

Selens & Wheatley, general mer-
chandise, $30,000; Godfrey Bros.,
jewerly store, $10,000; James Peter-
son & Co., $15,000; Dresser & Che-
ney, $30,000; Lewis & Co., drug
store, $15,000; Conn Drug Co., $10,-
000; Antlers saloon, 5000; Ocean sa-
loon, $6000; Horseshoe saloon, $3000;
Bridge saloon, $5000; Arcade saloon,
$6000; Alex Gilbert & Son, build-
ings, $76.000; Stratton cigar store,
$2000; MecRoberts’ bakery, $2000;
City Hall, $1500; Palace restaurant,
$1000; Puritan restaurant, $1500;
Smith rooming house, $3000; Gragg
livery barn, $5000; R. Price, market,
$1000; Frank L. Smith meat market,
$2000; Postoffice, $2500; residences,
$7500.

A large force of men is working
desperately to keep the fire from
crossing the river, and at this hour it
seems likely that they will succeed,
Nevertheless, some West Side cot-
tagers are moving _out their belong-
ings.

All the lights in town are out. The
telephone office has been burned. The
Western Union wire from the depot
constitutes the sole present means of
communication with the outside.

An appeal for help has been sent to
Astoria and a special train is on the
way with fire engines.

It is not now ecertain whether the
fire started in the Bridge saloon or in
the rear of the Lewis drug store. In
both drug stores violent explosinns oc-
curred. Efforts have been made to
check the progress of the flames by
destroying several buildings with dy-
namite.

The sea is lit up for miles with the
glare of the flames and on the beach
it is as light as day. Many guests at
the Hotel Moore became alarmed
when they first observed the fire, but
soon learned that there was little dan-
ger of the fire coming that far west-
ward. Sparks and firebrands are be-
ing showered freely over the West
Side distriet. There is a very light
southeast breeze and unless the wind
rises the West Side is assured of safe-
ty.
It is thought the fire will not reach
the depot, as there is some vacant
ground between. The city hall was
burned. The horses from the burning
livery stable were saved, but little
was saved from any of the stores.

Later—The Astoria fire department
arrived at 1:35 a. m. with a steamer
and 1000 feet of hose.

There are 150 firemen and volunteers
at work. The fire is under control.
Fundreds are homeless with no place

to sleep, having lost even their
clothes. Only two stores are left to
feed the town.

Flowers Deck Ship's Bed.

New York—Standing on the bridge
of the Carmania in mid-ocean, Mrs. J.
H. Loring, of New York and London,
scattered flowers on the water of the
Atlantic in memory of her husband,
who lost his life on the Titaniec.

When the Carmania, had ar-
rived in latitude 41.16 and longi-
tude 50.14, the nearest position to
where the Titanic sank, Mrs. Loring,
attired in deep mourning, was escort-
ed to the bridge by Captain Dow.
Five hundred cabin passengers stood
on the decks as Mrs. Loring secattered
the flowers on the sea. Men stood
with heads bowed and uncovered,
while some of the women passengers,
touched by the widow's devotion,
wept.

““Feeder” Rates Restored.

Washington, D. C.—The Interstate
Commerce commission has issued an
order requiring Western railroads to
put into effect and maintain for two
years from June 13, 1912, the rates on
‘‘feeder’’ cattle and sheep defined in
the report of the commission on March
11 this year. In effect, this order re-
tains the rates on stock ecattle and
sheep which have been in force fora
long time, the cancellation by the rail-
roads of the lower rates on such live-
stock being held by the commission as
unreasonable.

Ships Collide at Sea.

San Francisco—Badly waterlogged,

the eailing schooner Mayflower was

towed into this port by the steam
schooner San Pedro, with which the
Mayflower was in collision off Point
Reyes. Captain Bendickson, of the
San Pedro, was hurled to the deck by
the force of the eollision and his shoul-
der was dislocated. The San Pedro,
which escaped injury, at once took the
disabled vessel in tow. The San Pe-
dro was bound for Eureka, and
the Mayflower for Coquille, River,
Oregon.

Strike Does Not Spread.

San Francisco — The pressmen’s
strike in this city has net extended
beyond the Examiner, which appeared
Sunday morning with a four-page
news section. Ata meeting of the

Publishers’ association a proposal that
all other newspapers of the city should
cut down their issues to the same size
as the Examiner did not carry and un-
less it should subsequently be put into |
effect, the understanding is that the
strike will not spread.

The testimony was given by Samuel |
J. Bailey, of the office of E. E. Jack-
gon, ‘‘supervisor’’ of the wire pools,
whose members were indicted nnd|
fined a year ago. Bailey acted as sec- |
retary of the Horseshoe Manufac-|
turers’ association, one of the seven|
po(l].-t.

The evidence was introduced by the
government in support of its conten-
tion that the American Steel & Wire
eompany was itself an illegal combin-
ation.

Bailey identified a copy of the rules
and regulations of the Horseshoe as-
sociation. The rules fixed the prices |
at which the members of the associa-
tion should sell the horseshoes, prices |
being changed when necessary, the

witness explained, at monthly meet- |

ings. A certain percentage of the |
business was alloted to each member
and in case his monthly sales exceeded
his allotment he was to pay cash into
the association equivalent to the
amount of the excess.

If they were less the association
was to make up the deficiency.

In the case of government bids,
Bailey said, Jackson selected the
member who was to make the lowest
bid and instructed other members to

| bid higher.

Bailey identified letters written by
Jackson, ‘“‘per Samuel J. Railey,’ to

| the Bryden Horseshoe company, fixing
the price on government contracts.

It was brought out as a point for
the corporation that the association
named to the government prices 10 to
16 cents a keg lower than the regular
market prices.

Bailey remembered being present at
| a meeting when it was agreed that the
Standard Horseshoe company should
receive $350,000 a month to keep idle
| its patent machinery for manufactur-
ing horseshoes.

Cross-examined, Bailey said that
the pool was broken up in March,
| 1909, by the withdrawal of the Amer-
| ican Steel & Wire company. To his
| knowledge none of the members of the
| executive committee ever had knowl-
| edge of the pool, he said.

The
ecourt holds that the ‘‘residuary clause
isnot a gift to a church, but a gift
for religious purposes, sustainable as
a charitable trust.”’

After a few wecks he
began to regain his gight, but a week
ago he awoke one morning to find
himself totally blind again. A few
days later he experienced a pain simi-
lar to that of six months ago and after
a few minutes he found his vision re-
turning.

Convict, Freed, Hired By Prison,

Seattle, Wash. — George Edward
Adams, who was released Monday af-
ter serving more than five years in the
Federal penitentiary at MeNeill Island
for the theft of many thousand dol-
lars’ worth of gold dust from the Se-
attle assay office, has returned to the
penitentiary to take up the position of
hoek keeper which he oceupied during
hig incarceration, not, however, as a
prisoner, but as a civilian, at a salary
of $1200 a year. This report was con-
firmed by Warden O, P. Halligan, of
the Federal penitentiary, through
whose efforts the appointment was
made.

Paria — Owing to the threatening
conditions in Moroeco, the French gov-
ernment has decided to send seven
battalions of infantry, instead of three
battalions, as originally planned, as
well a3 extra batteries of artillery, to
that ecomntry. Two battalions of na-
tive Senegal infantry are now being
mobilized at Dakar, and these will
reach Casa Blaneca, Moroeeo, June 20,
These reinforcements will give Gene-
ral Moiner a foree of 32,000 men,
with another 11,000 spread out along
the frontier of Algeria.
