NERVE SAVES 
THIRTY UVES

Heroic Mate Goes 110 Miles in 
Open Boat.

________  *

Crew Faces Death on Barren Isle for 
Eleven Days — Last Chance 

Wins by Three Hours.

Seattle, Wash.— Bringing Captain 
Charles Foos and the crew of the cod 
fishing schooner Joseph Russ, wrecked 
on Chirikoff Island April 21, the 
steamship Bertha, of the Alaska Coaat 
company, has arrived in Seattle.

Giving a graphic description of the 
terrific storm which resulted in the 
loss of the schooner and the death of 
John Jorgensen, the vessel’s first 
mate, members of the crew of the 
Russ declared that only for the hero­
ism of A. E. Reeves (Scotty), second 
mate, and five sailors who went to 
Chignik in two open boats for assis­
tance, all would have perished.

In a terrific gale, with heavy seas 
breaking over her, the Russ was driv­
en ashore at 6 o ’clock in the evening.

Grounding on the sand she held her 
own for several hours, but finally, as 
the heavy seas continued to pound her, 
the vessel’s hatches gave way and she 
quickly filled with water. Captain 
Foss and 34 members of the crew had 
climbed high in the rigging and lashed 
themselves to prevent being carried 
away by the giant waves.

First Mate Jorgensen had started 
for the main mast to take refuge 
when a wave hurled him against the 
side of the vessel. His skull was 
crushed.

Here they hung until 6 a. m., when 
the storm subsided and the tide left 
the Russ high and dry.

Jorgensen was buried far up on the 
sandy beach and a wooden cross marks 
the grave.

Captain Foss and his crew built a 
hut o f pine boards and in this they 
stored the small amount o f provisions 
saved and established sleeping quar­
ters.

It was when the provisions began to 
run low and they realized that Chiri- 
kof Island is uninhabited that Second 
Mate Reeves and five members of the 
crew volunteered to put out in two 
open boats for Chignik, 110 miles dis­
tant, for assistance.

They were fortunate enough to ar­
rive at that port before the departure 
of the mail steamer Dora, which im­
mediately proceeded to the rescue.

The rescue work was accomplished 
under great difficulties, as the life­
boats had to be driven through a 
treacherous surf, while fierce blasts of 
icy wind swept seaward.

To little Scotty, the marvel of the 
rescue is that had the two boats which 
put out on what looked like a hopeless 
errand been three hours later in ar­
riving at Chignik, the 30 men certain­
ly must have perished, as the Dora 
would have been gone by that time.

USE SIXTH SENSE.

Maxim Would Employ Animals at Sea 
to Protect Liners.

London—“ I am working hard on an 
idea that, when perfected, will make 
a disaster like that to the Titanic im­
possible,”  said Hiram Maxim. ‘ ‘ It is 
not beyond the realm of science to 
provide a ship with ‘ means o f ascer­
taining whether any icebergs are 
within 10 miles, even in dense fog, 
rain or snow storms.

‘ ‘ I am not a spiritualist and I don’t 
believe in any humbug o f a supersti­
tious nature, but I do know there are 
certain animals in the world, having 
no religion and therefore not super­
stitious, which can form a clear opin­
ion and. you might say, have definite 
knowledge of objects in their vicinity 
without seeing or hearing them— that 
is, they possess a sixth sense.

‘ ‘ I believe that will be the plan on 
which mariners will have'to rely here­
after, some time or other.”

Noted Canvas I* “ Junk."
Monrovia, Cal.— Drawn by idle cur­

iosity to a junk shop auction in Los 
Angeles recently, Dr. F. M. Potteng- 
er, o f Monrovia, bought for $100 a 
painting which pleased his fancy and 
was later pronounced by connoiseurs a 
Verboeckhoven masterpiece worth at 
least $20,000. Judges of art works 
declared the painting, a dairy scene, 
undoubtedly was from the brush of 
the famous Belgian artist, who died 
30 years ago. They averred the 
painting was probably fifty years 
old.

