WHEAT CROP TO 
BREAK RECORD

Greatest Yield Ever Known Is 
Promised Northwest.

Winter Satisfactory, Followed By 
Ideal Spring—All Sections Re­

port Plenty o f Moisture.

Portland — The Pacific Northwest 
will this year harvest the largest 
wheat crop in its history, i f  the 
weather conditions continue favorable. 
The acreage in the three states is 
greater than ever ' before, and the 
weather up to this time could scarcely 
have been improved. Therefore it is 
safe to say that the greatest crop the 
Northwest has ever had heretofore— 
about 65,000,000 bushels—will be ex­
ceeded by several million bushels. A 
crop o f 70,000,000 bushels for 1912 is 
not out o f reason. Last year Oregon, 
Washington and Idaho produced about 
55,000,000 bushels, and a crop 20 to 
25 per cent greater this year can 
easily be figured out.

Everything depends, o f course, on 
the weather from now on. The winter 
conditions were entirely satisfactory 
and the spring has been an ideal one. 
During the last ten days perfect wheat 
weather has prevailed in almost every 
section. A few spots did not get 
much o f the late rains, but they are 
small in extent, and at one or more 
points it was declared there was too 
much moisture, but on the whole the 
weather has been all that could be de­
sired.

What the wheat farmers have to 
fear now is excessively hot weather 
next month. They are apprehensive 
lest it come at the time when the 
grain is filling in the early and head­
ing in the late districts. I f  the criti­
cal period is safely passed the three 
North Pacific states will turn out their 
banner yield o f wheat.

In Eastern Oregon prospects are 
flattering. Umatilla county farmers 
expect a crop o f 5,000,000 bushels, as 
against 4,600,000 bushels last year. 
In Union county the acreage has been 
increased, and the prospects otherwise 
are better than in recent years. Gil­
liam, Sherman and Wasco counties re­
port good conditions.

Throughout Idaho .the outlook is 
bright. The soil is well saturated 
with moisture and the wheat crop is 
in better condition than it has been 
for years.

In Washington farmers everywhere 
report satisfactory prospects. The 
Whitman county wheat fields never 
made a better showing at this time of 
the year. A  crop of 9,500,000 bush­
els is estimated in the county. Lin­
coln county expects its largest yield, 
and in Walla Walla the growth to dgte 
has been healthy with plenty of rain­
fall. Douglas, Garfield and Grant 
counties send similar satisfactory re­
ports. In Stevens county the acreage 
is a fifth larger than last year, and 
prospects are fine.

SPEED OF TITANIC HIGH.

Latest Testimony Damaging to Offi­
cers o f Lost Ship.

New York— New evidence purport­
ing to show that the Titanic was going 
at full speed, with ail but five o f her 
24 boilers lighted, on the night she 
met her fate, was given aboard the 
White Star liner Olympia by Fred 
Barrett, former chief fireman o f the 
Titanic, but now o f the Olympic, to 
Senator William Alden Smith, chair­
man of the investigating committee. 
Barrett said that he was in the for­
ward compartment o f the ship when 
she hit the iceberg.

“ The water rushed in about two feet 
above the floor plates,”  said the fir^  
man. “ I jumped for the next com­
partment, No. 5, just as the water­
tight door closed. There were only 
two in the forward compartment who 
escaped. The rip was a long one. At 
the same time the red lights—danger 
signals— came up. ”

Barrett then explained that the sig­
nal had previously shown white, indi­
cating full speed.

Yucatan Has Revolution.
Mexico City— A dispatch from Mer- 

idia indicates that the disorders in 
Yucatan are growing. The attack o f 
the Indians on Tekantoc last Saturday 
is said to have been barbaric in char­
acter, several persons having been 
killed and their bodies burned. The 
town was sacked and the railway sta­
tion and several other buildings 
burned. A fter leaving Tekantoc the 
band went to Teya, where the munici­
pal president was killed and the busi­
ness houses sacked. A Turk ia said to 
be the leader o f the Indians.

Quake Hits Guadalajara.
Guadalajara, Mexico — This city 

again was shaken violently by an 
earthquake at 10:15 o ’clock Sunday 
night. The shock was the heaviest 
recorded during the present period of 
seismic disturbances. Many wails 
were cracked. Thousands of persons 
passed the balance o f the night in the 
parks and gardens. A second shock, 
much lighter, came '20 minutes after 
the first. For more than two weeks 
since the first heavy earthquake, light 
tremors have been experienced at in­
tervals.

SUGAR DEAL CITED.

Telegram Shows Effort o f Trust to 
Kill Competition.

New York— A copy of a telegram 
sent by Henry O. Havemeyer to Sam­
uel C. Hooker, his personal agent at 
Denver, was introduced in the govern­
ment’s dissolution suit against the so- 
called sugar trust by Assistant Dis­
trict Attorney Knapp, to support the 
charge that Havemeyer had prepared 
to crush by competition the independ­
ent sugar plant o f the Greeley Sugar 
company, then building. The tele­
gram read:

“ Go to Greeley and secure a good 
site on options."

