NAMED BY PROGRESSIVES

Nominees of Progressive Party at
Chicago Convention.
For President—Theodore Roose-
velt, of New York.
For Vice President — Hiram W.
|' Johnson, of California.

Chicago, Aug. 7. — Singing *'On-
ward, Christian Soldiers,”” and the
‘““Battle Hymn of the Republiec,”” the

night proclaimed Theodore Roosevelt,
of New York, as their candidate for
president, and Hiram W. Johnson,
governor of California, as their choice
for vice president..

Marking a departure in the proceed-
ings of national conventions, the two
candidates were then notified of their
nominations, and in the midst of deaf-
ening cheers they appeared before the
| delegmtes to voice their acceptance and
| to pledge their best efforts to the com-
ing eampaign.

For several hours during the after-
noon and early evening the Coliseum
had listened to a flow of oratory in
nominating and seconding speeches in
which the dominant note expressed
was the beiief that vietory would come
to the new party in November. Ray-
mond Robbins, of Illinois, pledged a
100,000 majority for the national
ticket in lllinois, and Gifford Pinchot
predicted a 300,000 majority for
Colonel Roosevelt and Governor John-
son in his home state of Pennsylvania,
These statements were cheered to the
echo.

The party formally christens itself
the ‘*Progressive party,’’ leaving off
the prefix ‘‘national,”” by which it has
heretofore been known, but provision
was made for the recognition of *‘real”’
progressives in any of the states by
whatever name they should be locally
designated because of state laws.

The convention adjourned at 7:24 p.
m., with the delegates singing the
“Doxology’” in lusty voices. During

was not a rolleall or a ballot, The
delegates asked no such formalities,
either in placing their candidates in
nomination or in voting for them.
There was not s voice of opposition
either to Colonel Roosevelt or Gover-
nor Johnson. The delay in nominat-
ing them was due to the large number
of seconding speeches allowed.

As has always been the case in na-
tional political convenions, the bulk of
the work of the progressive gathering
was carried on in the committee. The
only eemblace of a conflict of opinion
on the floor was a brief debate today
as to whether an hour’s recess should
be taken. The point was not mater-
iul, but, as one delegate expressed it,
““we just had to fight about something
to make it a regular convention.”’

There was a sharp discussion, how-
ever, in several committee hearings
and no little difficulty in agreeing
upon the platform as finaly adopted.
Colonel Roosevelt worked with the
sub-committe in charge of the plat-
form until late this afernoon, going
over their work of the two previous
days and nights and vigorously help-
ing to mould the draft which at last
proved acceptable to him. The plat-
form did not take up the Negro ques-
tion.

In this connection one of the inters
esting seconding speeches of the day
was that of " F. R. Gleed, of New
York, a Negro. Gleed said the Ne-
groes had faith in the new party;
faith that it would do all in its power
to right the wrongs of the race.

““We stand by the platform,’" he
said: ““we stand by Colonel Roose-
velt’s letter; we stand by his speech.
And as we stood by him at San Juan
Hill, so we will stand*by you in No-
vember and fight for vietory."'

Miss Jane Adlams, of Hull House,
Chieago, was among those who eec-
onded Colonel Roosevelt. She was
greeted enthusiastically. The new
party formally placed itself on record
as favoring equal suffrage, and fur-
ther recognized the suffrage move-
ment by providing for four women
members-at-large on the national com-
mittee.

Canada Plans Wireless Belt.

London — Robert L. Samuel, post-
master general, explained the British
government's contract with the Mar-
coni eompany, which provides that the
British government shall supply the
company with $£3,000,000 for the
building of five great wireless sta-
tions, Australia to supply £500,000
for another station and the whole to
form & wireless ecirenit around the
globe. The contract was the subject
of severe attack recently. Samuel said
the Marconi company was the only
concern able to carry out the scheme.

SECRETARY KNOX IS MADE
SPECIAL ENVOY TO JAPAN

Washington, D. C.—For the first
time In the history of the United
States, the Secretary of State has
heen designated ag a special ambassa-
dor to a foreign power,

President Taft assigned Secretary
of State Knox as special ambassador
to Japan to attend the funeral of the
late Emperor Mutsuhito on Septem-
ber 12, with the statement that the
missgion was glven to the premler of
the eabinet as evidence of the Amer-
lean friendship for Japan. When the

PEACE IN MEXICO DOUBTFUL.

Believed General Orozco Will Resist
Overtures.

