When
the house was reconvened late in the
afternoon the doors were closed to all
but members.

MUTSUHITO AT REST.
Body of Late Emperor Placed in
Mausoleum on Imperial Estate,

Kioto, Japan—The body of the late
Emperor Mutsuhito was placed Sun-
day night in the imperial mausoleum
at Monoyama, an imperial estate
about five miles from Kioto. Mutsu-
hito had been exceedingly fond of the
surrounding ecenery and had expressed
the desire that this should be his last
resting place,

Great crowds gathered along the
road to Monoyama. The roadway to
the imperial tomb was hung with
crepe draped on white panels. A
double line of soldiers and sailors
flanked the route which, eutting
through the famous tea fields, had
been built up to a height of 60 feet in
some places and terminated in a court
of honor about two miles square in
front of the shrine. On the sides of
the road had been placed arc lamps
and braziers, the lights of which were
visible for many miles. On the ar-
rival at Monoyama the casket was re-
moved from the train and placed on a
funeral palanquin. This was borne by
100 farmers, of Yase village, in gray
hemp costumes. Approaching the
burial hall, the paneled doors were
thrown open, revealing a stand on
which the casket was placed. A black
curtain waa dropped over the doorway.
The top of the palanquin was removed
and the casket placed on a carrier
which bore it to the tomb, all on the
plateau bowing to the ground in final
reverence.

Prior to the interment a great pro-
cession was formed at the station, in
which the loeal authorities partiei-
pated. All the ancient implements of
war and ritualistic ornaments were
carried behind the casket.

Intervention Is Opposed

San Francisco—HResolutions express-
ing the opposition of the San Francis-
co Labor ecouncil to any intervention
on the part of the United States in
Mexcian affTairs are being forwarded
to President Taft at Washington.
They were drawn by Andrew Furu-
seth, president of the International
Seamen’'s Union of Ameriea, and
adpoted by the council. It is the sense
of the document that the fight being
conducted by the revolutionists in
Mexieco is one intended to mbolish the
system of peonage there.

Woman Seeks Rare Honor.

San Franciseo—If the Roosevelt-
Johnsgon electors named by the Pro-
gressive state campaign committee
are elected at the polls in November,
Mrs, Florence Collins Porter, of Los
Angeles, will be the first woman in
the history of the nation to vote for a
president of the United States. Be-
sides Mrs. Porter, the list of 11 elec-
tors contains the names of Charles S,
Wheeler and Philip Bancroft, both of
San Francisco, whom the committee
on contests refused to seat as delegates
to the Republican national convention.

TIME LIMIT IS
GIVEN MADERO

Must Protect Americans and
Property or Resign.

Failure to Meet Ultimatum of United
States Will Be Followed By
Immediate Intervention.

Washington, D. C.—President Taft
has given President Madero 30 days in
which to protect American property

and lives in Mexico. [f Madero fails
to do this the United States will re-
quire that he resign immediately. If

Madero should refuse to resign inter-
vention will follow speedily.

This statement was made here
Thursday by a high official of the De-
partment of State to Juan Pedro Di-
dapp, representative of the Mexican
revolution in Washington,

The name of the official is withheld,
but full ecredence is given the state-
ment here, in view of recent eventa in
the Mexican situation,

Don Manuel Calero, Mexican am-
bassadar here, hurriedly left Washing-
ton last week for Mexico City, bear-
ing a personal message from President
Taft to President Madero. It is be-
lieved the message he took from the
administration to Madero was of the
teror deseribed., Diplomats say that
Calero would not have made a person-
al trip from Washington all the way
to Mexico City unless the issue was
extraordinarily urgent.

Developments this week showing
the strong exertions of the Madero
administration to get troops to North-
ern Mexico to protect Ameriean in-
terests, which quickly followed Cal-
ero’s arrival in Mexico City, also lend
weight to the reported threat of the
United States.

Officiala at the State department
were reticent when questioned con-
cerning this development in the Mex-
ican situation. It was intimated that
the administrtion intends to force
Madero to protect foreign interests in
the republie, but none would discuss
the report that this government plans
to compel the Maxican president to re-
gign if he fails to get a better grasp
on affairs along the Rio Grande.

EMERGENCY VESSEL READY,

Three Troop:hlpa at Fort Mason
Have Steamed Up for Rush Trip.

San Francisco—For the past few
days there has been unusual activity
on board the army transports Crook
and Buford, which, with the troopship
Sheridan, are tied up at the transport
docks at Fort Mason.

Morrell is
promised a liberal share of the
gold in return for his information,
should the expedition prove success-
ful.
Mare lsland Would Bid.

Vallejo, Cal. — Captain Henry T.
Mayo, commandant of the Mare Island
navy yard, has telegraphed to the
Navy department asking that pluns
and specifications for the proposed
new dreadnaught Pennsylvania, au-
thorized by congress, be forwarded to
him, that the yard may bid on her con-
struction. The Pennsylvania is to be
the largest vessel in the navy and will
cost $15,000,000. Captain Mayo be-
lieves the Mare Island yard can con-
struct the Pennsylvania at as low a
figure as any other government plant.

Turks Capture Airship.

Tripoli—The Turks, who on several
occasions have tried vainly to smuggle
into Tripoli an areoplane for scouting
purposes, are at last in possession of
a machine through a mishap of Cap-
tain Moizo, of the Italian army. Cap-
tain Moizo was making a flight from
Zouara to Tripoli when the motor of
his machine stopped and he was
obliged to descend in a hostile coun-
try. He was promptly ecaptured and
the peroplane appropriated.

Washington, D. C. — The existing
freight rate of 87 a hundred pounds on
automobiles, in less than ecarloads,
from New York and other Eastern
points to Pacific Coast terminals was
attacked before the Interstate Com-
meree commission.
