COST OF POOR ROADS

Single Defect or Steep Hill Means 
Smaller Loads.

Drsvalllng Notion That All Highways 
Must Be Built on Sectional Llnee 

Is Often Responsible for 
Poor Condition.

(By R. M. DOLVE, North Dakota Agri­
cultural College.)

The old saying that "a chain Is no 
stronger than Its weakest link” would 
lose none of Its force If It were 
changed to “a country road It no bet­
ter than Its poorest mile.” It matters 
not how good a road may be If It con­
tains a single defective spot or steep 
grade, for no larger loads can be 
hauled over It than the horses can 
pull through the defective place or up 
the high hill. This statement Is so 
self-evident that most people will read- 
ilyRIcept It as an axiom, and yet they 
are seemingly contented to haul frac­
tional loads to market because of 
some often slight local defect In a 
road that could be permanently re­
paired at a nominal cost. The pre­
vailing notion that the only place for 
a highway Is on the section line Is 
often responsible for this condition. If 
a section line passes through a slough 
that cannot be easily drained a good 
road cannot be built through It except 
at an expense for first cost and sub­
sequent maintenance far exceeding 
the cost of purchasing a right of way 
around the slough. The same Is true 
of hills, for If a hill cannot be easily 
reduced to less than a seven per cent 
grade It should be circumvented.

The writer recalls a road tributary 
to a small town In the Red River val 
ley, where the entire road Is level 
with the exception of one place where 
It makes a turn at a section corner 
near a river. The section corner Is 
close to the river and at least sixty 
feet lower than the rest of the road 
and yet scores of farmers, who use 
this road In marketing their produce, 
haul their loads down this slxty-foot 
drop, turn the corner and haul them 
up again. At certain seasons of the 
year small loads have to be hauled 
because of this hill and often horses 
are permanently Injured by the 
heavy pull up the hill. Still nothing 
has so far been done, though, at a 
nominal expense, n right of way could 
be secured above the hill, thus entire­
ly obviating the grade and at the same 
time shortening the distance to town

Examples of this kind are common 
and force one to the conclusion that 
section lines are the proper place for 
roads only when a good road can be 
built over them; otherwise the road 
should be located so as to secure the 
best route consistent wfth such fac­
tors as distance, cost, drainage and 
grade.

In a new community the best time 
to locate the roads where they should 
be Is while the land la cheap, when 
a right of way may be secured over 
private property with hut little diffi­
culty and slight expense. In this con­
nection It should be remembered that 
a grade which may not be objection­
able when the roads are uniformly 
poor so that large loads cannot be 
hauled any way may become serious 
obstacles when the roads are Im­
proved so that they will sustain heavy 
hauling.

In illustration of this point may be 
cited that while It requires a pull of 
140 pounds on the traces to haul a 
ton over an average earth road It re­
quires a pull of only 60 pounds to haul 
a ton over a good macadam road. A 
six or seven per cent, grade that 
would he permissible In an earth road 
would be Impassable with the loads 
that could be hauled on a good mao- 
adam road. In other words, the bet­
ter and more Improved a road be­
comes the more objectionable becomes 
the grade. Further Illustration of this 
fact may be drawn from the expert 
ence of our railroads. In the early 
days of railroading, with Its small lo­
comotives, small boxcars and light 
trains, grade were permitted which 
since the advent of the large modern 
locomotive with Its heavy trains, high 
speed and Improved track have be­
come practically Impassable so that 
the companies have been forced to 
spend millions In reducing these 
grades.

and bullets. It was no part of Mena’s 
plan to take Managua by assault. 
General Zelcdon, once minister of war 
under Zelaya, was responsible for 
that when Mena lay helpless on a 
sick bed.

The bombardment began on a Mon­
day morning, although Zeledon had 
been warned that thousands of inno­
cent women and children were in the 
city. All day the shelling continued, 
the shells exploding all over the town. 
By a strange fatality, women and 
children were the victims.

In one house a mother and her four 
daughters were wounded. A child 
sitting on a doorstep was cut in two. 
A woman, with her babe at her 
breast, running across the street, was 
struck by a shell and both were killed. 
One hundred and thirty-six women 
and children were killed or wounded.

The second evening of the bombard­
ment a shell hit the room where the 
president and his cabinet were in 
conference. No one was injured. A 
shell exploded in the interior court of 
the house of an American official. 
Four American officials and three ser­
vants were on either side of the court, 
but none was hit.

