SUE FOR LAND 
AND OIL TAKEN

Government Will Try to Re­
cover Many Millions.

California Oil Companies and In­
dividuals Object to Attack— 

Lands Are Held Illegally.

W ashinton, D. C .— A su it which 
will tes t the title  o f  hundreds of thou­
sands of acres of oil lands in the W est, 
w ith values running into the millions, 
will be filed a t Los Angeles, Cal., by 
the Federal governm ent in a few days.

A ssistan t A ttorney-G eneral Knaebel 
instructed U nited S tates A ttorney Mc­
Cormick a t Los Angeles to begin pro­
ceedings against all claim ants to 160 
acres of oil lands in Southern C alifor­
nia, said to be w orth $5000 an acre. 
O ther su its will follow, all of them

most efforts to concentrate fortunes 
and power until the laws of nature 
caused the attem pted monopoly to 
“ fall of its  own w eigh t.”  He op­
posed, however, concentration through 
corporation and holding companies. 
He would not say w hether concentra­
tion had yet reached the point where 
it  was dangerous.

Before the same com m ittee appeared 
George W. Reynolds, president o f the 
Continental &  Commercial N ational 
bank, o f Chicago, who said he knew of 
the “ trend toward concentration of 
money c red its ,”  and th a t he thought 
it  a dangerous thing.

“ I am opposed to  the concentration 
of any sort of pow er,”  he said. “ I 
believe th a t concentration to the point 
it  has already gone is a menace. In 
saying th a t I do not wish to s i t in 
judgm ent on the men who hold the 
pow er.”

Mr. Reynolds said he was opposed to 
the principle of interlocking directors.

Mr. Schiff took the view th a t depos­
itors in banks were protected suffi­
ciently under the present law, “ if 
adm inistered by and kept up to the 
teachings of experience.”  He thought 
there was no objection to one bank 
selling securities to  another hank

tes ting  the legality  of the extensive 
oil land w ithdrawal made by P resident 
T aft, Septem ber 27, 1909, when ques­
tions were raised as to the presiden t’s 
power to make the w ithdrawal.

N ot only will the governm ent ask 
the court to  declare valid its  title  to 
the land, but i t  also will seek recover­
ies for all the oil which is said to have 
been w ithdrawn, the exact quantity  of 
which m ust be developed by the suit. 
The proceedings in Los Angeles, i t  is 
understood, will be directed against 
all those who have claimed or still 
claim title  to the land, those who have 
ex tracted  the oil and those who have 
purchased it.

The In terio r departm ent has refused 
to g ran t pa ten ts on any of the lands. 
There are said to be many conflicting 
claims among the persons who base 
th e ir contentions upon placer m ining 
locations.

An agreem ent, the term s of which 
are said to be secret, is declared to 
have been entered into in May, 1911, 
purporting  to  se ttle  the conflicting 
claims by which the M aricopa N orth­
ern Oil company, N ational Pacific Oil 
company, Midway N orthern Oil com­
pany received full possession of the 
whole trac t, a quarter section of land 
in Kern county, C alifornia, w ith rights 
to develop the land and ex trac t the 
oil. These companies are said to be 
in possession of the land.

Large quantities o f oil are alleged 
to have been sold or otherw ise d is trib ­
uted to  the Standard Oil company and 
T arr & McComb, Inc.

The claims to the lands are illegal 
and the extraction  of the oil was 
wrong, according to  the governm ent.

WANTS NO LIMIT TO WEALTH

Banker Schiff Declares Laws of Na­
ture Are Sufficient.

W ashington, D. C.— L iberty  o f in­
dividuals to concentrate money and 
power to the lim it o f th e ir  ab ility  was 
advocated before the house money 
tru s t investigation  com m ittee by 
Jacob H. Schiff, o f the firm o f Kuhn, 
Loeb & Co.

Mr. Schiff declared individuals 
should be allowed to exert th e ir ut-

which it  owned, because, “ prudence”  
would prevent officers of a bank from 
accepting too much doubtful security , 
and th a t no fu rther law was neces­
sary.

“ Too much law ,”  he said, “ can 
crush the life  ou t o f a ban k .”

“ I believe in individual freedom ,”  
he said. “ I f  an individual goes too 
far, the laws of na tu re  would in te r­
fere. The first g rea t a ttem pt a t  mon­
opoly was the tow er of Babel. T hat 
fell of its  own w eight. Every indi­
vidual monopoly would do the same 
when i t  reached th a t po in t.”

“ Have you ever thought w hat would 
happen while such a monopoly was 
grow ing and w hent it  had fallen of its 
own w eigh t?”

"N o, I never thought of th a t ,”  an­
swered Mr. Schiff.

FRANCE ELECTS NEW RULER

Poincare Is Chosen After Stormy 
Session by Assembly.

Versailles, France— Raymond N ich­
olas Landry Poincare, for the las t 12 
months prem ier o f the French cabinet, 
was elected president of the Republic 
of France, by the national assembly, 
composed of the members of both 
chambers o f parliam ent, to succeed 
P resident Armand Fallieres, whose 
seven-year term  expires February  18.

