FRIEDMANN HOLDS C L I N I C  (

Supervisee Treatment o f  Seventeen 
Cases o f Tuberculosis.

New York — Seventeen tubercular 
patients were treated by Dr. Friedrich 
F. Friedmann with the vaccine which 
he asserts is a cure for tuberculosis at 
a private clinic late Saturay.

Announcement that this clinic had 
been held was made by the Berlin phy­
sician after it had been known that 
further tests o f his treatment, which 
were to have been made at the Peo­
ple’s Hospital, the scene of his pre­
vious demonstrations, had been aban­
doned. Meanwhile, it was under­
stood Dr. Friedmann was preparing 
for a meeting with government health 
ocffiials from Washington, by whom 
tests of bis treatment are to be con­
ducted.

The announcement said that the 
demonstration took place in the offices 
of physicians in the presence of a score 
or more of the medical men, many of 
whom had brought patients with them.
Dr. Friedmann, it was said, acted as a 
consulting physician, and therefore 
abided by the law which provides 
against practice of the profession 
without a license.

Of the cases treated 11 were of pul­
monary tuberculosis, two of tubercu­
losis of the knee, two of the kidneys 
and bladder, one of the hip and one of 
the glands. Of the physicians present 
several were from distant states. Dr.
E. C. Thrash, a specialist in tubercu­
losis cases, of Atlanta, Ga., one of 
those who witnessed the demonstra­
tion, said the clinic had progressed 
smoothly, that there was little delay 
in treating the patients and that the 
technic in administering the treatment 
had been correct.

Most of the patients were asked to 
come back in ten days.

Federal Troops in Revolt and 
Trouble Looms.

Wires Cut to Nacozari and Amer­
icans Flee From Many 

Towns Across Border.

ANNEXATION MUCH DESIRED

Americans on Isle o f  Pines to Ask 
For American Control.

Pittsburg — Announcement was 
made by Thomas J. Keenan, president 
of the American Association of the 
Isle of Pines, that a petition directed 
to President Wilson and the senate, 
requesting annexation of the island, 
will be put in circulation in this coun­
try and the Isle of Pines.

The petition states that 6000 Amer­
icans who reside or have property in­
terests on the Isle of Pines are anx­
ious to have action taken to make the 
island permanently a possession of the 
United States. The Isle of Pines has 
become a distinctively American col­
ony, citizens of the United States own- ' 
ing over 96 per cent of the land and 
constituting a majority of the popula­
tion. _________________

PRICE OF FURS IS [SOARING

Rise o f  From 20 to 50 Per Cent Is 
Noted in London.

London — Furs will be extremely 
dear next year. A pre-Easter sale in 
London last week shows that all furs 
are selling at from 20 to 50 per cent 
higher than they did last year.

As usual, the highest-priced furs are 
going to Russia. One of the features 
of the sale here was a lot o f 500 otter 
skins which probably will be the last 
consignment for several years, as the 
otter is to be placed on the prohibited 
list to prevent its extermination. One 
skin sold for a record price of $2300, 
going to Russia.

Silver foxes were 50 per cent higher 
than last year. One brought $1750. 
Blue foxes established a new record, 
one bringing $145.

The only skin which showed a de­
cline was the lynx, which was 40 per 
cent cheaper than it was a year ago.

M cAdoo Is “ Swamped.”
Washington, D. C.— Secretary Mc­

Adoo is being swamped with applica­
tions for appointment to the United 
States Secret service, which guards 
the President and protects the cur­
rency against counterfeiting. With 
no vacancy existing, 3000 applications 
have been received since March 4. 
Such a condition is said to be due to 
the publication of a story that McAdoo 
wanted 30,000 applications from which 
to make 60 appointments. Treasury 
officials deny the report and declare ap­
pointments do not average two a year.

Autos Start for  Rescue.
Nogales, Ariz.—To rescue Ameri­

cans stranded at interior points, three 
automobies left here for the south. 
They were sent in response to urgent 
appeals from Magdalena, 50 miles be­
low the border. The Americans were 
passengers on north-bound . trains 
seized by the rebel troops. It is re­
ported that Juan Cabral’s rebels in­
tend to attack Nogales, Sonora, after 
being reinforced by groups from Can- 
anea. Indirect messages report all 
quiet at Hermosillo, the state capital, 
but the condition there is critical.

