Principle to Be Recognized le to Feed 
Little and Often— Care of Stall 

le Important.

By R. O. W E A T H E R S T O N E
For runnlDg horses green food can­

not be uaed. It makes the animals 
soft, but It may be fed to advantage 
to winded horees of slow draft When 
that la done It should be given In a 
fresh succulent state, rye, vetches, 
etc., being fed before the seed beglna 
to ripen, else It loses Its digestive 
qualities, and a few roots or carrots 
with dry grain make a good winter 
feed.

In fact the principle to be recog­
nized is to feed little and often, to 
avoid long fasts, and If It Is necessary 
to work Immediately after feeding to 
go easily at first.

It Is a good plan to keep a bucket 
of water In a corner of the manger eo 
that It can be taken when desired, if 
dry food Is given, and in this way 
seldom will excess be Indulged in.

When succulent green food la 
given of course there la not tha aama 
need for water. A little tar In the 
water may be found beneficial and the 
animals soon begin to take to It read­
ily. A ball made of tar and tallow 
la greatly favored for broken wind, 
If there is any sign of distress.

Cool, well ventilated stalle or boxes 
are of the utmost Importance, ss the 
animal should hart as much purs sir 
as possible.

Long spells of rest In th« stable 
followed by excessive spells of work 
only serves to aggravate the com­
plaint. Qood "hard” condition la 
what Is wanted and this can only be 
had with frequent exercise or when 
the horse Is Idle a free run In a field.

Above all, constipation should bs 
avoided and the digestive organs cars1 
fully watched.

Suoh precautions may not curs but 
they greatly reduce the original cause 
of the ailment and modify the trouble.

Ordinarily medicines are not < 
much use but where there le dlstrees 
from excessive work, an overloaded 
stomaoh, constipation, a hot stable, or 
close, muggy weather, a sedative may 
be given to obtain temporary relief.

What Is
Coryza ?

Coryza is s medical term. It  meani 
chronic catarrh of the nose. It  begar 
with catching cold, producing a slight 
nasal catarrh. Then catching cold again. 
Finally the catarrh is continuous. A fte r  
wards brown scabs form in the nose, 
the breath is fetid, breathing through 
the nose more or less obstructed. Then 
the victim has coryza.

Italy.

Walter H. Page, editor of World’s 
Work, has been appointed ambassador 
to Great Britain.

It is believed J. P. Morgan, Jr., 
will succeed his father in most o f his 
business enterprises.

Meat prices in New York are again 
soaring, owing to scarcity caused by 
the Middle West storms and floods.

People o f Cairo, 111., hurriedly re­
inforce levees with sand bags, while 
water slowly rises to danger point.

Business was suspended for five 
minutes on the New York stock ex­
change to adopt resolutions on the 
death o f J. P. Morgan.

A recent change in freight rates 
makes it possible for Pacific Coast pa­
per mills to ship paper to Florida and 
sell it at a profit there.

An American suffragette on a “ hun­
ger strike”  in a London prison, smug­
gled out a letter in which she declares 
her intention to win or die.

The three-masted schooner John D. 
Spreckels was discovered drifting bot- 
tom-up near Point Reyes, Cal., but no 
trace o f her crew can be found.

Flood and fire at Dayton, Ohio, 
menaced the shop where Orville 
Wright constructed and perfected his 
first aeroplane, but it escaped un­
harmed.

Cheap Way to Mount Pictures.
To mount pictures Inexpensively 

for the nursery or children’s bed­
rooms, cut all the white margin off 
the picture, then get some thin, 
smooth boards 1% inch larger all 
round than the picture; stain the 
boards with dark oak stain about two 
Inches round the edge; varnish them, 
then paste the picture on the board, 
leaving an even edge of the stained 
wood all round; hang on the walls in 
the usual way.

In Case of Emergency.

Yeara Old.

The tallest trees In the world era 
the Australian eucalypti, which attain 
an altitude of 480 feet. The biggest 
are the mammoth trees of California, 
some of which are 276 to 373 feet In 
height, and 108 feet In circumference 
at the base From measurements of 
the rings It la believed that certain 
of these trees are from 2,000 to 3,600 
years old. The oldest tree In the 
world Is said to exist on the Island of 
Cos off the coaat of Asia Minor. It Is 
several thousand years old, but Just' 
how many no one has dared to say. 
The tree Is carefully preserved by a 
wall of masonry around It, and tha 
trunk Is thirty feet In clrcumferenoe.

But there are parts of trees In the 
form of useful timber which are even 
older, probably, than any on the 
stump. Beams In old buildings are 
preserved today, which are known to 
he over a thousand years old. Piles 
driven by the Romans prior to the 
Christian era are perfectly sound to- 
«87. and It la known that they have 
been Immersed In water for upward of 
two thousand years.

Some woods have remarkably dur­
able properties when Immersed In wa­
ter. They decay rapidly on the stump, 
many rotting In from five to tan, 
years, but when Immersed In water 
they last longer than Iron or ateeL 
An effort has been made by our gov* 
ernment to preserve woods Indefinite­
ly by treating them with oils and tar 
products. Already telegraph poles and 
railway ties have had their average 
life extended from five to ten years 
by this process.—Harper's.
