Smaller Size and Uniform Design 
Waits Action of Congress.

Very shortly the people of the Unit­
ed States will witness a great revolu­
tion in the size and appearance of 
their currency, says Bank Notes.

Each one of the two billion notes of 
that kind now in circulation will be 
supplemented by uniform pieces of 
currency about three-quarters of the 
size of that in present use.

The change in size is not the only 
one. Any note with Washington’s 
portrait on it will be a dollar; with 
Jefferson’s, two dollars; with Lin­
coln’s, five dollars; with Grover 
Cleveland's ten dollars; with Alexand­
er Hamilton’s, twenty dollars, and so 
on.

This plan will render the raising of 
bills by crooks an impossibility, and 
we will have the safest and simplest 
system of national currency in the 
world.

The new currency will contribute 
largely to the convenience of the pub­
lic, and will also effect a large saving 
in the cost of its production.

Work has been halted on this new 
size money, Secretary McAdoo being 
very favorably inclined to the change, 
but thinks it best to let congress dis­
pose of currency legislation before 
changing the issue, as new legislation 
might make new issues necessary to 
conform to new laws. The new issues, 
when they have replaced the two bil­
lion odd notes now in circulation, will 
sound the doom of the counterfeiter, 
for a standard design can be photo­
graphed mentally and counterfeits 
easily detected.

HUERTA ARRESTS 
HIS LEGISLATURE

Troops Surround Chamber and 
Rush Men to Prison.

Threat to Leave Capital Met With 
Reprisal—Apology of Sen­

ators Withdrawn.

First Submarine Boat.
The first submarine boat ever built 

was made of staves like a barrel, but 
cigar-shaped in outline, fitted with 
feathering oars and driven by man 
power. I t was constructed by David 
Bushnell and used with effect in the 
revolutionary war. Its success led to 
further constructions at later dates, 
one of which was the man driven “ In­
telligent Whale,” which now stands 
as a relic in the grounds of the New 
York navy yard.

This machine is also cigar-shaped 
and was driven by a series of hand 
cranks working the propeller at the 
rear. I t was built in 1864, is 29 feet 
in length, 9 feet deep, and made of 
one-half inch boiler iron.

Mexico City — One hundred and ten 
members of the chamber of deputies 
who had signed resolutions of warning 
to President Huerta as the result of 
the disappearance of Dr. Belisaro Do­
minguez, senator for Ciapas, were ar­
rested Saturday and lodged in the 
penitentiary. Five other deputies 
who signed the resolution were absent 
when a cordon of troops was thrown 
about the legislative building and 
several hundred soldiers invaded the 
chamber.

The arrests followed a demand by 
President Huerta that the chamber 
withdraw the resolution which carried 
the threat that the deputies would 
abandon the capital, owing to an al­
leged lack of guarantees for their per­
sonal safety.

Senator Dominguez early in the 
month made a speech in the senate 
violently attacking Huerta, saying 
that not only had nothing been done 
during Huerta’s regime toward the 
pacification of the country, but that 
the present s tuation in the republic 
was infinitely worse than before. He 
said the currency of Mexico had depre­
ciated, fields had been neglected, and 
towns razed, and that famine threat­
ened. He added that the situation 
was due first and foremost to the fact 
that the Mexican peope could not re­
sign themselves to be governed by 
Huerta.

Before the regular opening of the 
session of the chamber at 4 o’clock 
the basement and roof of the building 
had been packed with troops. Scores 
of police were scattered through the 
gallery.

When the deputies were in their 
places Minister of the Interior Aldape 
entered the chamber. Simultaneously 
several hundred federal troops lined 
up in front of the chamber.

Senator Aldape ascended the plat­
form and read the reply of President 
Huerta to the resolution warning him 
of the deputies’ intention to dissolve 
the parliament and hold their sessions 
elsewhere and demanding an investi­
gation of the disappearance of Senator 
Dominguez. The reply said President 
Huerta could do no less than consider 

I the resolution an act of unjustified 
aggression and transgression of the 
rights of the other two powers—the 
executive and the courts.

When the arrests were made a few 
of the leaders were placed in automo­
biles, while the other deputies were 
taken to the penitentiary in streetcars.

Meanwhile similar demands to re­
cant had been made on members of the 
senate who had concurred in the cham­
ber’s resolution. A committee of sen­
ators called on President Huerta and 
signified their willingness to comply 
with his demands. Later the senators 
formally withdrew this action.

In anticipation of possible troubles, 
heavy patrols of troops were placed on 
the streets. The rapid-fire guns 
which were posted in the interior 
courts of the palace in February were 
again put in place and quantities of 
ammunition issued.

OIL MAKES ESCAPE POSSIBLE

Waves Too Wild at First to Take 
Passengers From Ship.

