Per Cent of Rural Population Rap­
idly Diminishing.

In 1880 about 71 per cent o f the 
population of the United States was in 
the country and 29 per cent in the 
cities, while in 1910 only 64 per cent 
was rural and 46 per cent was urban. 
These figures indicate an alarming 
tendency towards the depletion of 
country towns and rural communities, 
and the congestion of trade and popu­
lation in the larger cities. It should 
also be borne in mind that during this 
period the standard of living has been 
steadily on the up-grade and that the 
per capita consumption has increased 
considerably. This condition undoubt­
edly explains in large measure the 
high cost of living problem which is 
becoming a serious matter with the 
masses of the people. But the com­
mercial aide of this problem is not its 
most serious aspect. It is evident 
that if this movement continues it 
must seriously undermine the health 
and strength of the American people.

This movement of population into 
the laiger cities has been at the ex­
pense of both the rural sections and 
the small towns. If we can bring 
about a realization of the advantages 

1 o f the medium-sized towns and a re- 
| versal o f this movement, not only 
these towns but rural districts as well 
will be benefited, for the prosperity 
and well-being o f the country sections 
is more closely allied with its home 
towns than with the distant cities.

Berlin—Twenty-eight persons were 
killed near Johannisthal in the explo­
sion and fail of Count Zeppelin’s latest 
dirigible balloon, the L-II.

The 28 men represented the entire 
personnel of the admiralty board 
which was to conduct the final trial of 
the dirigible looking to its acceptance 
by the government as a new unit of 
the German aerial navy, the pilot and 
crew and invited guests. Every per­
son that went aloft in the big airship 
is dead.

Twenty-seven of them were killed 
almost instantly by the explosion of 
the gas in the balloon or burned to 
death as the flaming wreck fell to the 
ground from a height of 900 feet and 
enveloped them. One man, Lieuten­
ant Baron von Bleul, of the Queen 
Augusta Grenadier Guards, a guest of 
the admiralty board, was extricated 
alive from the mass of twisted wreck­
age His eyes were burned out and he 
suffered other terrible hurts.

Begging his rescuers to kill him and 
end his sufferings, he was taken to a 
hopsital, where he died in a few hours.

The L-II, had it proved successful, 
would have been attached to the aerial 
corps of the navy, which, after this 
accident, has only two men trained to 
command airships.

The official report of the accident 
says the explosion was due to the 
ignition of gas in or above the for­
ward gondola, but not within the body 
of the airship.

The navy was not the only sufferer 
through aviation accidents, for the 
same day three army officers were 
killed in aeroplane flights—Captain 
Haeseler, Lieutenant Koch and Ser­
geant Mante.

Emperor William, in a telegram to 
the minister of marine, voices his 
sympathy by saying:

“ The sorrow over what has hap­
pened, I am convinced, will only be a 
spur to renewed exertions to develop 
an important aerial weapon into a 
trustworthy implement of war.”

The newspapers reflect the em­
peror’s belief that there should be no 
relaxation in the efforts to supply 
Germany with an adequate aerial fleet.

Washington, D. C.—The New York 
immigration authorities’ order exclud­
ing Mrs. Emmeline Pankhurst from 
admission to the United States was 
overruled Monday. She was ordered 
admitted immediately.

It was stated at the White House 
that Mrs. Pankhurst will be given her 
freedom on her own recognizance.

Secretary of Labor William B. Wil­
son said he entertained serious doubt 
as to whether Mrs. Pankhurst’s acts in 
England constituted moral turpitude, 
adding that if she broke the laws of 
the United States she could easily be 
arrested.

Commissioner General Caminetti 
then ordered Mrs. Pankhurst’s release.

PREPARE TO SEND US BEEF

South American Republics Act on 
New Tariff Lew.

Washington, D. C.—Active prep­
arations by Argentina to take imme­
diate advantage of the free beef 
clause of the new tariff law and send 
to the United States large shipments 
of beef are reported by Dr. A. D. 
Melvin, chief of the bureau of animal 
industry, who has just returned from 
South America. He made the trip for 
the department of agriculture to study 
meat packing and inspecting condi­
tions in Argentina, Uruguay and Bra­
zil.

