Facia A bout Election In  Mexico.
In Mexico there are 10,000,000 

uneducated Indians, whose males of 
voting age never have cast a ballot, 
have not the slightest idea of suf­
frage and would not vote if they 
could.

There are no restrictions on man­
hood suffrage. That means not 
fewer than 4,000,000 legally quali­
fied voters in Mexico.

It is doubtful if 100,000 votes 
were cast in the only national elec­
tion ever held, the one which seated 
Madero.

It is doubtful :f one-half of the 
qualified voters o. Mexico know or 
ever will know that Madero was 
elected or foully assassinated.

There are millions of Indians, 
none of whom speak a word of 
Spanish, and none of whom are 
Mexicans save in name. They are 
absolutely unconcerned with the 
fate of Madero.

There are about 1,000,000 male 
Mexicans of voting and fighting 
age, fitted by education and posi­
tion to participate in self-govern­
ment. This is the responsible Mex­
ican million and it constitutes the 
clasB which must be induced or 
forced to exercise its responsibili­
ties or surrender them.

Not 10 per cent of the “ responsi­
ble million” take any part in the 
constant outbreaks.

Mexico City—At the close of the 
Mexican election Sunday indications 
were that not sufficient votes had been 
cast to constitute a legal choice for the 
presidency to succeed General Victor­
iano Huerta.

No official announcement was made, 
but it was estimated, judging from 
the results in the capital, where it was 
expected the vote would be up to the 
average, that fewer than 10,000 of 
the 80,000 eligible voters in the feder­
al district went to the polls. There 
are about 3,000,000 eligible voters in | 
the entire republic. I t would be no 
surprise if congress, the members of 
which also were voted for, declared 
the election void when the body is or­
ganized and revises the returns.

The leaders of the Catholic party 
claimed a long lead, although they 
were unable to estimate the number of 
votes polled for their candidates, 
Frederico Gamboa and General Ras­
cón. If this claim is correct, it is 
generally thought that General Felix 
Diaz and Señor Requena ran second. 
The Liberal candidates, Manuel Calero 
and Flores Magon, had no printed 
ticket at the polling places, their con­
stituents being obliged to write their 
names in blank spaces.

President Huerta spent the day at 
his Popotla suburban home. A decree 
will be issued by General Huerta in­
creasing the army from 85,000 men, 
its reported present number, to 160,- 
000. General Huerta, proposed such 
an increase some time ago, but the 
congress which he dissolved later lim­
ited him to 80,000.

New Regulations of Income Tax 
Law Being Studied.

Chicago— Names of thousands of 
bondholders who have always succeed­
ed in hiding their wealth will become 
a matter of public record after the 
National government begins collecting 
the new income tax.

Bankers and their legal representa­
tives who spent considerable time 
studying the first regulations promul­
gated by the Treasury department, say 
that the holders of bonds which spec­
ify no deductions now must reveal 
themselves or lose money through 
their secrecy.

The bankers say that the regula­
tions satisfactorily explain most of 
the immediate problems—those relat­
ing to collecting of interest coupons— 
in the new law. A meeting of the 
bankers’ sub-committee, of which 
James C. Hutchins, genera! counsel of 
the Illinois Trust & Savings bank, is 
chairman, will be held to consider the 
regulations. _____

Collections will date from Novem­
ber 1.

Every citizen of the United States, 
whether residing at home or abroad, 
and every person residing in the 
United States, though not a citizen 
thereof, with an income of more than 
$3000, must pay the tax.

Even foreigners and foreign corpor­
ations doing business here, though res­
idents abroad, will be made to pay on 
their earnings.

The corporation, or its paying 
agent, if a foreign concera, in the 
United States, is classed as the debtor 
and is responsible for the payment of 
the government levy.

