to Take Ten Days’ Rest.

Washington, D. C.—President Wil­
son hag decided not to hold a public re­
ception in the White House on New 
Year’s Day. In this he has shattered 
a custom cherished of the people and 
has done away, temporarily, at any 
rate, with the one chance of the year 
for all people, irrespective of race, re­
ligion or color, to sec the inside of the 
executive mansion and to shake hands 
with the President. It is announced 
that during the holiday recess of con­
gress the President will take a 10-day 
vacation.

That the decision of Mr. Wilson not 
I to receive the people on the holiday 
will be resented in Washington is cer- 

j tain. The color question, just now a 
thorny one to the administration, en­
ters into the case. Negro men and 
women in large numbers every year 
have seized the opportunity to get into 
the White House and to see the Presi- - 
dent. They will say that this is a de­
velopment of the Democrats' segrega­
tion scheme.

The different civic and military or­
ganizations always have attended the 
New Year’s receptions in bodies. The 
Grand Army and Sons of Veterans, the 
Loyal Legion and other societies have 
made it a marked day. The one chief 
thing, however, to cause resentment 
will be the shutting out from the 
White House on the holiday occasion 
of the ordinary man and the ordinary 
woman, who at semi-public receptions 
cannot get inRide the palings of the 
White House fence.

The President will go South to some 
quiet place where he can play golf and 
enjoy the seclusion and privacy of 
which he is so fond when on a vaca­
tion. _______________

Mr. Gray, speaking on “ The Reor­
ganization of the Bar as a Necessary 
Means to Justice, ” told his brethren 
that present day trials were farces 
and that the legal profession had be­
come “ malodorous.” He advocated 
the establishment of trial bureaus, 
composed of qualified lawyers, paid 
out of the public treasury.

Washington, D. C.—In the presence 
of a brilliant assemblage of disting­
uished guests, Miis Jessie Woodrow 
Wilson, second daughter of the Presi­
dent, and Francis Bowes Sayre were 
married in the famous old east room 

| of the White House at 4 :30 p. m. 
Tuesday.

It was a ceremony of pronounced 
simplicity. The decorations were ex­
tremely simple and even the bride’s 
wedding gown was far from being 
elaborate.

Miss Wilson, leaning on the arm of 
her father, and attended by her maids, 
entered the east room from the main 
apartment of the White House. On a 
dais erected before the altar near the 
east window Francis Bowes Sayre, his 
attendants and the Rev. Sylvester W. 
Beach, pastor of the Presbyterian 
church, Princeton, N. J., awaited the 
arrival of the bridal party.

In almost the very spot where took 
place the weddings of Miss Nellie 
Grant and Algernon Sartoris, and Mias 
Alice Roosevelt and Representative 
Nicholas Lonjfworth, Miss Wilson be­
came the thirteenth White House 

| bride.
Despite the failure of the diplomats 

to appear in court dress, the east room 
presented a magnificent picture, the 
brilliant gowns of the many fashion­
ably dressed women contrasting with 
the sombre black of the frock coats of 
the senators, diplomats, representa­
tives and friends and relatives of the 
Wilson and Sayre families.

Velvet and plush cords roped off the 
room into sections and formed an aisle 
along which the bridal party proceeded 
to the altar, as the Marine band play­
ed the wedding march.

Invitations were handled in a way 
typical of President Wilson. Wash­
ington residential society, which re­
ceived great recognition at the hands 
of Colonel Roosevelt, was almost to­
tally ignored. Besides the diplomatic 
corps, some of the leading members of 
the president's cabinet, the members 
of the Supreme court and a few de­
partment and bureau heads, almost all 
of the guests were personal friends of 
the Wilson and Sayre families.

The wedding presents, valued at 
more than $100,000, were distributed 
through the spare rooms of the White 
House, but were kept under the 
watchful eyes of a score of secret ser­
vice men. Every precaution was
taken to protect the president's family 
and the wedding guests. Secret serv­
ice men were freely scattered through 
the White House and about the 
grounds of the executive mansion.
