CANCER MICROBE FOUND
BY NOTED SCIENTIST

Montpelier, France—Dr. Bose, pro-
fessor of pathological anatomy at the
University of Montpelier, who has
been making extensive investigations
into eancer, declares he has discovered
the microbe of the disease. It is of
the protozoa type and is found prici-|
pally in water. A large number of in- |
pects, fish and warm blooded animals
act as carriera,

Professor Bosc says he has traced |
several cases of cancer to insect bites
and pricks from fish bones. He has |
also found intestinal eancer prevalent
in villages where snails are eaten in
large quantities,
