This 
is an especially bad time to go to 
Panama looking for opportunities.

Portland, Or.—Oregon and Idaho di­
vided honors at the Pacific Interna­
tional Livestock Show at the Portland 
stockyards.

It was an O'sgon herd—that of J. 
B. Stump & Son, of Monmouth—that 
swept everything before it in the Jer­
sey cattle division, and it was the 
University o f Idaho exhibit that made 
almost a clean record in the fat sheep 
and the fat steer competitions.

The Stump family added further to 
its honors by winning four champion­
ships and two grand championships 
with their Berkshire hogs.

Competition among the bog classes 
was confined principally to Oregon en­
tries. R. W. Hogg, of Salem, took 
high honors in the Poland China divis­
ion and E. Schoel, of Albany, in the 
Chester White division.

In the Holstein division o f dairy 
cows the famous herd of Monroe & 
Co., of Spokane, took a number of 
blue ribbons. “ Corona Clothilde de 
Koi II Girl,”  a Monroe entry, was 
given first place among Holstein cows, 
8 years old and over, in a field of 11 
entries. Professor Grout, of Duluth, 
who judged Hosteins and Ayrshires, 
studied for more than an hour before 
making his decision on this lot.

It is probable that Kasper Jenny, of 
Brush Prairie, a heretofore inactive 
Holstein breeder, will take high honors 
with his aged Holstein bull, which al­
ready has won the blue l.Dbon in his

The Holstein herd o f W. K. Newell, 
of Gaston, Or., also has made a good 
showing.

G. M. Harvey, o f Salem, won honors 
in Duroc Jersey hogs, the University 
of Idaho in Oxford Dawn sheep, and 
J. L  Chapman in carload lots of sheep.

Visitors at the Livestock Show 
crowded about the Jersey building, not 
so much to see the judging as to visit 
“ Ula of Fairacres, ”  the yearling 
heifer of the Stump herd that recently 
won the campionship of the world at 
the National Dairy Show in Chicago. 
In fact the whole Stump herd came in 
for much attention.

Tom Dempsey, of Westerville, O., 
who judged the Jerseys, says that the 
Stump herd is competent to compete 
against anything in America.

“ I am surprised at the quality of 
stock I found out here,”  said Demp­
sey. “ This is a strictly Western 
show. There is no Eastern stuff here, 
but the whole display is much better 
than many that I have seen in the 
East.

“ While I say that the Stump herd 
has a right to show against the East­
ern breeders, I am not saying that the 
other Jerseys are not competent to en­
gage in the same competition. I 
speak of the Stump cattle principally 
because they made the best record.”

New Election Is Called
In Republic of Mexico

Mexico City—The Mexican congress 
has nullified the late presidential elec­
tions, and new elections are called for 
next July.

Congress, according to this action, 
expects General Huerta to remain in 
the presidency for at least seven 
months more and if the time necessary 
for the selection and installation o f his 
successor is taken into consideration, 
it will be well toward the end o f Sep­
tember next year before he yields his 
power to another.

In voting that the recent presiden­
tial election was null the deputies de­
cided to fix the first Sunday in July, 
1914, as the date for the new election.

They also confirmed the position of 
General Huerta as provisional presi­
dent until then.

The action o f the deputies was ac­
companied by no debate. The meas­
ure also provides for the election of a 
new congress, since the one elected to 
take the place of that dissolved by 
Huerta is to serve out an unexpired 
term, which would terminate on Sep­
tember 15.

The reason given for nullifying the 
election was the insufficiency of the 
number of votes cast.

50-Pound Packages Carried in 
First Two Zones.

W eight Lim it in Outer Zones In ­
creased to 20 Pounds--Books 

May Go at Parcel Rates.

Washington, D. C. — Postmaster 
General Burleson’s policy to increase 
the weight limit o f parcel post pack­
ages in first and second zones from 
20 to 50 pounds, to admit books to the 
parcel post and to reduce ratea in the 
third, fourth, fifth and sixth zones, 
was approved by the Interstate com- 

, merce commission.
The maximum weight of parcels to 

all zones beyond the second was in­
creased from 11 to 20 pounds.

