““The repeal of the law ecannot be
construed to be a construction of the
treaty. It is simply a refusal on the
part of the United States to raise that
question in that way."'

Discussing the President's right to
expect the support of congress when
he deals with international questions,
Secretary Bryan adds: “'The chief
executive speaks for the nation in in-
ternational affairs and it is only fair to
assume that he speaks 'advisedly when
he declares that intercourse with other
nations is seriously embarrassed by
the free tolls law which he seeks to re-
peal.'’

Find Tusk of Ancient

Oune tusk of the great pig lacks just
a fraction of being 10 inches long,
while the other is broken off at the tip.

Villa and Huerta Would
Not Unite Against U. S.

Juarez, Mexico—The startling de-
velopments at Tampico in point of in-
terest felt here far exceeded that in
the reports of a new victory by the
rebel forces at San Pedro.

No official would lend his name to
comment on the situation, but one man
in a confidential constitutionalist posi-
tion declared that under no ecircum-
stances would the rebels join with
Huerta against a common enemy.

“In case of a foreign invasion Gen-
erals Villa and Carranza long ago
agreed that they would simply content
themselves with opposing any armed
force which entered rebel territory,'
said this informant.

It is known that Villa would find it
practically impossible to co-operate
with Huerta. Huerta, it is related, at
the battle of Rellano two years ago
compelled the proud and arrogant
Villa, then serving under him, to get
on his knees and apologize for some
offense, Later Huerta threw him'into
prison in Mexico City, where Villa
learned to read and write. He finally
escaped and made his way north,
where, on the assassination of Madero
and the elevation of Huerta to the pro-
visional presidency, he started a revo-
lution and in due time joined other in-
surgents under the supreme chiefship
of Venustiano Carranza.

Villa Reports Complete
Rout of Superior Force

Juarex, ex.—The rebel wounded
during a si¢ days’ battle at San Ped-
ras de los Colonias, east of Torreon, is
placed at 500 in an official report of
General Villa to General Carranza,

The combined forces of the federals,
said to have numbered 12,000 to 15,-
000, were defeated by 10,000 or 12,000
rebels, according to the report,

General Carranza forwarded the re-
port to Rafael Zubaran, his secretary
of the interior, who remained here af-
ter Carranza and other officials re-
moved the provisional capital to Chi-
huahua.

General Villa's report reads :

“I have the honor to communicate
to you that after six days' of terrifie
fighting the town of San Pedras de los
Colonias was evacuated by the enemy,
which was under the command of Gen-
erals Velasco, Demoure, Maas snd
others.

‘“Before the evacuation they set fire
to the greater part of the city, In
these moments my troops are taking
possession of the city. Tomorrow 1
will forward details of the battle. My
only regret is that 500 of my troops
were wounded in the assaults, | have
captured 700 prisoners. | hopé that
the great sacrifice of human blood will
be for the welfare of our country.’”

Valves Are Treated.

New York—Dr. Alexis Carrel, head |
of the Rockefeller Institute and win-
ner of a Nobel prize for science, dis-|
cussed Saturday his latest experiment |
in surgery of the heart before the
n Surgical association, These
experiments were performed on dogs,
idea of developing methods |
and technique which can now be suc-
cessfully applied to human subjects. |

“In several recent instances,'’ Dr. |
Carrel said. “1 have succeeded in
clamping en masse the neck or pedicle
of the heart, thus shutting off the cir-
culation of the blood for two or three
minutes and giving opportunity for a

rapid opeartion on the aortic and pul-
monary valves. After the operation
was completed and the clamps re-

moved, the heart resumed its pulsa-
tion, and after a short time the pulsa-
tions become regular. An interrup-
tion of circulation for a much longer
period is undoubtedly possible, so that
operations of & more complicated na-
ture could be performed.

“In no case were there any acci-
dents nor was there any need of mas-
saging the heart when the interrup-
tion of the circulation did not exceed
two and one-third minutes. The val-
ves were generally exposed by an in-
cision about an inch and a half long,

Federal Reserve Banks
Defended By Committee

Washington, D, C,—The Federal re-
serve bank organization committee has
issued a statement defending its
choice of reserve bank cities and defi-
nition of reserve districts. It was the
first official answer made to ecriticisms
voiced in congress and heard from
cities which sought reserve banks but
failed to get them,

For the first time some of the sta-
tistics used by the committee in reach-
ing its conclusions were made public,

Particular attention was given to
the committee’s reasons for choosing

Atlanta, Ga., and Dallas, Tex., in
preference to New Orleans; for select-
ing Richmond, Va., instead of Balti-

more, and for naming Kansas City in-
stead of Denver, Omaha or Lincoln,
Neb. The committee called attention
to the fact that since 37 cities were
applicants and only 12 were named, 25
had to be disappointed.

“With so many conflicting claims,"’
said the statement, ‘“‘someone had to
judge. Congress constituted the com-
mittee a court and gave the Federal
Reserve Board the power of review,
Disappointed competitors should seek
a remedy through the orderly process
the law prescribes.

Radium Tests Under Way.

Washington, D. C.—Debate in the
senate on the bill for the governmen-
tal control of the radium-bearing lands
of the West was opened Saturday by
Chairman Walsh, of the mines com-
mittee,

Emphasizing the importance of the
measure, Senator Walsh said radium-
bearing lands were not only to be
found in Colorado and Utah, but in
Montana, and probably would be found
in other states.

He added that the bureau of mines
and two eminent doctors were conduct-
ing experiments in the methods of
producing radium, which, if success-
ful, would hc given to the publie,

Idle Leader Sentenced.

Los Angeles—"'Captain’' Frank Kel-
ley, the only one of the disrupted
“army’’ of unemployed to be brought
to trial, was sentenced to 60 days' im-
prisonment without the option of a
fine, After the decision of the jury
was announced, 105 or 109 men arrest-
ed changed their minds about going to
trial, pleaded guilty and were released
on suspended sentences, Four men re-
main in jail. One of these is Morris
Rose, formerly ‘‘General’’ in ecom-
mand, who was deposed and later ar-
rested for vagrancy.

Deadly Tick Is Studied.

Washington, D, C.-—A new line of
attack upon the tick of the Rocky
Mountain regions, which is charged
with causing the dreaded spotted or
Rocky Mountain fever, has been ar-
ranged by Assistant Secretary of the
Treasury Newton in charge of the
Public Health serviee. Mr. Newton
authorized Surgeon L. D. Frick, sta-
tioned at Vietor, Mont., to hire 1000
sheep for three months to study the
habits of the tick, which is sup-
posed to find peace and quiet in sheep
wool.
