were sustained as valid Tuesday by 
the Supreme court, which held, a t the 
same tim e, th a t the long and shorthaul 
clause of the in tersta te  commerce law 
was constitutional. Both had been a t­
tacked by the transcontinental ra il­
roads.

The defunct Commerce court, pass­
ing over the constitutional question, 
had annulled the orders on the ground 
tha t the Commission had no authority  
to issue “ b lanket”  or “ zone”  orders, 
and m ight act only on the reasonable­
ness of specific rates. In overturning 
tha t contention and holding th a t the 
Commission did have such power, the 
Supreme court decided a point which 
lawyers and close observers of the In­
te rs ta te  Commerce commission’s pro­
cedure say is of equal importance to 
the interm ountain ra te  case itself, if 
not greater.

Opposition to the 5 per cent increase 
in fre igh t rates being asked by the 
E astern railroads, and upon which the 
In te rs ta te  Commerce commission is 
expected to  announce its  decision at 
any tim e, had been based principally 
upon the contention th a t the commis­
sion did not have authority  under the 
law to g ran t such a “ b lanket”  in­
crease. Copies of the court’s decision 
were sent immediately to the commis­
sion for its guidance.

W hat the effect, if  any, of the de­
cision upon the ra te  case may be can 
only be the subject of conjecture.

As to the interm ountain rate  orders 
themselves, however, the ir effect is 
tha t such W estern cities west of the 
Rocky mountains as Reno, Spokane 
and Phoenix will not be forced to  pay 
upon the ir fre igh t from the E ast the 
regular ra te  through to  the Pacific 
Coast and then also another ra te  from 
the Pacific back to  the ir stations, be­
cause the railroads are competing w ith 
water-borne traffic around Cape Horn 
or through the Panama canal.

Hindus on Japanese Vessel 
Reluse to Let Ship Sail

Vancouver, B. C.— Rights of 376 
Hindus aboard the Japanese steam er 
Kom agata Maru to  enter Canada as­
sumed a serious aspect Saturday when 
the Hindus took absolute command of 
the vessel and intim idated the 30 
members of the crew, who had made 
preparations for ge tting  up steam and 
leaving the harbor. The Hindus 
warned the crew they would fight 
ra ther than allow the anchor to be 
lifted. The crew was held in terror.

Furtherm ore, it was announced th a t 
newspapers in India had bared an a l­
leged conspiracy to  overthrow the 
B ritish governm ent in th a t country. 
This plot, it is alleged, has been abet­
ted by Hindus who have succeeded in 
gaining entrance to America.

This, coupled w ith the fact th a t the 
two Japanese warships which have 
been touring the Pacific Coast and vis­
iting  American cities are due there 
Sunday morning, has given an unex­
pected turn to the situation, which 
threatens to  take the controversy out­
side the pale of im m igration laws.

Yale Rowing Crew Beats 
Harvard by Four Inches

New London, Conn.— By a m argin of 
four inches Yale won the varsity  four- 
mile eight-oared race in the Thames 
river Saturday a fte r a struggle which 
will stand out in rowing history.

Through a four-mile lane of steam 
yachts and motorboats the 16 crewmen 
toiled a t the crimson-and- blue-tipped 
oars as no galley slave ever labored 
under the lash, while thousands of 
spectators shrieked hysterically.

When the knife-like prows of the 
racing shells had cut past the final line 
of flags and oarsmen dropped w ith 
heaving chests, few of the thousands 
knew w hether victory had perched 
upon the bow of the Yale or the H ar­
vard racing craft.

| for women and a burst of giving which 
poured $20,000 in comparatively small 

1 sums into the treasury of the federa­
tion and completed the endowment 
fund of $100,000.

When the women started  out to  get 
the fund they evolved a plan whereby j 
for $50 the g iver may name some per-1 

i son or organization to  be listed on j 
| the honor membership roll; $100 ad-! 
m its to  the roll of honor, and $500 to 
the founder’s list.

Mrs. Percy V. Pennypacker, the 
president, s tarted  things w ith an elo­
quent plea for funds and New York 
s ta te  responded w ith a statem ent tha t 
the women of tha t s ta te  had completed 
their share of the endowment w ith 
$4700. O ther sta tes followed su it and 
several women paid for the distinction 
for the ir husbands.

Mrs. Robert J . Burdette spoke for 
the p re ss :

“ My husband is a new spaperm an.” 
she said. “ My two sons are newspa­
permen and 1 have ink on my thumbs.
I will give $100 to place the press on 
the honor list. ”

The program comm ittee under-esti­
m ated the in terest felt in the confer­
ence of the legislatutive committee 
and the chairman of departm ents and 
assigned it to a separate hall. The 
crowd was so g rea t here th a t the F ire 
departm ent protested and the auditor­
ium, which was vacant for the a f te r­
noon, was taken and every seat was 
filled.

Roosevelt Will Not Enter 
Fall Political Campaign

London — Colonel Theodore Roose­
velt is suffering from an affection of 
the larynx as a d irect result of the 
hardships he endured in his recent 
Brazilian trip , which will effectually 
prevent him from tak ing  part as an 
orator in the political campaign in the 
U nited S tates th is fall and compel 
him to exercise the g rea test care for 
some months to come.

