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GERMANY CALLS 
WAR ON RUSSIA

Great European Conflict Begun; 
England Stands Aloof.

Situation Is Germany and Austria 
Against Russia, France and 

Servia—Italy Neutral.

London—Events in the European 
crisis developed Sunday with startling 
rapidity. The German ultimatum to 
Russia, demanding that Russia cease 
the mobilization of her army, expired 
at noon, and at 5:15 o ’clock in the af­
ternoon the German emperor signed a 
mobilization order.

At 7 :30 o ’clock the German ambass- 
| ador at St. Petersburg delivered a dec­
laration of war in the name of his gov­
ernment to the Russian government, 
and the entire staff of the embassy 

| immediately left St. Petersburg.
Although, after the warlike speeches 

delivered by the German emperor 
j and the imperial chancellor at 
| Berlin on Friday, no other result could 
j  be expected, hopes that the dread 
I event might be averted had been 
raised by the intervention of King 
George in St. Petersburg. Hence the 
actual declaration of war had not been 
expected for another day or two.

Now the die is cast and Europe is to 
be plunged into a general war, which 
has been the apprehension of European 
statesmen for generations. It is now 
only a question of how soon a state of 
actual war will exist between Germany 
and France.

Placards were posted in Paris calling 
for general mobilization, and the Ger­
man ambassador, although he had not 
been handed his passports, was prepar­
ing to leave the French capital.

It is not known exactly at what hour 
Germany’s ultimatum to France, ask­
ing that country to define what atti­
tude she would assume in case of a 
war by Germany and Austria against 
Russia, was to expire, but it is be­
lieved it will not be long before diplo­
matic relations will be ruptured or war 
declared.

The German emperor and his advis­
ers have maintained to the last that 
they made supreme efforts for the sake 
of peace, and the last of the series of 
earnest appeals from Emperor William 

j  to Emperor Nicholas, a telegram re­
pudiating responsibility for the calam­
ity threatening the world, on grounds 
that while Germany was engaged in 
mediating with Austria-Hungary at 
Russia’s request, Russia by her gen­
eral mobilization was threatening Ger­
many's safety.

Americans in Paris Safe
But Many in Dire Need

Paris — The situation of Americans 
on account of the war crisis was much 

] worse Monday. Their panic was in­
creased by the closing of banks, Cook’s 
agency and American Express at noon. 
However, the latter two concerns met 

j  all paper with cash and promises to 
[ open soon.

The inability to secure money is the 
chief peril of the Americans, for there 
will be plenty of trains to boats after 
mobilization is over.

Ambassador Herrick, however, con­
siders the financial situation so crit­
ical, it is reported, he will ask Wash­
ington to send a swift cruiser with a 
cargo of gold to enable Americans to 

! cash their checks, at present useless.
| He also will ask for transports to fa- 
j  cilitate getting out of the country.

In case war is declared America will 
take over the business of the German 

j  embassy here, and in Berlin Ambassa­
dor Gerard will assume the business of 
the French embassy. This mutual ac­
commodation on the part of the United 
States will prevent any ill feeling 
toward American citizens in either 
country, assuming German business 
means a tremendous amount of work. 
Ambassador Herrick said there were 

I still 100,000 Germans in the country.
| In case they are given the order im­
mediately to leave France they will be 
herded over the Spanish frontier to 
the furthest point from home.

Germans’ Cable-Cutting Fails.
Copenhagen — German torpedo boat 

destroyers, operating outside the Dan­
ish Sea terriotry, made an unsuccess­
ful attempt to cut the cable communi­
cation to Russia by way of Roedvig, 
Denmark.

The Fehmarn Bell is crowded with 
German dreadnaughts and other big 
warships, which are accompanied by 
transport vessels. A number of Rus­
sian vessels also have been observed in 
that vicinity. Nearly all the steam­
ship lines between Germany and Den­
mark have stopped their boats.