River Menaces Needles.
San Bernardino, Cal.— Deflected by 

a large sandbar recently formed, the 
Colorado river, which is at flood stage 
from the melting mountain snows, 
threatens the destruction o f part of 
the town of Needles. The 3000-foot 
concrete wall built by the Santa Fe 
railroad a year ago to protect the 
town from the river is crumbling and 
the roundhouses of the railroad are 
said to he in immediate danger. The 
change in the current swung the full 
force of the stream against the 
Needles side of the river.

Stand Up for Darrow.
Loa Angeles— Names *of prominent 

Chicagoans, including ex-United 
States senators. Federal and state 
judges, noted lawyers and city offi­
cials, were brought into the Darrow 
case by District Attorney Frederick in 
the examination of a talesman who 
formerly had resided in Chicago. All 
o f those mentioned are said to have 
sworn to depositons regarding the 
high character and good ‘ reputation of 
the defendant.

Boy* Mak* Biplane and Fly.
Spokane, Wash. — Two Spokane 

boys, Martin A. Denine and Glen 
Hemingway, have completed a biplane 
which this week was given Its first 
successful tryout. An accident mar­
red the initial flight, the machine go­
ing wrong after it had (sailed SO feet 
through the air at an average height 
of 16 feet Denine, who was in the 
machine, was somewhat bruised by 
the fall.

TRUST PAYS REBATE.

Exclusive Dealing Condition o f Tin 
Plate Concettion.

New York—That the American Tin­
plate company deliberately suppressed 
competition and paid rebates to job­
bers upon condition that they should 
handle the trust’s goods exclusively 
was testified by James T. MacFar- 
land, a Philadelphia jobber, in the 
government’s suit to dissolve the 
United States Steel corporation. 
MacFarland said he had handled many 
special private brands of tinplate 
which independent companies manu­
factured for him. These brands he 
was forced to assign to the American 
Tinplate company in 1899, with a 
stipulation that he would not buy his 
tinplate elsewhere. According to a 
letter from the tinplate company to 
his firm, which was identified, the 
“ trust’s”  purpose was “ to protect 
this company in the exclusive manu­
facture of plate. ”

Later, he said, the American Tin­
plate company made an arrangement 
with jobbers whereby the company 
offered rebates on condition that the 
jobbers purchase their tinplate entire­
ly from it. The rebate was from 1 to 
3 per cent, he said, and was subse­
quently based on 90 and then 86 per 
cent of the total amount the jobber 
bought.

Competitors of the tinplate com­
pany were not willing to make this 
discount, testified MacFarland, and he 
added that the company was "not 
willing to manufacture brands for us 
in our name without being protected 
by this contract.”

“ And if we forfeited our brands,”  
he continued, “ we lost our business 
reputation.”

Howard M. Davis, o f Philadelphia, 
formerly a sales manager of the 
American Tinplate company and pre­
viously with the American Tinplate 
company of Ellwood, Ind., D. G. 
Reid’s first company, was called. He 
testified as an expert on conditions in 
the tinplate industry at the time Mr. 
Reid and Judge William Moore 
brought about the consolidation under 
the control o f the American Tinplate 
company of New Jersey.

“ What per cent of the industry was 
controlled by this combination?”  
Davis was asked.

“ My recollection is about 96 per 
cent.”

When R. V. Lindabury, attorney 
for the Steel corporation, objected to 
Davis’ answers as “ hearsay evi­
dence,”  on the ground that the wit­
ness had never attended the Gary din­
ners, Mr. Dickinson retorted:

“ We’ll establish the dates of those 
dinners later. We are going into that 
subject quite thoroughly.”

PLEADS FOR LENIENCY.

Borah Would Have Land Law* Easier 
for Settler*.

Washington, D. C— In a speech de­
livered in the senate, Senator Boiah, 
of Idaho, made a strong plea for the 
enactment of lenient land laws to re­
lieve the bur Jen upon the settler and 
to facilitate the development of the 
remaining public lands of the West 
susceptible of cultivation and im­
provement. While speaking partic­
ularly with reference to the home­
stead law, SenatorBorah referred also 
to other public land laws and to the 
question of conservation.