Chester S. Morey, o f Denver, chief 
agent of Havemeyer in acquiring fcon- 
tol of Colorado companies, testified 
that the site was procured, and not 
long after this Havemeyer bought an 
interest in the Greeley company. A 
letter from Hooker to Havemeyer, 
written November 22, 1902, was then 
introduced. It suggested that Have­
meyer rent the site for pasturage for 
a year and said that 4 per cent net 
returns could be realized if this was 
done.

The history of the companies was 
traced up to the time when they were 
merged in 1905 into the Great West­
ern Sugar company o f New Jersey, 
and to their dissolution into separate 
corporations in April 1907.

“ Wasn't the elimination of compe­
tition in the purchase o f beets the 
principal object o f this consolidation?’ ’ 
asked Mr. Knapp.

“ That was one of the objects.”
Mr. Morey said there was never any 

competition among the Colorado fac­
tories.

“ Our competition comes chiefly 
from the manufacturers in Utah and 
•California,”  he added.

House Exempts American Ships From 
Panama Canal Costs.

Washington, D. C.— By 100 votes to 
90 the house refused to permit the 
imposition of tolls on American ves­
sels engaged in the coast-wise trade 
and which will use the Panama canal. 
The action was taken during consider­
ation of the Panama canal administra­
tion bill.

Representative Adamson, of Geor­
gia, in charge of the measure, ex­
pressed confidence that the house 
would reverse itself when the bill is 
taken up for passage.

A sharp but ineffective attack was 
made on the provision in the bill pro­
hibiting railroad-owned vessels from 
using the canal. Representatives 
Peters, o f Massachusetts, Democrat, 
and Higgins, of Connecticut, Republi­
can, protested that the proposed pro­
hibition would apply not only to the 
canal, but would affect ail vessels 
owned by railroads and work havoc to 
a great business built up along the 
Atlantic coast.

Both cited as an instance the pas­
senger and freight steamers plying be­
tween New York, Providence and Fall 
River, Mass., all of which vessels are 
owned and operated by the New York, 
New Haven & Hartford railroad as 
part of their system.

ELK EXCLUDE SHEEP.

Borah Protests Against Encroach­
ment on Grazing Lands.

Washington, D. C.— Senator Borah, 
of Idaho, is not enough of sentimenta­
list to believe in converting the forest 
reserves o f the West into preserves 
for ranging elk, i f  that practice is go­
ing to interfere seriously with the 
sheep industry. The Interior depart­
ment laBt winter distributed several 
elk from the Jackson’s Hole country 
over various Western states, liberat­
ing them in different forest reserves. 
Commenting on this, Senator Borah, 
in the senate, made the following 
matter-of-fact statement:

“ The national foreBt service, at the 
instigation of the biological survey, 
have withdrawn from sheep grazing in 
the state o f Montana, in the Gallatin 
and Absaroka national forest, an area 
of about 450 square miles. This with­
drawn land is estimated to be capable 
of carrying from forty to fifty thous­
and Bheep, and now it is to be devoted 
entirely to the grazing o f elk which 
overflow from the Yellowstone na­
tional park.”

Farms Will Be Studied.
Washington, D. C.— Secretary of 

Agriculture Wilson has announced 
plans to be instituted for farm man­
agement study work in the North, for 
which both houses o f congress have 
made provision in the agricultural ap­
propriation. The federal government, 
through ita gaents, purposes to make 
a comprehensive study of the farms of 
the country with a view to carrying to 
the farmer information which will 
show him why a certain branch o f his 
industry is unprofitable and how he can 
make it pay.

Lorimer Cate Hangs Fire.
Washington, D. C.— Amid specula­

tion in the senate regarding the prob­
able disposition o f the Lorimer elec­
tion case there were reports o f plans 
for a determined effort to postpone 
the vote until the next session o f con­
gress. A probable delay was fore­
shadowed by developments growing 
out of Senator Lorimer’s illness in 
Chicago. He telegraphed an appeal 
to have the determination o f a date 
for a vote deferred until he could 
reach Washington.

Will Determine “ What Is Beer."
Washington, D. C. —  A personally 

conducted teat o f breweries through­
out the country to determine just 
"what is beer”  will be made by Drs. 
Doolittle, Mitchell and Dunlap, 6t the 
Pure Food board. The doctors, who 
have been working for a year on the 
“ what is beer”  question, received 
orders from Secretary Wilson, o f the 
department of agriculture, to visit the 
big breweries and find out all there ia 
to know about malting beer.

British Gunboat After Refugee*.
Cnliacan, Mexico—The British gun­

boat Algerine haa arrived at Mazatlan 
preparatory to a cruise along the weat 
coast o f Mexico to pick up refugees.

FEDERALS FAIL TO fbp the 
DISLODGE REBELS

Five-Hour Fight at Rellano 
Brings No Results. ONES

Orozco in Command at Critical Mo­
ment Resists Flank Movement 

—Casualties Small.