Mexico City.—Official Mexico ap-
pears to regard with much pesslmism
the outlook for peace. Attemps prob-
ably will be made to reopen negotia-
tions with General Orozco, but It is
generally believed the rebel leader in
the North will resist overtures by the
government. He was reported in a
special telegram to El Diario as hav-
ing refused to meet General Huerta at
a point south of Juarez and there sur-
render, adding that he would lead his
forces Into the capital itself within a
month.

An echo to the charge by the Mexl-
can government that Senator Fall was
responsible for the fallure of Minister
Hernandez to bring about an agree-
ment between the government and
Orozeo was contalned In a special dis-
patech from El Paso., In that it was
charged that an Ameriean In El Paso
had negotinted with theé rebels, not
for the purpose of preventing Orozco
from entering the Unlted States ter-
ritory, but to keep the war going. It
was charged that he represented a
group of American bankers whose ln-
terests, it was alleged, would be fav-
ored by the continuance of hostilities.

In this paper it was asserted that
the American Government had served
notice on Mexico that peace must be
restored at an early date, No confir
mation of this assertion could be se-
cured.

FRUIT BILL IS PASSED.

Provision Aims to Protect Growers
From Importation of Pests.

Washington, D, C.—The Simmons
fruit quarantine bill, of great value to
every fruitgrower and horticulturist
on the Paclfic Coast, has passed the
House, The bill has been demanded
by Coast frultgrowers for a long time.
It provides a rigid Federal quarantine
in the United States against frult,
seeds, bulbs and nursery stock from
other countries which may be infected

with Insect pests of any kiad.

The bill primarily was drawn to
protect fruitgrowers against the Medi-
terranean fly and the Malolos orange
worm, the latter coming across the
Mexican border and having created
havoe in Southern California. Here-
tofore the California state horticultur-
ists had to fight these pests unas-
sisted.

The bill appropriates $25,000 for
the first year, and becomes effective
October 1. After the first year the
agricultural appropriation bill will
carry am annual appropriation to en-
force the quarantine, Representatives
from the Coast have urged this blll be-
fore the agricultural committee sev-
eral times, and it is due to thelr ef-
forts that the measure was favorably
repbrted and has passed the House,

This bill will soon pass the Senate,
where It I8 unopposed.

MACVEAGH ORDERS PROBE

Largely Increased Customs Revenues
Expected as Result

Washington, D. C.—Plans for a
sweeping investigatign of the methods
of appraising lmpertations Into the
United States, which {s expected to
Increase the revenues of the govern-
ment by milliong of dollars annually,
have been completed by Secretary of
the Treasury MacVeagh, and a com-
mittee has been appointed to make
the Inquiry.

Revelations of the sugar and other
frauds convinced Secretary MacVeagh
there was somethiwg radically wrong
with the appralsing system. He be-
lieves an inealculable sum is being lost
every year by careless and antlquated
methods. The committee is charged
to recommend revisions and improve-
ments to stop all loopholes,

LINERS IN COLLISION,

Frankfort and Barmen Returning to
Port With 1200 Immigrants.

Amsterdam, Netherlands.—The North
German Lloyd steamship Frankfurt,
bound for Canada from Bremen with
1200 emigrants on board, collided with
the German steamer Barmen, from
Rotterdam for Bremen, while off the
Hook of Holland lightship, and ls now
proceeding to the hook under tow.

Wireleas dispatches recelved at
Scheveningen from the Frankfurt say
all her passengers are on board and
the vessel I8 in no danger. The timely
arrival of two steamers calmed the
passengers after the collislon and the
disabled vessel was taken in tow,

Geographers to Travel

New York.—Fifty representatives of
geographical societies and universl-
ties of 16 European countries have

enrolled for a tour of the United
States ns guests of the American geo-
graphical Society, The tour Is to be-
gin with a celebratlon here of the
opening of a new building of the Am-
eriean Geographienl Soclety, marking
the 60th anniversary of the organiza-
tlon. Professpr Willlam Morris Davis,
of Harvard, is to conduet the excur-
slon, which will cover approximately
10,000 mlles and take two months'
time.

Bulgarlans Urge War

Sofla, Bulgarla.—The excltement of
the Bulgarian people over the massa-
ere of Bulgarians by Mussulmans at
Kotschena, 50 mlles southwest of Us-
kup, on August 2, continues without
abatement. The Bulgarian press s
clamoring for war agalnst Tuorkey.
The inhabitants of Bouthern Bulgaria
are extremely belllcose. They are
holding meetings of protest against
the massacre when 140 Bulgarians
were killed, and demonstrations
against Turkey are helng organized In
all parts of the country.

his plate, lpoked into the anxious faces
around the table and smiled.