Throughout Monday and Tuesday 
the battle waged, culminating in a 
sharp attack in the afternoon, when 
the insurgents broke over the intrench- 
ments. They were not supported in 
strength and were killed with ma­
chetes. Twice again that night at­
tacks were made in force. Each time 
the government troops were thrust 
back, but Chamorro saved the day by 
leading reinforcements, which drove 
the insurgents back.

AH that night the bombardment was 
kept up. Wednesday the people were 
absolutely panic stricken. Thousands 
fled from the town. Another attack 
by the insurgents that day would have 
meant success. The government’s 
ammunition was almost gone. But the 
bolt was shot. Their failure to win 
after three days’ successive assaults 
with tremendous losses had dispirited 
the insurgents and they retired in dis­
order.

POISON IS NEW WAR MENACE

Rebels With Stolen Cyanide Threaten 
City Water Supply.

Mexico City— Death by poison is a 
new menace, added by rebellious In­
dians operating about the City o f Oax­
aca, where residents fear to take a 
drink of water. Chemists are making 
tests for poison in the city ’s water 
supply. A  group of rebels is declared 
to have secured 200 pounds o f cyanide 
from Natividad mining camp, in the 
Ixtlan district, declaring they would 
poison the drinking water in regions 
which are not under their control.

The rebels said they would first use 
the cyanide to poison the springs at 
San Felipe, which supply water for 
the City of Oaxaca. A small band of 
rebels was discovered in the neighbor­
hood of the springs and was driven off 
by federal troops. The rebel loss is 
given at 11 killed.

From Tiangistengo, State o f Mex­
ico, where a battle was fought Wed­
nesday and Thursday, the federals re­
port they found on the field many 
rifles with the breech blown out, testi­
fying to the efficacy o f the nitro­
glycerin cartridges which government 
agents tricked the Zapatistas into 
buying.

Shingle Mills Close.
Seattle, Wash. —  Shingle manufac­

turers of Western Washington played 
a trump card in the fight now on for 
control of the market, when they 
closed about 75 per cent o f the mills 
or an indefinite period. The manu­
facturers want to demonstrate to the 
Eastern trade that they have the sit­
uation well in hand, and that any at­
tempts to break the price of shingles 
will he resisted. F. A. Trail, mana­
ger of the Red Cedar Shingle Manu­
facturers’ association, states that the 
output will be reduced 75 per cent.

Famine Hurts Strikers. 
Cerbere, France—Famine has come 

to the aid o f the government and the

country and Hayti, where the revolu­
tionists have been most active. The 
Prairie will arrive at the island about 
October 3.

Under the treaty o f 1907 between 
the United States and the Dominican 
republic, the United States is respon­
sible for the collection and distribu­
tion of San Domingo's customs. 
Heretofore this has been accomplished 
peacefully, but rebels operating from 
Hayti have closed all four o f the bor­
der customs posts.

Whatever force is necessary will be 
used by the marines to reopen the 
posts and continue their operation.

COMPANY IN QUANDARY.

Wells-Fargo Liable to Arrest What­
ever It Does,

San Francisco—Wells-Fargo & Com­
pany has appealed to the railroad 
commission for relief from a situation 
which it regards as serious. The 
company ascribes its present dilemma 
to the liquor situation in Los Gatos, 
The town of Los Gatos is dry and le­
gally is “ no-license”  territory under 
the Wylie local option law. The trus­
tees of Los Gatos have threatened the 
arrest of the Wells-Fargo officials if 
they carry liquor into the city and the 
Wells-Fargo men contend that if  they 
refuse to deliver packages in the city, 
they are equally liable to arrest.

Here’s the way the company puts 
its application to the railroad com­
mission :

" In  view of the situation, your pe­
titioner, as a common carrier, is lia­
ble to suits for refusal to accept pack­
ages addressed to persons in Los 
Gatos, to be carried and delivered to 
said person, and on the other hand, if 
this company accepts and delivers the 
same, which it is bound to do as a 
common carrier, the agent o f Wells- 
Fargo in Los Gatos is liable to be 
prosecuted criminally for making such 
delivery. The packages are subject 
to the risk o f seizure and destruction 
by the public officials of Los Gatos.