G reat confusion, out o f which arose 
two challenges to duels, m arked the 
casting  o f the ballots.

Prem ier Poincare’s selection for the 
presidency of France, although made 
by parliam ent, as required by the con­
stitu tion , is regarded as representing  
as well the popular will of the nation. 
Ju les Pams, m in ister of agriculture, 
was Poincare’s nearest com petitor.

The final ballot stood : Raymond
Poincare, 483; Ju les Pams, 296; Ma­
rie  Edouard V alliin t, 69.

Poincare’s first words on receiving 
notification of his election w e re ; “ I 
shall try  to show m yself w orthy o f the 
confidence o f the national assembly. I 
shall fo rget w ithout effort the s tru g ­
gles of yesterday and even the in­
juries. Be convinced th a t I shall seek 

, in everything and a t all tim es to  be an 
j im partial adm in is tra to r.”

Farm Bill Moves Ahead.
W ashington, D. C. — The Lever- 

Sm ith agricultural extension bill, 
which already has passed the house 
and received the approval o f the sen­
a te  com m ittee on agriculture, was 
taken up for consideration by the sen­
ate. The m easure go t through the 
first parliam entary  stages, when it 
was w ithdraw n by Senator Hoke 
Sm ith th a t the senate m ight go into 
executive session. Senator Page, of 
Vermont, who d rafted  the vocational 
education bill, offered his measure as 
a substitu te  for the bill.

Castro Applies for Bail.
New York—A nother application for 

the release o f Cipriano Castro under 
bonds pending final decision as to his 
r igh t to en te r the U nited S ta tes was 
made recently before the Federal d is­
tr ic t court. The renewal o f th is mo­
tion was made because the Venezuelan 
case is now before the D epartm ent o f 
commerce and labor on an appeal from 
the decision of the local im m igration 
au thorities ordering his deportation. 
Federal Judge H olt reserved decision. 
I t  is believed Castro intends to fight 
his case indefinitely.

Inaugural Ball Dispensed With.
W ashington, D. C.—“ There will be 

no inaugural b a ll,”  said W illiam C. 
Eustis, chairm an of the inaugural 
com m ittee, a f te r  an informal confer­
ence w ith several members over P resi­
dent-elect W ilson’s le tte r  requesting 
th a t the com m ittee consider the feasi­
b ility  o f om itting  the function.

“ The wishes of President-elect W il­
son will be complied w ith ,”  said Eus­
tis. F inally  i t  was decided to learn 
more of President-elect W ilson's w ish­
es, and the com m ittee will w ait until 
next week before tak in g  formal action.

Joint Letter Forwarded.
W ashington, D. C.- -Senators Cham­

berlain, Perky, Myers, A shurst and 
Sm ith have forwarded to Governor 
Wilson a t T renton, th e ir  jo in t le t te r  
u rging him to appoint a W estern man 
as secretary  of the In terio r. O ut of 
courtesy to Governor Wilson the tex t 
o f the le tte r  is not made public, but 
the senators say is i t  essential th a t 
the secretary  of the in terio r “ be chos­
en from the school o f W estern exper­
ience if  he is to be qualified properly 
to  adm inister affairs o f such v ital im ­
portance to the W estern people.”

Captives Burned Alive.
Lisbon, Portugal—An insurrection 

has broken out in Angola, Portuguesse 
W est A frica, and dispatches received 
re late  th a t the natives have committed 
many atrocities. They raided settie- 
menta, k illing the inhabitants and pil­
laging property. Several European 
women were carried off by the insurg­
ents and four men eaptivea were burn­
ed alive. The governor o f the col­
ony haa sent an expedition to suppress 
the insurrection.

Cruelty Bar to Marriage.
Sacram ento—" I f  a man beats one 

w ife he shall never have ano ther,”  if 
Senator Hans, o f F ruitvale , has his 
way. Senator Hans introduced a bill 
in the s ta te  legislature providing th a t 

' when a man is divorced for cruelty  
and i t  is shown th a t he kicked, beat, 
struck, whipped or otherw ise by force 
trea ted  his w ife cruelly, the judge 
shall adjudge him a w ife-beater and 
he shall be prohibited from rem arry  - 

J  ing in th is sta te .

ARMED INDIANS ! 
DEFY OFFICERS

Angry Utes Refuse to Surren­
der Leader for Murder.

Fortified in Mountains, With Rifles 
and Ammunition, Are Big 

Rabbit and Friends.

Cortez, Colo.— Determ ined not to 
deliver Big Rabbit, one of th e ir tribes­
men, to the county authorities to an­
swer a ^charge of assault, the 50 U te 
Indians who are  entrenched in the 
m ountains 18 miles from here, defied a 
sheriff’s posse of 100 men.