Tima te Call a Halt 
“When our sense of humor becomes

Illusions as well as other people’s,” 
says the Philosopher of Folly, "U Is 
time to put blinders on It.”

Douglas, Ariz.—Encamped within 
striking distance o f several border 
towns, 8500 constitutionalist troops 
rested on their arms Sunday, while in- 
surrectos among the federal garrisons 
strengthened materially the rebel 
forces.

The last word received from the 
besieged city of Nacozari was from 
the telegraph operator, who flashed 
“ too hot for me here,’ ’ and left his 
key just before all wires between 
Douglas and Nacozari were cut. Open 
revolt and scenes o f disorder have oc­
curred among the 250 federal defend­
ers of Agua Prieta, and the military 
officials there gave warning to all 
Americans to leave the town.

The best citizens o f Agua Prieta 
generally fled to Douglas, while the 
drunken and rebellious soldiers parad­
ed the streets crying “ Viva Madero!”  
“ Viva Maytorena!”  and “ Viva Diaz!”  
Brawls between politically estranged 
companions in arms added to the con­
fusion and terror which held the town 
in its grip.

Desertions among the federal sol­
diers at Guaymas, the California gulf 
port held by [the fédérais with a large 
force, were reported here, and, though 
orders were received by the command­
er of that garrison to move against 
Hermosillo with his full force instant­
ly, no move has been made. It is re­
ported that federal officers there are 
in bitter disagreement, and rioting is 
expected.

Mobilization of rebel troops has 
begun. At Magdalena 1000 new re­
cruits organized and are ready to take 
the field. The state troops comman­
deered trains on the American-owned 
railroads to transport insurgent 
troops. The state troop paymaster is 
paying the railroad men for their serv­
ices.

Soldiers o f the rebellion burned 
bridges on the Southern Pacific within 
35 miles of Nogales, on the Arizona 
line, and three bridges on the branch 
running to the American mining center 
at Cananea. With both wire and rail­
way communication absolutely check­
ed, the insurgents are now in com­
plete control o f Sonora, and declare 
they will be able to check any advance 
made against them by the forces 
which Huerta is said to have dispatch­
ed to subdue the revolting state.

fiOOD USE FOR LEFTOVERS
Meat Rattles May Bs Mads of On* 

Variety, or a Combination May 
Bs Employed.

For these use either cold chicken 
ind ham, or voal and ham, or even 
jold beat or a mixture of cold meats. 
Jne pound of good abort crust pastry. 
;wo cupfuls of cold meat, one cupful 
>f sauce, one tablespoonful of finely 
¡hopped parsley, salt and pepper, and 
me egg. Roll out the paatry to about 
i quarter of an lnoh In thickness, then 
■tamp it Into rounda slightly larger 
ban the gem pans, allowing two 
rounds to aach gem pan. Cut the meat 
■nto small dice; If chicken and ham, 
>r veal and ham are being used, add 
wfche sauce; If dark meat, use brown 
lauce, stir the meat Into the sauce, 
tdd the parsley, salt and pepper to 
lasts. Grease the gem pans, line each 
with pastry, put on ths lid, not forget­
ting to first wet the edges. Make a 
tola In the top of each, brush the top 
>f the patty with beaten egg and bake 
¿cm  In a hot oven for 16 minutes. 
Put them on a sieve until cold.

Washington, D. C.— It is said that 
the Wilson-Marshall administration 
will be a “ white-ribbon affair, with no 
wines or liquors served at any enter­
tainment. Not only do the President 
and Mrs. Wilson and their daughters 
bar the sparkling cup but so also do 
Vice President and Mrs. Marshall, Mr. 
and Mrs. Bryan and other members of 
the cabinet.

When Secretary o f State and Mrs. 
Bryan had the British ambassador as a 
luncheon guest, Mrs. Bryan announced 
that neither she nor Mr. Bryan drank 
wines and she knew Mrs. Bryce did 
not.

Some years ago Mrs. John B. Hen­
derson caused the wines in her home 
to be emptied into the gutters in an 
effort to stop the tendency in Washing 
ton society to a too free use of wines 
and liquors. While the result of Mrs. 
Henderson’s efforts were not far 
reaching, the move o f President and 
Mrs. Wilson, Vice-President and Mrs. 
Marshall, Secretary of State and Mrs. 
Bryan and others at least puts a quie­
tus on wine drinking when they enter­
tain and arc entertained.