Fishguard—T. T. Watson, of Phila­
delphia, a passenger of the Carmania, 
which rescued many from the burning 
ship Volturno, said that the chief 
credit for saving those on the Voltur­
no undoubtedly was due to the oil ship 
Narragansett. "Only a few good 
swimmers, ” he declared, would have 
survived had not the Narragansett 
made free use of oil to calm the terri­
ble waves.

‘‘When the Carmania arrived Cap­
tain Barr instructed First Officer 
Gardiner to lower a small boat. This, 
after terrible buffeting, regained the 
Carmania with only three oars intact. 
After this escape Captain Barr did 
not again attempt to launch a single 
boat. Hence our ship raved only one 
passenger, who swam to her.

‘‘On account cf the ship’s turbine 
engines, which made fine maneuvering 
impossible, Captain Barr stood off and 
directed operations, acting in effect as 
commander of the great fleet which 
gathered about the stricken Volturno. 
Shortly after we arrived the Carmania 
tried both fore and aft oil sprays, but 
without effect on the mountainous 
waves. Then the captain sent out 
wireless calls in all directions for an 
oil ship, and his efforts were rewarded 
by answer from the Narragansett.

“ When the Narragansett arrived 
the Grosser Kurfucrst, with other 
liners, got in as close as possible and 
lowered lifeboats. These took aboard 
several persons who had jumped from 
tbs Volturno and the work was greatly 
facilitated by the steam pinnace of 
the Grosser Kurfuerst, which had 
stayed out all night. At once the 
Narragansett began to spray oil about 
the doomed ship, and the waves sub­
sided as if by magic. Soon the small 
boats were able to run alongside and 
take the people from the ladders. 
The rescue work was over in a short 
time. Eleven liners formed the 
boundary around the film of oil, and 
the survivors were hoisted aboard the 
various steamers without trouble.”

i Decides Not to Remove Officers 
From Civil Service.

Washington, D. C.—By the closest 
vote of the session, 111 to 106, the 
house voted to recede from its con­
ference agreement to concur in the 
senate amendment to the urgent de­
ficiency appropriation bill, which pro­
vides for the removal of deputy in­
ternal revenue collectors and deputy 
marshals from civil service regula­
tions.

The vote came after a protracted 
debate in which many Democrats as­
sailed the proposal as a direct blow at 
civil service and characterized it as a 
step backward toward the spoils sys­
tem. The Democratic revolt was led 
by Representative Fitzgerald, of New 
York, and 64 Democrats voted against 
the conference.

Representative Underwood, the ma­
jority leader, who did not take part in 
the debate, was loudly cheered when 
he voted aye.

Disease Responds to Electrical and 
Bath Treatments.

San Francisco—In the state insane 
asylum at Stockton are 2000 patients, 
of whom 1500 are curable. Dr. Fred­
erick P. Clark after six months’ ex­
periment with hydro-theraupeutic 
treatment, declared that 86 per cent 
of these curable patients were on the 
high road to recovery. These patients 
have been wonderfully affected by the 
action of hot and cold water and elec­
tric vibration.

Many patients spend eight or ten 
hours in the water daily. Others are 
put in packs and receive electric light 
baths. Restraints are removed and 
the results are surprising. Mild exer­
cise and many games are insisted on. 
Although the cost of apparatus is 
heavy, Dr. Clark thinks the state will 
profit by it, as the release of many 
patients will cut down the expenses.

YANKEE BACKS REPUTATION

American Soldier ‘Licks’ Japanese
Who Wanted to ‘Lick’ Soldier.
Portland—For upholding the reputa- 

ton of Yankee valor against s Japan­
ese, Cornelius Twomey, a soldier from 
Vancouver Barracks, was arrested and 
immediately discharged when he ex­
plained the circumstances in Municipal 
court. The Japanese forfeited $25 
bail.

Twomey was in a Japanese restau­
rant, when a waiter inquired if the 
man in uniform was an American sol­
dier. Twomey answered affirmatively 
and the Japanese, Frank Takata, said 
that he could “ lick” any American 
soldier. When the police broke into 
the fight, Takata was much the worse 
for wear.

AIGRETTES N O T MOLESTED

Alimony Income Problem.
St. Louis—The effect of alimony on 

the collection of income tax is a ques­
tion that is puzzling Edward F. Daly, 
deputy internal revenue collector here. 
A man who is divorced told the deputy 
collector that his income is more than 
$3000 a year, but that he muat pay 
$1200 alimony, thereby reducing his 
n jt income below the $3000 exemption 
for single men.

‘‘Must I pay the tax?” the man 
asked the deputy collector.

“ Search me,” said the deputy. He 
will refer the question to Washington.