Dr. Mqlvin was not ready to say 
whether the Argentine beef could com­
pete with the American product and 
bring prices which would make it 
profitable for the Argentine shippers 
to send it here instead of to Europe. 
He said it was a significant fact, how­
ever, that a big steamship line operat­
ing between the United States and 
the east coast of South America had 
installed large refrigerating spaces for 
beef.

Argentina and Uruguay, Dr. Melvin 
said, have good meat inspection laws.

Figures issued by the bureau of do­
mestic and foreign commerce show 
that whereas the United States ex­
ported $44,000,000 worth of beef and 
beef cattle in the first eight months 
of 1904 during the corresponding per­
iod this year only $1,000,000 worth 
have been shipped abroad.

Winnipeg, Man.—The influx of cat- 
tie into the United States under the 
new tariff law continues and large 
shipments from Western Canada are 
reported daily. A special stock train 
carrying 400 head of steers passed 
over the boundary Saturday on the 
way to Chicago. Another stock train 
of 20 cars crossed the boundary Sun­
day.

Carnegie Sticks to His “ Nip.”
New York—Andrew Carnegie, look­

ing old and not too well, arrived here 
on the Mauretania Sunday

“ Do you still take your thimbleful 
of Scotch whiskey every day?”  the 
Laird was asked.

after the Panama canal is thrown open 
to commerce. H. J. Lefevre, first 
secretary of the Panama legation in 
Washington, made this prediction in 
an address here under the auspices of 
the Kansas City Commercial club. 
Panama City, Lefevre said, is destined 
to be the advance station o f a great 
American trade with the republic.

New York.—Mrs. Emmaline Pank­
hurst, foremost of English militant 
suffragettes, who reached America 
Saturday on the liner Provence to ap­
peal for the sympathy and support of 
the American people in the "revolu­
tion” for which she says she is fight­
ing, is prisoner at Ellis Island, under 
order of deportation, awaiting the is­
sue of an appeal, which is expected 
to be decided soon at Washington.

With Miss Itheta Childe Dorr, an­
other of the arriving English militants 
who was “voluntarily detained" that 
she might be with her leader, Mrs. 
Pankhurst occupies the commission­
er’s suite of two rooms In the admin­
istration building. They are the ones 
in which Cipriano Castro, former Ven­
ezuelan dictator, was detained while 
his case was pending.

Mrs. Pankhurst was detained by an 
immigration Inspector on her arrival 
here and was at once taken before a 
special board of inquiry which, after 
examining her, speedily decided th a t  
because she had been convicted 
abroad for acts involving moral tur­
pitude she was an undesirable alien. 
The board, therefore, ordered her ex­
clusion. The “ moral turpitude” was 
declared to be Involved In Mrs. Pank­
hurst’s conviction for conspiracy to 
commit arson.

An appeal was Immediately entered 
and Immigration Commissioner Cam- 
inettl is to hour argument in her case 
in Washington.

“If the appeal fails we still have the 
habeas corpus proceedings,” she said. 
Mrs. Pankhurst was on the point of 
starting a “ hunger strike” when she 
heard that the order of deportation 
was issued. But on learning that a 
speedy decision of Oie appeal was 
probable she consumed with evident 
relish a chicken sandwich and a pot 
of tea which she had requested.

“ I am confident that whatever hap­
pens it will be best for the cause in 
which I am Interested." she said. "I 
have great faith in the sense of justice 
and fair play of the American people 
and I know they want to give me a 
chance to defend the movement which 
has been so misrepresented. There 
is no doubt that my detention is un­
just.” _________________

Until that time you will find 
me here complying with my promises 
to the nation, which are to re-establish 
peace— within the law If possible—but 
to re-establish peace."

"Another thing,” the president said.

Where did 
I get it? My secret,” tapping his chest 
with a satisfied smile, "but I have it."