If any person, for the purpose of 
obtaining any allowance or reduction 
by virtue of a claim of exemption, 
either for himself or for any other, 
knowingly makes a false statement or 
false or fraudulent representation, he 
is liable under the act to severe pen­

Valve Breaks, City Dark.
Ogden, U tah—Breaking of a huge 

valve controlling the water flow of the 
Utah Light & Railway company power 
plant, on the outskirts of this city, 
wrecked the equipment and nearly de­
molished the building of that corpora­
tion, threw two-third* of Ogdfm into 
darknee* for nearly six hour*, stopped 
all streetcar traffic, prevented meet­
ings, generally demoralized businesi 
and caused the flooding of many blocks 
surrounding tbe plant. The total 
damage is variously estimated at from 
$60,000 to $100,000.

Goodyear Rubber Company’s Plant 
Suffers $500,000 Loss.

Milwaukee, Wis.—Seven dead fire­
men and 24 injured were taken from 
the ruins of the Goodyear Rubber com­
pany plant here Monday night, where 
fire caused a damage of $600,000. It 
is believed that there are several more 
bodies in the ruins.

The flames broke out on the second 
floor, and while the firemen were 
fighting the blazing front and rear, an 
explosion sent the walls crashing down 
on 60 firemen. Windows for blocks 
around were smashed and the flames 
spread to adjoining buildings.

Rescue gangs were sent into the 
blazing ruins and many bodies of the 
dead and injured were taken out.

Several nearby business houses suf­
fered heavy loss.

The crushed head of a man was tak­
en from the ruins, but the body could 
not be found and the head was not 
identified up to a late hour.

The other two known dead were so 
badly mangled that their identity will 
not be known until all the firemen are 
checked up at the respective fire­
houses. Four firemen have not been 
accounted for and are thought to be in 
the ruins. Relatives of missing fire­
men rushed by the police on the fire 
lines and three women whose sons 
were firemen reached the ruins before 
they could be dragged away. Charles 
C. Newton, of the fire insurance pa­
trol, who was at first listed among tbs 
dead, was taken from the ruins three 
hours after the explosion.

He was buried beneath the wreck­
age and when found was sitting 
crouched beneath a heavy timber, 
which had prevented the bricks from 
falling on him. He was removed to a 
hospital and doctors say he will re­
cover. _______________

Clark to Be On Bridge.
Washington, D. C. — Rear Admiral 

Charles E. Clark, retired, commander 
of the battleship Oregon when she 
made her famous trip around Cape 
Horn at the opening of the Spanish 
war, has accepted the invitation of 
Secretary Daniels to be on the bridge 
of his old ship to lead the internation­
al fleet through the Panama canal 
early in 1915. The admiral, at Sec­
retary Daniels’ request, called at the 
Navy department. When the Oregon 
made her voyage around the Horn in 
1898 she covered 13,800 miles.

Engincmen Demand Rise.
Chicago—Forty thousand locomotive 

engineen and firemen employed by the 
90 railroads running west of Chicago 
have notified officials of the lines that 
they will terminate their present labor 
agreements November 10 and demand 
a wage increase aggregating $60,000,- ; 
000 a year, according to statements in 
railroad offices here. The railroads in 
turn notified Warren S. Stone, chief 
of the Brotherhood of Locomotive En­
gineers and W. S. Carter, chief of the 
Firemen, that they would welcome a 
readjustment of wage schedules.

Fugitive Honor Man Roba.
San Jose, Cal.—Gaetano Girrotti, 

who fled from Oregon while an “ honor 
man” in the Oregon state peniten­
tiary, confessed here, the police say, 
that he and Antonio Parte held up Dr. 
N. H. Bullock in St. James Park in 
this city and took from him $46 in 
money and a valuable watch.

Spanish Cabinet Reaigns.
Madrid — At the opening of the 

Spanish parliament a vote of confi­
dence in the government was rejected, 
106 to 100. A number of deputies 
abstained from voting. Aa a result of 
the vote,'the premier tendered to King 
Alfonso the resignation of himself and 
members of his cabinet.