The commission's “ consent”  to the 
proposed change was transmitted in 
three letters from Chairman Clark to 
Postmaster General Burleson. The 
approved changes in rates and 
weights, to be in effect January 1,

> 1914, are as follows:
To reduce the rates in the third zone 

from 7 cents for the first pound and 5 
cents for each additional pound, to 6 
cents for the first pound and 2 cents 
for each additional pound.

To reduce rates for the fourth zone 
from 8 cents for the first pound and 6 
cents for each additional pound, to 7 
cents for the first pound and 4 cents 
for each additional pound.

To reduce the rates for the fifth 
zone from 9 cents for the first pound 
and 7 cents for each additional pound, 
to 8 cents for the first pound and 6 

i cents for each additional pound.
To reduce the rates for the sixth 

zone from 10 cents for the first pound 
and 9 cents for each additional pound, 
to 9 cents for the first pound and 8 
cents for each additional pound.

“ It seems obvious,”  Bays the com- 
| mission, ‘ ‘ that the service to the the 
j public will be promoted by these 
changes, provided the revenue from 
the service is not less than the cost 
thereof. Your experiences and sta­
tistics seem to show clearly that the 
revenue will not be less than the cost 
of the service.”

Queer Stamps for Polar Expeditions.
Most Arctic and Antarctic explorers 

have taken a special supply of stamps 
with them for their use. When the 
Terra Nova left for New Zealand on 
November 29, 1910, for instance, she 
had on board $500 worth of New Zea­
land penny stamps overprinted with 
the words “ Victoria Land.”

Capt. Scott was specially made posf- 
master of the Brit’sh Antarctic—an 
appointment first held by Sir Ernest 
Shackleton, in 1907.

The stamps used by the Shackleto 
expedition were the ordinary New Zea­
land stamps surcharged with the 
words "King Edward VII Land,” says 
Answers. More than 23,000 of these 
stamps were issued, and, though only 
penny ones, they are now worth 26 
shillings each unused and are getting 
more valuable every year.

The stamps used by Capt. Scott and 
his expedition will naturally become 
extremely valuable.

The Australian Antarctic expedition, 
under Mr. Mawson, which also has 
met with an unfortunate mishap, used 
the stamps of Tasmania, cancelled 
with a special postmark, showing in 
the center a figure of a penguin. The 
stamps used by the Terra Nova ex­
pedition were also cancelled by a de­
sign noticeable for the figure of a 
penguin.

The German South Polar expedition 
of 1911 had a special stamp of its owd 
manufacture, showing a picture of it 
ship, the Deutschland.

Santo Domingo AffairsCause Battleship Trip
Washington, D. C.— Reports recent­

ly emanating from official sources 
have said that the United' States 
steamship Dolphin, which sailed Mon­
day for Santo Domingo, is being sent 
there in connection with the “ observ­
ation”  of elections to be held in De­
cember, ostensibly for the purpose of 
insuring fairness in the elections. It 
is said on reliable authority, however, 
that the State department is confront­
ed with a grave situation in the con­
duct of its affairs in Santo Domingo.

It is learned that certain funds of 
the Dominican government, held tem­
porarily in the custody o f an official 
appointed by the President o f the 
United States, have been transferred 
from the Bank of St. Mitchellens to 
the Banco National without authority 
from Washington.

The American minister o f Santo 
Domingo, James Mark Sullivan, wrote 
to the receiver general of customs, 
Walter Vick, authorizing him to 
make this transfer of funds. The 
owner o f the Banco Nacional, N. M. 
Jarvis, was a friend o f Mr. Sullivan’B 
before his appointment as minister.

The power to grant such authority 
lies solely with the officials o f the 
bureau of insular affairs of the War 
Department. It was said at the bu­
reau o f insular affairs that the trans­
fer was not made on orders.

Before being ground the rice must 
go through a roasting or drying pro­
cess and this is done near where the 
grain is harvested. A machine devis­
ed and built for this purpose by Mr. 
Vance is capable of roasting 1200 
pounds in six minutes. As far as 
known this is the first time an at­
tempt has been made to manufacture 
flour from wild rice. The raw ma 
terial is plentiful and practically the 
only cost will be the gathering am 
grinding, no seeding or soil prepara 
tion being necessary.

The Indians call 
themselves Porocotos, Ajamaras, and 
Zaparas.