“ This is my answer to those who 
wanted me to go into a  cam paign,”  
said Colonel Roosevelt in describing 
the condition of his throat. “ If  any­
one expected me to do so, I cannot 
now .”

The announcement of the ex-presi­
d en t’s disability  was a fte r  he had paid 
a v is it to Sir St. Clair Thompson, pro­
fessor of laryngology and physician of 
diseases of the nose and th roat in 
K ings College hospital, a specialist 
whom he had consulted when he was 
in London in 1910.

The exertion of addressing the 
Royal Geographical society recently 
brought about a culmination of the 
weaknesses which Colonel Roosevelt’s 
friends observed on his arrival in 
London.

I t  was on account of th roat trouble 
th a t he insisted on speaking in a smell 
hall instead of a large one in which 
the society had wished to hold the 
m eeting in order to accommodate the 
greut number who had sought to ob­
tain  seats.

Threatens Arrest o f Carden.
Verva Cruz—B ritish subjects who 

arrived here from Mexico City report­
ed a recent clash between President 
H uerta and Sir Lionel Carden, the 
B ritish m inister. The dispute arose 
over the advice volunteered by Sir 
Lionel th a t the de facto president 
should resign and leave the country 
immediately.

French to Tax Incomes.
P aris—The French government has 

issued regulations under which a tax 
of 5 per cent is to be collected on in­
comes received in France from foreign 
stocks, bonds and securities of w hat­
ever form, including government 
bonds. The regulations go into force 
July 1. The regulations are in tricate  
and detailed. They require hanks to 
keep a record of ail coupons, checks or 
o ther instrum ents of credit used to 
tran sfe r or collect in terest from 
abroad. Severe penalties are to he in­
flicted for seeking to evade the law.

Fancy Trunks Are Doomed.
D etroit— Freak trunks, embellished 

w ith conica protuberances, slant sides 
and unusual tops, soon may be unpop­
ular among the best trunk society.

AIR MANEUVERS 
FATAL TO NINE

Bipiane Explodes Big Dirigible 
When Two Collide.

Army Officers Obey Orders to Con­

Vienna—Nine terrib ly  burned and 
m utilated bodies, the splintered frag­
ments of an aeroplane and the charred 
rem nants of a big dirigible balloon are 
the mute records of one of the most 
tragic d isasters since man learned to 
fly.

The catastrophe, which resulted in 
the death of ull concerned, followed a 
mimic attack  by the aeroplane on the 
dirigible a t a g rea t height a t  the Aus­
trian  army maneuvers, and it served to 
show, more than any previous accident 
to flying machines has done, the hor­
rors th a t would be likely to attenud 
aerial w arfare.

The d irigible m ilitary balloon Kocrt- 
ling left Fisehamend, a m arket town 
11 miles from Veinna. She was in 
command of Captain Johann Haus- 
w irth. A t the lapse of half an hour a 
m ilitary aeroplane of the biplane type, 
w ith L ieutenant F latz and L ieutenant 
Hoosk aboard, started  in pursuit.

I t  was the intention of Captain 
H auswirth to take photographs of the 
movements of troops below and then 
to join in the maneuvers. A t the 
same tim e he was to  keep out of range 
of any of the mosquito c raft which 
m ight seek to attack  him. The news 
had gone abroad th a t som ething in the 
nature of a sham aerial fight would 
take place, and a t Koenigsberg, the 
scene of the engagem ent, a big crowd 
had gathered.

Quickly the sm aller but much speed­
ier c raft overtook the big ariship.

As m ight a wasp bent on attacking 
some clumsy enemy, the aeroplane 
circled several tim es around the bal­
loon, now darting  close to her, and 
then away.

Meanwhile the balloon continued to 
rise until it  was about 1300 feet from 
the ground. The aeroplane, a t a still 
g rea te r height, maneuvered until it 
appeared to be nearly over the airship. 
Then it  made its  descent. I t  was the 
evident intention of the pilot of the 
aeroplane to take up a position di­
rectly above the dirigible w ithin s trik ­
ing distance, but, owing to  a fatal 
miscalculation, e ither of the distance 
separating  the two c raft or of speed, 
the nose of the biplane struck the en­
velope of the airship and ripped it 
wide open.

A tremendous explosion followed; 
the balloon burst into flames, which 
enveloped the biplane, and in a mo­
m ent the wreckage began to  drop, 
crashing a t length like lead to the 
slope of a hill.

Male Suffragist Pitched
Into Lake by Crowd

London — A nearby artificial lake 
gave a big crowd a unique opportunity 
Sunday to  vent its w arth on suffragist 
in terrup ters of David Lloyd-George, 
chancellor of the exchequer, who spoke 
at Denmark Hill, in the south of Lon­
don, but chivalrous discrim ination was 
employed as between the men and 
women disturbers, the women being 
chased off the grounds and the men be­
ing ducked in the lake.

The man who fared w orst was a 
clergyman, said to  he a member of 
Sylvia Pankhurst's E ast End army.

U ndeterred by the fate  th a t had be­
fallen other disturbers, he demanded 
to know why the governm ent had not 
given votes to women. The spectators 
rushed and carried him off his fee t and 
pitched him headlong into the lake, 
from which, a fte r  frequent immer­
sions, he was rescued in a half-drowned 
condition.