McReynolds Is Favorite.
Washington, D. C.—Senate leaders 

expect to see Attorney General McRey- 
nolds nominated for the Supreme court 
vacancy. At the White House the only 
statement available was that he was 
foremost in President Wilson’s consid­
eration. In official circles. Secretary 
Lane is regarded as a most likely suc­
cessor to Mr. McReynolds for attorney 
general. It was said the President had 
practically deterfmined to promote the 
attorney general to the vacancy on 
the Supreme bench court in succession 
to the late Associate Justice Lurton.

6000 Gather at Palace.
London—There was a scene of great 

enthusiasm outside Buckingham Palace 
Monday. A crowd of 6000 gathered 
before the palace, sang the national 
anthem, and called for King George, 
who, with Queen M-.ry, appeared on a 
balcony and bowed in response to 
cheers given for him and for France.

Japan lakes War More.
Tokio—The emperor has specially 

summoned the privy council to consid­
er Japan's attitude with relation to 
the European war. The emperor has 
asked Lieutenant General Oka, the 
minister of war, to report to him on 
the condition of the army.

Portland.
Portland — Only a small amount of 

local bupiness is under way in the j 
grain market. The wheat export situ­
ation showed no improvement, in fact 
was worse than ever, and shippers de­
cline to predict when there may be a 
change for the better, or how it is to 
be brought about. The tieing up of 
the Oriental trade has also closed any 
possible outlet in that direction.

Wheat prices are nominal. In some 
quarters club is quoted around 81 or 82 
cents, and by other dealers at 84 cents. 
No considerable quantity could be 
purchased at the lower figures and not 
much is wanted.

The barley market is sluggish and 
weak. The export barley trade is in 
tne same position as the wheat trade. 
Prices of both feed and brewing are 
nominal. December barley was quoted 
2 cents lower at 97 cents at San Fran­
cisco. The oats market was also in- j
active.

Much grain hay from the valley is 
being put on the market. Owing to 
the lack of warehouse room in the 
country, growers are forcing sale here 
at prices offered by dealers. Eastern 
Oregon timothy will begin moving in 
about two weeks.

Hens sold at 1317(14 
cents and springs were quoted at a 
wide range of 13 to 16 cents, accord­
ing to size.

Dressed meats were in small supply 
and prices were firm with an upward
tendency.

No changes were reported in the 
butter or cheese markets.

About 50 carloads of 
steers were sold and the best price 
realized was $7.50.

ALL EUROPE ON 
FULL WAR BASIS

Faint Peace Hope Seen in New 
Negotiations of Russia.

Communications Cut Off Between 
Countries. Trains Halt and 

Censorsnips General.

London — An extraordinary council 
of ministers held at Peterhof, accord­
ing to a St. Petersburg dispatch to the 
Times, was confronted Saturday night ! 
with a modified situation, resulting 
from assurances by the German am­
bassador, following messages ex­
changed between the Russian emperor, 
the German emperor and King George.

The impression among the ministers, 
the dispatch adds, is that Germany is j 
disposed to bring influences to bear up­
on Austria to resume diplomatic con­
versations on grounds acceptable to | 
the other European powers, and there 
seems some hope of a compromise.

London—There are only two factors 
giving the faintest hope of averting a 
general European war.

First—Russia and Austria are en-! 
gaged again in direct negotiations.

Second — Both Great Britain and 
France are using their utmost endeav­
ors in favor of peace.

On the other hand, Russia has or­
dered a general mobilization and Ger-

many has declared a state of siege, 
which is undoubtedly a prelude, if it 
does not cover, mobilization.

France has not yet mobilized, but 
cabinet councils, which sat until late 
at night, issued decrees establishing a 
moratorium and taking other action 
which could only be determined upon 
the eve of war. Unofficially the 
French army is being virtually mobil­
ized.

A circumstantial, though as yet un­
confirmed report, published in Rome, 
says that Germany is about to demand 
from both Russia and France the im­
mediate cessation of mobilization. 
Yet anothei rumor has it that the Ger­
man ambassador has notified the 
French government of his departure.

Great Britain is practically, though 
not officially, mobilized, and the small­
er European states, as a precaution, 
have ordered the mobilizatoion of their 
armies— Belgium, Holland and Switz­
erland, to protect their territory from 
being used as a highway for the bel­
ligerents; Norway, Sweden and Den­
mark to guard themselves on general 
principles.