He paid his respects to those theor­
ists who have done so much in late 
years to prevent the passage o f sensi­
ble land laws, and maintained that the 
average Western citizen is a better 
conservationist than his Eastern 
brother, who knows nothing of the 
practical working of this recently de­
veloped policy.

More Hope for Laborers.
Phoenix, Ariz.—The anti-alien1 labor 

bill, the effect of which would be to 
force out o f employment approximate­
ly 20,000 non-English speaking mine 
workers in Arizona, probably will not 
become a law at this session of the 
legislature, which is expected to end 
within a few days. The bill, which 
has been bitterly opposed by mining 
and railroad companies, was passed by 
the senate, but the house pigeonholed 
it. After a motion to table it was de­
feated it was referred to the printing 
commitete.

Ruef'a Story Will Be Told 
San Francisco— As the result o f the 

action of the State court of appeals in 
dismissing the indictments against 
Abraham Ruef, former political boss 
o f San Franciaco, the San Francisco 
Bulletin announced that it would re­
sume the publication of Ruef’s own 
story of the inner history of the graft 
ring. After publishing one chapter of 
Ruef’a story the Bulletin printed the 
statement that the remainder of the 
story would be withheld until indict­
ments still standing in the Superior 
court should be dismissed.

Aviator’s Leg Taken Off.
St. Louis—Surgeons in attendance 

upon Peter Glasser, o f Billings, Mont., 
driver o f the aeroplane which was 
wrecked at Kinloch aviation field, 
when Glasser’s companion, Raymond 
B. Wheeler, o f Washington, D. C., 
was killed, decided that it would be 
necessary to amputate the wounded 
man’s right leg in a final effort to 
save his life. Glasser and Wheeler 
were aviation students. Their ma­
chine was caught in a current o f air 
and dashed against a pole.

Forest Fire* Take Farm Building*.
Rainier, Or.— At least five farmers 

have lost buildings and fences in a 
serious fire which started about five 
miles sotuhwest of Rainier.

Telephone wires are down and fur­
ther information has not reached 
Rainier. The district burning is 
stump land or land burned over in 
former years. No green timber is 
ablaze. It is rumored the Portland 
Lumber company has suffered some 
loea. _________________

Recite* U. 8. Constitution.
Tacoma—Washington Finley, a na­

turalised Englishman born in France, 
appeared among a list of applicants 
for citizenship papers and astonished 
the examiners by repeating the entire 
conetitution of the United States. Ex­
aminer Staples said it it the purpose 
of the officials to make the examina­
tions as difficult aa possible so that 
alien applicants will place a greater 
value on their citizenship.

FIVE ARE LOST 
IN FOREST FIRES

Heavy Damage Done to Timber 
in State of Washington.

Wardens Ruth Men to Skagit and 
Snohomish Counties to Fight 

Advancing Flames.

Seattle, Wash. — Five lives known 
to be lost, two men missing and prop­
erty damaged several hundred thou­
sand dollars are the results of several 
forest fires which have swept over 
the northwestern part of Washington. 
The fires are still burning uncon­
trolled, but in most sections the situa­
tion shows improvement and unless a 
wind springs up there is little fear of 
further disaster.

The most serious fires are in Sno­
homish Jcounty, where several saw­
mills and logging camps have been de­
stroyed. The only loss of life report­
ed occurred in the fire which destroyed 
four logging camps in Skagit county. 
Fifty million feet of green timber 
were destroyed by this fire. Other 
fires in Western Washington brought 
the total timber destroyed to 70,000,- 
000 feet.

The fire wardens have rushed a 
large force of men into the field and 
believe they will be able to control tne 
flames. They were encouraged in this 
hope by the weather bureau forecast 
of showers which would break the 
long dry spell which is held responsi­
ble for the rapid spread of the flames 
so early in the season.