RIDDLES ARE OLD AS TIME

At the Rebel Front, Rellano, Mex­
ico.—General Pascual Orozco’s army 
of rebels fought off the government 
troops under General Huerta, who at­
tacked the insurrectos stronghold. At 
the end of five hours’ fighting. Gen­
eral Huerta's command was in re­
treat. leaving dead and wounded on 
the field. General Orozco does not be­
lieve the fighting is over, however, 
and expects a vigorous continuation of 
the battle.

The thundering artillery and in 
fantry fire ceased shortly after night­
fall, after perhaps the most spectac­
ular battle fought on Mexican soil 
since the French invasion o f the last 
century.

It is impossible to estimate the cas­
ualties, but it is known the federáis 
lost at least five cavalrymen in a 
charge against the right wing of the 
rebel line near a point which General 
Orozco, who directed the rebel maneu­
vers, happened to be at the time.

It is now believed that the rebel 
loss in dead will fall short o f 50, al­
though this number may be increased 
when the field has been searched.

In 13 troop trains the federáis 
moved up to within one mile and a 
half of Rellano and began a terrific 
shelling. The first few shots explod­
ed within a few feet of the rebel 
troops, but killed only a few horses. 
One woman was killed in the town.

General Orozco came down from 
Jiminez to take personal charge of the 
fight just before the federáis attacked.

General Salazar was in command of 
the first rebel line. The federal com­
mands of Generals Trucy Aubert, Ra- 
bago and Telies and Colonels Villa and 
Urbina were engaged.

Two of Most Famous Conundrums Art
at Least 3,000 Years Old— Enter­

While all conundrums are riddles, 
all riddles are not conundrums, the 
term conundrum being used more for 
riddles which are based on some fan­
cied resemblance, such as, "Why is a 
pig looking out of a second-story win­
dow like the moon?” and the answer 
Is because It looks round. If anyone 
objects that tho moon does not always 
look round, you can reply: "Neither 
does the pig.”

Two of the most ramous riddles are 
at least 3,000 years old. The first of 
which there Is any record Is found In 
the fourteenth chapter of Judges, and 
was made up by Samson after hlB fight 
with a lion.

BURBANK LORE FREE.

Society is Organized to Forestall 
“ Corner” on Knowledge.

San Francisco — To prevent the 
“ commercializing”  of the life  work of 
Luther Burbank, the famous horticul­
turist, a Luther Burbank society has 
been organized and chartered by the 
state of California, with the definite 
purpose o f seeing that the work of 
the great scientist is given to 'posteri­
ty without entail.

The society has no capital stock and 
no power to incur debtB or to earn 
profits. Its purpose is solely'to assist 
Luther Burbank in the dissemination 
of his teachings, so that the greatest 
number may profit in the greatest de­
gree. It has an extensive member­
ship, with names of nation-wide fame 
on the roll.

Burbank is the honorary president, 
and the name of Mrs. Pheobe Hearst 
immediately follows. The list, so [far 
as it is prepared, concludes with Dr. 
Nicholas Murray Butler, o f Columbia 
University. The membership is lim­
ited to 500 and by means o f the mod­
erate membership fee the society will 
make possible the production o f books 
of a quality which will do honor to 
their author and the matter which 
they contain.

The aim is to place the wizard’s 
knowledge in convenient book form at 
nominal cost before every farmer, 
gardener or horticulturist in the 
world.

The home of the organization is sit­
uated at Burbank’s grounds at Santa 
Rosa and its activities will have his 
personal guidance and co-operation.

Wool Bill Not Settled.
Washington, D. C. —  The senate 

finance committee, after a long wran­
gle over the wool tariff bill, has been 
unable to reach an agreement, and it 
is reported they have agreed to report 
adversely the Underwood bill as it 
passed the house. It had been ex­
pected that the committee would draft 
a substitute bill conforming to the 
finding o f the tariff board, but this 
plan has been abandoned, the commit­
tee also refusing to report the Smoot 
substitute. In fact, no senator but 
Smoot favors the Smoot substitute.

60,000 Volts Kill Man.
Seattle— Ed. C. Reining, chief oper­

ator for the city lighting department 
at the Cedar Falls power plant, was 
instantly killed late Thursday when in 
some way as yet unknown he complet­
ed the circuit on a high-tension line in 
the watch house and 60,000 volts of 
electricity passed through his body. 
The circuit that killed Reining was 
reported open at both ends at the time 
of the accident, and electricians are 
unable to account for the accident.

Freighthandlars Will Strike.
Chicago — Freighthandlers in all 

parts o f the country received notifica­
tion that a general strike order had 
been issued by President P. J. Flan­
nery, of the International Brotherhood 
of Railway Freighthandlers. The 
strike order was decided on a few days 
ago according to information given at 
the Freighthandlers,’ headquarters, 
and the notification was immediately 
mailed to the different unions.