“ The service by common carriers to 
the public is likely to be seriously dis­
turbed and interrupted and your hon­
orable commission is respectfully re­
quested and urged to investigate this 
case and determine the duties and ob­
ligations of the petitioner as a public 
utility under the laws of the state.’ ’

C ITY DANCING IS PROPOSED.

Supervisor o f San Francisco Urges 
Trial o f Plan.

San Francisco— Municipal dancing 
under municipal supervision, with 
municipal music and plenty o f it, is 
the plan submitted to the board o f su­
pervisors by Supervisor Tayot. The 
matter was referred to the public wel­
fare committee for a report as to 
ways and means of carrying the plan 
into operation.

It ia the answer o f the board o f su­
pervisors to the missionary committee 
o f the Woman’s Presbytery, who de­
manded that the city withdraw its ap­
proval of Sunday dancing at Troca- 
dero, under the auspices of the Cali­
fornia Outdoor league.

The protest was presented in the 
form of a set o f resolutions denounc­
ing “ the desecration o f the Sabbath’ ’ 
with the approval o f the city.

Miners and Operators Firm.
Bingham, Utah—Attempts by lead­

ers o f the 4500 copper miners on 
strike here to obtain a conference with 
mine operators and both sides ex­
pressed determination to stand firm in 
their positions. Superintendent J. D. 
Shilling, of the Utah Copper company, 
said he had no knowledge of the com­
pany hiring strikebreakers. “ I f  it is 
a waiting game,’ ’ remarked J. C. 
Lowney. strike leader, “ we can stand 
it as easily as the company.”  He had 
no fear that the strikers could not 
checkmate any move o f the operators.

12,000 TEXTILE  
W O R K ER S QUIT

To Aid Men Held for Murder In 
Former Strike.

Half o f Number Are Forced Out By 
Others — Leaders Advise Im­

mediate Return to Work,

Lawrence, Mass.— Practically 12,- 
000 textile operatives here have been 
affected by the great strike inaugurat­
ed by the Industrial Workers of the 
World to show sympathy for Joseph J. 
Ettor and Arturo Giovannitti, leaders 
o f the organization, and as a protest 
against their trial in connection with 
the killing of Anna Lopizzo during the 
strike last winter, which is to begin 
in Salem in a few days.

It is feared there will be an exten­
sion o f the strike. Mill owners were 
said to be ready to close down the 
plants in event of further walkouts.

In a comparatively mild degrefe 
Lawrence experienced a repetition of 
the scenes enacted last winter.

Some o f the more eager strikers, in 
attempting to get workers to leave 
their machines, caused slight disturb­
ances in several mills. Reports of 
injuries to operatives were received 
by the police, but none were seriously 
hurt. Clubs were flourished to intim­
idate those at work ami mill machin­
ery at several plants was damaged.

Of the 12,000 operatives who quit 
work, probably half did so as a pro­
test against the trial of Ettor and 
Giovannitti. The others were forced 
out through intimidation or closing of 
their departments.

“ We aro unable to control the peo­
ple,”  said William Yates, o f New 
Bedford, national secretary of the tex­
tile branch of the Industrial Workers 
o f the World. “ They broke away 
from us completely and left their 
work against our advice. We hoped 
they would heed the message sent 
from jail by Ettor and Giovannitti 
urging them not to strike. Of course, 
in event o f a majority sentiment in 
favor o f a general strike, tha Indus­
trial Workers of the World will give 
the same support to the movement as 
it did in the great industrial battle 
last winter.”

Several meetings o f Industrial 
Workers were held, most o f the 
speeches being in foreign tongues. 
The largest meeting was addressed by 
Miss Elizabeth Gurley Flynn, o f New 
York. She urged the operatives to 
return to the mills and await the call 
o f the leaders for a strike.

RUEF HAS REMEDY,

Would Abolish Printary Election for 
¡City Officials.

San Francisco— A t a time of the 
greatest uncertainty aa to the consti­
tutionality of the stata primary law, 
Abraham Ruef, writing’ from his cell 
in Sari Quentin ptnitenfciary for the 
San Francisco Bulletin, recommends 
that primary elections be abolished. 
He continues:

Instead o f oertifyinp lists o f can­
didates to be voted on at primary 
elections, let the lists be certified for 
the general elections. Let an actual 
election he made at the general elec­
tion by all the people, directly from 
the entire lists so certified.