The Indians fortified the ir position 
a f te r  they le ft the U te reservation in 
Southern Colorado, and declare they 
will fight the w hite men to  death 
ra th e r than give up B ig Rabbit.

Indian A gent Spear has been appeal­
ed to by the county authorities, in the 
hope th a t he m ight be able to induce 
the Indians to  return  to the reserva­
tion and surrender Big Rabbit. 
S pear’s advances, however, w ere re­
buffed, and he has telegraphed the In­
te rio r departm ent in W ashington for 
instructions. Spear said he would 
take no fu rth e r action until he had 
heard from W ashington.

As soon as the U tes learned th a t 
Big R abbit was w anted by the sheriff, 
who would place him under a rrest to 
face the charge of having shot Joseph 
Vichel, a Mexican sheepherder, the 
Ind ian’s friends departed w ith him in­
to the mountains.

All are arm ed w ith  repeating  rifles 
and are said to be amply supplied w ith 
amm unition. Sheriff Gawith learned 
Sunday of the revolt. W ith a few 
deputies he hastened to the Indians’ 
stronghold, bu t was m et by th rea ten ­
ing rifles. A m essenger friendly to 
the Indians was sent to ta lk  w ith the 
leaders of the band. They refused to 
en ter into any agreem ent which m eant 
the surrender of th e ir  companion.

The sheriff re trea ted  to Cortez and 
swore in 100 deputies, th inking he 
could awe the Indians into submission 
by a show of g rea te r streng th . When 
the posse arrived a t the pass where 
the Indians were fortified it was found 
th a t the sp irit o f defiance of the In­
dians had g reatly  increased. The 
sheriff re treated , seeking the aid of 
Indian A gent Spear.

MODISTES ARE MUCH INJURED

Wilson’s Decision to Forego Inaug­
ural Ball Causes Loss.

New York— In all parts  o f the coun­
try  the decision of President-elect 
Wilson to have no inaugural ball has 
dismayed m odistes and m illiners. I t 
is estim ated th a t the omission of the 
traditional W ashington festival will 
mean a loss o f $1,500,000 to them, 
th is amount being usually spent for 
gowns, hats, w raps and clothes spe­
cially designed for the event. Some 
orders given in a ten ta tiv e  way had 
already been received here for gowns 
to be worn a t the ball, and those who 
had se t the m achinery in motion to 
g e t them expressed keen disappoint­
m ent. The styles which would have 
been appropriate for the ball would 
not have been actually ready until 
early next month, as th is is now be­
tw een seasons and the dressm aking es­
tablishm ents are w orking w ith re ­
duced forces.

There would have been many orders 
for gowns in some establishm ents. 
One large house which was about to 
establish a branch tem porarily  in a 
W ashington hotel to  look a f te r  the 
supplying of inauguration costumes, 
decided not to do so. A nother estab ­
lishm ent is if! receip t o f several orders 
for gowns suitable fo r the function 
and is uncertain w hether to proceed 
w ith the m aking of the garm ents.

Wilson Gets Guidebook.
Princeton, N. J .  —  President-elect 

Wilson has disclosed the fac t th a t he 
has obtained a guidebook of W ashing­
ton and is reading it  assiduously in 
spare moments Mr. Wilson will be 
v irtually  a stran g er in W ashington 
when he takes office. He has visited 
there little  since his youth, and never 
has seen some of the governm ent 
buildings, erected w ithin the last 15 
years. When he steps into the W hite 
House on March 4 it  will be the first 
tim e he will have seen the in terio r of 
the executive mansion.

Five Involved in Fire Frauds.
Chicago — Revelations made in an 

all-day investigation o f the "arson  
tru s t”  by the s ta te ’s attorney im pli­
cated a t least five persons in a fire- 
fraud scheme which prom pted several 
big fires in Chicago and o ther cities. 
Several w itnesses were examined and 
the ir testim ony will be presented to 
the grand jury . Included in the list 
of suspected men is Benjamin Fink, 
alias Finkelstein , alias F ranklin , now 
in custody under suspicion of being 
one of the leaders o f a nation-wide 
gang of incendiaries.

Cattle and Crops Lost.
Golconda, III.—The rise of the Ohio 

river is causing g rea t dam age to live­
stock and crops. Thousands of bush­
els of com have been destroyed and 
many hogs and ca ttle  have been 
drowned.

Thousands of acres of fan n in g  land 
in the vicinity  of Cairo were flooded 
when the Ohio river w ent to 45.5 
feet, ha lf a foot over the danger 
m ark. Indications are the river will 
rise another six inches.

Eater of Molasses Dies.
Wakefield, Mass.—W illiam Boone 

Eldred, who believed th a t by ea ting  a 
gallon of molasses a week he had pro­
longed his life many years, died here 
Sunday, aged 87 yeara. He a te  mo­
lasses on all h it  food. When 70 yeara 
old, Eldred began rid ing  a bicycle for 
exerciae, and according to hia own fig- 
urea covered 20,000 milea in the last 
17 years. He was a descendant of 
Daniel Boone.