Brave Girla Rewarded.
Oregon City, Or.—Franklin T. Grif­

fith, president of the Portland Rail­
way, Light & Power company, haa 
thanked the Misses Mary Green, Hilda 
Ford and Orena May for their heroism 
in extinguishing a fire that broke out 
on the railroad's trestle near Can- 
emah last July. The president ex­
pressed his appreciation for the work 
that the girla had done and sent each 
of them a check for a substantial 
amount. The girla discovered the fire 
and used a wet newspaper to put out 
the blaze.

Snow Is Four Feet Deep.
Walla Walla, Wash. — Snow (terms 

that have been raging for nearly a 
week have banked up four feet of 
snow at Toll Gate, 20 miles from here, 
and thousands of head of sheep are 
caught in the storm, herders being 
unable to drive them through the 
drifts. It is feared that thousands of 
sheep will perish. The snow breaks 
the record for the early season in'this 

I district.

Passengers Allowed to Go Through 
Customs Despite Protest.

New York—A dozen or more women 
who arrived here by the Holland- 
American liner Rotterdam, wore 
aigrettes in their hats, but none of 
them was requested by the customs in­
spectors to take the feathers out and 
turn them over to the custody of the 
government.

A woman voyager who said she was 
a member of the Audobon society, 
suggested to one of the inspectors that 
he should do somethng, as she believed 

j many of the feathers were bought 
abroad. The inspector informed his 
superior, but they decided to let the 
women with aigrettes alone.

H A K E  T O U R  U U N T  A  S U C C E S S  B Y  U S IN O  T H E M .

London—Not since the Titanic sank 
has Europe been so thrilled as by a 
wireless message Monday telling of 
the burning of the steamship Volturno 
in mid-Atlantic with a loss, so far as 
known, of 135 lives and the rescue of 
521. The Volturno sailed from Rot­
terdam on October 2 for New York. 
According to the official statement she 
carried 22 first cabin passengers, 538 
in the steerage and a crew numbering 
96.

The steamer Carmania, bound from 
New York for Liverpool, was 78 miles 
away when the call for help aounded. 
Captair, Barr, ordering full steam, in 
spite of the gale drove through the 
seas at 20 knots an hour and was the 
first to reach the burning vessel. She 
was followed by La Touraine, Minne­
apolis, Rappahannock, Czar, Narra­
gansett, Devonian, Kroonland, Grosser 
Kuerfurst and Zydlitz at various hours 
throughout the day. Try as they 
might, the rescuing vessels couid not 
get either line or lifeboat to the Vol­
turno, the forward part of which was 
almost hidden by a dense cloud of 

■ smoke when the Carmania arrived.
The burning steamer lay in the 

trough of the sea, pounding helplessly, 
with her propellers fouled by the 
boats’ tackle. The terrified passen­
gers were huddled together as far as 
it was possible to get from the flames, 
while throughout the day the officers 
and crew fought desperately with 
whatever appliances were at hand to 
hold the fire in check.

The rescue ships reached the scene 
of the disaster in plenty of time to 
save all, but for hours were obliged to 
stand helplessly by the blazing vessel, 
impotent because of the storm to 
reach the agonized men, women and 
children crowding the after part if  
the ship and within a stone’s throw. 
Ail night the lifeboats made a desper­
ate effort to get alongside the Vol­
turno, but the waves beat them back 
again and again, and not until the 
storm abated at daylight did the res­
cuers succeed in removing the surviv­
ors from the doomed ship.

The Volturno was equipped with 
boats sufficient, the agents say, for a 
thousand people, but the boisterous 
sea or lack of boat drill, or panic 
among the passengers, prevented the 
successful employment of them. The 
rescuo ships were able to lower life­
boats, but apparently most of the 
boats launched from the Volturno 
were smashed or upset and the occu­
pants drowned.

Two of the boats, crowded with pas­
sengers, are reported to have got 
away from the ship, but a search for 
them has proved fruitless, and they 
have practically been given up as lost. 
The occupants of these boats are in­
cluded in the death roll.

The hopelessness of the situation 
was manifested at 9 o’clock at night, 
when a great explosion tore away part 
of the upper works, and flames burst 
from the engine room. It then became 
a matter of how long the Volturno 
would stay above water.

Meanwhile several of the terrified 
passengers, wrapped in life bouys, 
dropped over into the sea. One of 
them was taken aboard the Carmania. 
It may be that others found a haven 
with other vessels of the fleet, but 
some undoubtedly were swept away.

When day broke the Volturno was 
still afloat. The gale had moderated 
and the aeas had calmed down. From 
almost everyone of the encircling 
steamers1 lifeboats were sent out and 
into these the women and children 
were lowered first. Several trips were 
necessary before the survivors were 
removed to a place of safety.

It is pointed out as a remarkable 
coincidence that the Volturno about 
four years ago made a noteworthy res­
cue in a great storm in mid-Atlantic 
of the crew of a French vessel. Cap­
tain Harrison, who then commanded 
the Volturno, was decorated by the 
French government for his daring act.