Denver—Between 230 and 280 min­
ers were entombed by an explosion in 
mine No. 2 of the Stag Canyon Fuel 
company at Dawson, N. M., at 3 
o’clock Thursday afternoon The en­
tombed men include General Superin­
tendent McDermott, of the mine, and 
several other American miners. 
Meager advices are that only five 
miners have been taken from the up­
per levels alive. These reports said 
that most of the day shift were em­
ployed below the second level, where 
the shaft was blocked with debris re­
sulting from the explosion.

It is hoped most of the entombed 
men will be rescued.

Immediate relief work was under­
taken by men from the night shift and 
neighoring mines. Appeals for aid 
started scores of experienced miners 
from Trinidad and the surrounding 
coal camps shortly after 6 o’clock.

Fire haa not broken out, though 
smoke is seen issuing from the second 
level of the shaft. It is believed by 
rescuers that this smoke is from the 
explosion and not from fire.

Immediately after the explosions all 
shafts were called to the work of 
rescue and those miners who were em­
ployed in other shafts were put to 
work drilling through the tons of de­
bris, which are said to have blocked 
the mine below the second level. 
Calls for assistance were issued at 
once to miners in Trinidad and other 
mine camps.

Dawson, N. M.—Fourteen bodies 
have been removed and seven men 
were found alive by rescuers working 
in shaft No. 2 of the Stag Canyon coal 
mine, where an explosion entombed 
the day shift.

COLONEL HAS BIG GALA DAY

Official Brazil Unite* in Honors to 
ex-President.

Rio Janeiro—Colonel Roosevelt de­
voted the morning hours Thursday to a 
visit to the Supreme court and a 
breakfast at the Cattete palace given 
in his honor by President Marshal 
Hermea Fonseca.

Colonel Roosevelt sat at the right of 
the president and the American am­
bassador, Edwin V. Morgan, at his 
left. The breakfast was attended by 
the cabinet ministers, the presidents 
of the senate and the chamber of dep­
uties, the judges of the Supreme 
court, the mayor of Rio Janeiro and 
members of the municipal council and 
other public officials.

Mrs. Roosevelt and Mias Margaret 
Roosevelt, accompanied by several 
members of their party, paid a visit to 
Pao Delasucar, the ascent of the 
mountain being made by the aerial 
railroad.

FARM TEACHING IS PLANNED

Hoerta Win* in Lower California.
Calexieo, C*l.—In the Lower Cali­

fornia elections Sunday General Vic­
toriano Huerta received a majority of 
the few rotes cast. Huerta and Blan- 
quet were the only candidate!, al­
though one arbitrary vote was caat for 
Felix Dias and one for Gamboa.

Experiment Stations May Be Put 
on Irrigated Land.

Washington, D. C.—Plans are under 
way for the establishment of practical 
demonstration farms on each govern­
ment reclamation project.

Secretary Lane had a confetence 
with Secretary Houston and Assistant 
Secretary Halloway, of the Agricul­
tural department, and counseled them 
to enlist the services of experienced 
irrigation farmers and place them on 
the several government projects with 
a view to having them instruct set­
tlers as to the use of irrigation water, 
the kinds of crops to put out and how 
to cultivate the soil.

Secretary Lane’s idea ia to obtain 
the highest possible efficiency from the 
irrigated lands.

Civil Service Cut Down.
Washington, D. C.—President Wil­

son Thursday signed the bill excluding 
deputy United States marshals and 
deputy collectors of internal revenue 
from the operation of the civil service 
law. In doing so he denied that the 
spirit of the law was in danger of be­
ing violated. He concluded:

"My warm support both of the prin­
ciples and of the bona fide practice of 
civil service reform is known to the 
whole country, and there is no danger 
that the spoils principle will creep in 
with my approval or connivance.”

Crowd* Out for Sulzer.
New York—William Sulzer entered 

Thursday night on the campaign which 
he hopes will result in his return to 
public office as an assemblyman in the 
state legislature. In a series of 
speeches in the Sixth assembly dis 
trict, where he is the candidate on the 
Progressive ticket, he attacked 
Charles F. Murphy and the court of 
impeachment which removed him from 
the office of governor.

The meeting hall did not hold all 
who wished to hear him, and he made 
open air addresses in the street.