Noted Socialist Leader
Is Slain in Restaurant

Paris—Jean Leon Juares, the noted 
Socialist leader, was assassinated Sat­
urday night when dining in a small res­
taurant near the bourse. The assas­
sin was arrested, but refused to dis­
close his identity. Later he was iden­
tified as Raoul Villain, 29 years old, 
and said to be the son of a clerk of 
the civil court at Rheims.

The minister of the interior, Ix/uis 
Malvy, on learning of the crime, left 
the meeting of the council and ordered 
precautions to be taken to prevent 
demonstrations.

M. Jaures was seated at a table near 
an open window, facing the Rue Mont­
martre, chatting with several Socialist 
deputies and the editors of the l’Hu- 
manite. As though by prearrange- 

■ ment, the curtain covering the window 
was lightly brushed aside and a hand, 
holding a revolver, was thrust 
through.

Before M. Jaures could move he re­
ceived two bullets in the head.

All Dispatches Refused.
Berlin — All dispatches refused by 

the authorities as objectionable are 
now being returned to the senders, and 
a rigid censorship on telegrams to all 
parts of the world has been put into 
operation. Official confirmation of the 
reported blowing up by Russian troop* 
of the railroad bridge between Gran- 
ica, Russian Poland, and Szozakova and 
Galicia, on the railroad from Warsaw 
to Vienna, was received here. Crown 
Prince Frederick William of Germany 
was appointed to the command of the 
First Division of the Imperial Guards.

Japan to Hold Off to Ixist.
San Francisco— "Japan will be the 

last nation to enter the vortex that is 
now threatening Europe,”  said Y. 
Numano, Japanese consul general at 
San Francisco, at a luncheon given by 
officials of the Panama-Pacific expoai- 
tion in honor of Haruki Yamawaki, 
Japanese commissioner general to the 
exposition. "In two wars within re­
cent years my county has shown what 
she can do in the art of war," said the 
consul general. "Here at thia exposi­
tion next year we hope to show what 

| we can do in the art of peace."

War News Makes Frenzy 
Among Wheat Traders

Chicago -The wildest scenes wit­
nessed in the wheat pit of the board of j 
trade here since the opening of the \ 
20th century were precipitated Wednes­
day by Austria’s declaration of war 
against Servia.

Transactions totaling nearly 100,- 
000,000 bushels sent prices skyward, 
the net rises being from 8J to 9i
cents.

Stories of fortunes made and lost 
were numerous, the most specific case 
of sudden riches being that of a here­
tofore obscure trader, who actually 
pocketed $25,000, which he had netted 
in an interval of exactly five minutes.

Hundreds of spectators thronged the 
galleries watching the traders strug-! 
gling in the pit.

The uproar was plainly audible in ] 
the streets surrounding the board of | 
trade building.

Although failures were momentarily 
looked for, there were none announced. 
Margins were being called for right 
and left, and to such a wide degree 
that it seemed certain the volume of 
business would be greatly restricted 
regardless of how high or low the 
market might go.

The risk of speculating at all in such 
a frenzied market formed strangley 
one of the elements that promised to 
bring about speedy order, notwith­
standing that the close was at the tip 
top of the excitement, with prices at 
the highest pinnacle reached.

How hazardous the situation was 
deemed was shown by the action of 
leading firms in demanding that all 
customers put up margins of 20 cents 
a bushel on every trade.

The first throb of excitement was 
given when the news came that quota­
tions had been discontinued at I’aris. 
Bullish feeling rose rapidly after ad­
vices were received that Germany 
would stand aloof from any peace con­
ference. Even after the bulletin of 
the declaration of war there was a 
check in the shape of a report that 
Servia had conceded everything asked. 
It was the dispatches later seeming to 
involve Russia and Great Britain that 
carried speculators completely off their 
feet.

In the end the market resolved itself 
into a spectacle of bulls frantically 
selling to bulls.