Invasion By Fires 'Feared.
Everett, Wash.—The forest fire sit­

uation in Snohomish county is growing 
worse. The town of Sultan has been 
making a hard fight to prevent de­
struction of its water supply through 
burning of the exposed wooden pipe 
running from the source. Fires are 
near that place and it is feared they 
will invade the town.

The mill of the B. B. & R. company 
near Index, was burned with a loss of 
$30,000. Only a change of wind 
saved the plant o f the Galena Index 
company at Index and also the town.

A sawmill was burned at Nippon, 
nine miles from Index. A big tract 
of timber near Sultan was twice 
swept by flames, the Weyerhaeuser 
company being the chief loser.

The fires are virtually unchecked 
because of the absence o f green under­
brush, such as would have grown had 
the blazes started a month later, as 
usual.

Accurate reports of the losses in 
Snohomish county have not been com­
piled, but unofficial figures give an 
aggregate property loss o f $160,000.

CHINESE GIRL CASTS VOTE.

Pretty Tie Lung First Woman of Her 
Race to Enjoy Privilege.

San Francisco—Tie Lung, a pretty 
little Chinese maiden who lives at the 
Presbyterian mission house at 920 
Sacramento street, holds the honor of 
being the first Chinese woman in the 
history of the world to exercise the 
electoral franchise.

Tie Lung is a native-born Ameri­
can, and she is 21 years old. She can 
read and write the English language 
better than a great many of her adult 
brethren, and she is familiar with the 
political issues involved in the pri­
mary presidential election. In the 
matter o f political and social progress 
and enlightenment Tie Lung is not one 
step behind her American sisters, 
born o f American parents.

Bandit House Real Fort.
Paris — Thousands o f persons mo­

tored to the suburb of Nogen-sur- 
Marne to secure mementoes of the re­
cent siege, which ended in the death 
of two automobile bandits, Gamier 
and Vallet. The villa was a regular 
arsenal. Several cases o f cartridges 
were found, while a sort o f trench had 
been built behind the walls, which 
were perforated with holes, affording 
the bandits an excellent means of de­
fense and offense. The stern exter­
mination o f the outlaw chiefs meets 
with approval everywhere in France.

Necanlcum Situation Bad.
Seaside, Or. — Miss Susan Clark, 

wNb has just rtumed to town for more 
supplies for forest fire sufferers up the 
Necanicum, says it is a most deplor­
able Btate o f affairs there. Some o f the 
destitute people have not even a place 
to sleep. Help from Seaside has been 
hard to get, residents here being occu­
pied in looking after the fire sufferers 
in the Monday night fire here. Miss 
Clark has been looking after these 
people personally as much as possible 
and has taken food and blankets* to 
them.

Trial o f Darrow Begins.
Los Angeles — In the same court­

room in the Hall of Justice where the 
McNamara brothers were sentenced to 
prison early last December, after 
pleading guilty to dynamiting, Clar­
ence S. Darrow, of Chicago, their 
chief counsel, was placed on trial be­
fore Judge Hutton, of the Superior 
court, for the alleged bribing of 
George N. Lockwood, one o f the ven­
iremen in the trial o f James B. Mc­
Namara. The charge of having 
bribed Juror Robert F. Bain will be 
ignored in the preent trial.

Standard Pays Big Fin*.
Jefferson City, Mo.—The Standard 

Oil company paid a fine o f $60,000 to 
the clerk o f the Supreme court as a 
result of being prosecuted as a trust. 
There is a motion pending before the 
Supreme court on behalf o f the com­
pany, asking that it may be permitted 
to pay the fine imposed upon it, with 
all costa of the prosecution, and that 
the order ousting it from the state be 
withheld, so long aa it obeys the laws 
and the orders of the courts.

Widow is Chosan Mayor, 
Sheridan, Wyo.—Mr*. Susan Wiaa- 

ler, a widow, was elected Mayor of 
Dayton, Wyo. Mr*. Wissler is a 
Democrat in polities, but was elected 
on the independent ticket. A majority 

i of the votes were east by women.