France Quietly Preparing
tor All-Europe Conflict

Paris—The French government and 
people appear to be quietly preparing 
for war. The government is simply 
awaiting the decision of Russia.

Troop trains are ready and repre­
sentatives of the army are on duty in 
the telegraph, telephone and post- 
offices. Large posters on the bulletin 
boards in the postoffices, city halls and 
other public buildings will apprise the 
soldier citizen of exactly the hour 
when his instructions become effective.

The cabinet met late Tuesday and 
received reports from ministers. If 
any decisions were reached they hsve 
been kept closely guarded. Abel 
Ferry, under secretary of foreign 
affairs, who took part in the cabinet 
council, is on his way to Dunkirk to 
meet President Poincare.

According to what is believed to be 
responsible opinion, there remains the 
possibility that when Austria has oc­
cupied some Servian territory she will 
in a day or two announce her intention 
not to proceed further, but to hold 
what she has taken until Servia gives 
competent guarantees that she will ob­
serve Austria’s wishes.

Russia would not then be likely to 
intervene, it is argued, except diplo­
matically, and negotiations appear to 
be going on at the present time be­
tween Austria and Russia.

On the announcement of war Paris 
became animated. There were patri­
otic demonstrations in the capital and 
many other cities throughout the re­
public, but there were also demonstra­
tions against the war.

Fear o f Gold Drain Allaged.
Washington, D. C.-—With nearly 

$1,300,000,000 in gold coin and bul­
lion stored in treasury vaults and about 
$600,000,000 more of coin in circula­
tion, treasury officials say that the 
United States had no cause for alarm 
over the tremendous shipments of gold 
from New York to war-clouded Eu­
rope. Secretary McAdoo explained 
that the country never w h s  in a better 
position to send some of its millions 
aboard and declared there was nothing 
to fear from the drain to meet Euro­
pean demands.

More Guns Landed.
Dublin — A consignment of 4000 

rifles for the Irish Nationalist Volun­
teers was landed in the night at New­
castle, on the coast of County Wicklow. 
The gun-runners evaded the coast 

| guards and police conveyed the weap­
ons to Dublin in motor cars. Two 
gunboats were in the bay at the time 
flashing their lights. The coroner’s 
inquest on the victims of Sunday’s 
fighting between the King’s Own Scot­
tish Borderers and the crowd, adjourn­
ed until Thursday at the request of the 
lawyers representing the soldiers.

Stand Drops 30 Women.
Tacoma, Wash. — Form all parts of 

the Northwest prominent anti-tubercu­
losis workers are in Tacoma to attend 
the annual meeting of the Washington 
State association for the Prevention 
and Relief of Tuberculosis and the 
Northwest Anti-Tubercular conference, 
which opened here. The delegates at­
tended the laying of the cornerstone 
of the new. $25,000 sanitarium being 
built by Pierce county. During the 
ceremony a scaffolding gave way, 
dropping 30 women into an excavation 
pit. Several were slightly bruised.

200,000 Attend Funeral.
Dublin— More thsn 200,000 persons, 

«tanding bareheaded and silent in the 
streets, saw the funeral procession of 
the three persons killed last Sunday 
when the King’s Own Scottish Bord­
erers fired into a mob in the course of 
an attepmt by the police and soldiers 
to seize arms which were being 
brought into Dublin for use by the 
Irish Nationalist volunteers. All shops 
were cloeed.

Triumphs of American Medlclns.
In 1914 medical science will save

570.000 lives In the United States, as 
a result of the progress that medicine 
has made In 24 years. Applying to 
the whole country the death rate that 
obtained in 1890 this year would wit­
ness the death of 1,960,000 people. Ap­
plying the death rate of 1912 the total 
number of deaths will approximate 1,-
390.000 people. Enough people to pop­
ulate a city like Baltimore will be 
saved in a single year by the progress 
of medical science. The whole world 
was stirred to the core when the Ti­
tanic went down, and yet the toll of 
500 Titanlcs would not be as great as 
the number of lives saved in a single 
year by medical science, comparing 
1890 with 1912.—Washington Post.
