T he  original "one-hoss sh a y ” is now 

at the  B erksh ire  m useum  of na tura l  
h is to ry  and art.  T h is  shay  was fea­
tu red  in a  poem. T he  old chaise  was 
p resen ted  to the  m useum  by Franc is  
W. Rockwell ,  who owned i t  for many 
years. It  w as formerly owned by the  
la te  Am asa Rice of Pit ts f ie ld  and his 
son. R obert  A. Rice, h a s  told Mr. 
Rockwell  of Oliver W endell  Holmes ' 
f requen t  visits  to exam ine  the  old 
chaise  during his residence  in P i t ts ­
field, 1848-1865, and it is believed th a t  
th is  is how Mr. Holmes gained his in­
spira tion  fo r  his famous poem, “The 
One-Hoss Shay.” Mr. Rockwell  wri tes  
th a t  th is  chaise  is over 100 years  old. 
I t  was form erly  the  p roperty  of Sam ­
uel McKay, one of P i t ts f ie ld ’s fi rs t  
c it izens in his day, 1793-1834. In the 
inventory  of his e s ta te  one item was 
"One gig and harness ,  $130."

Mr. McKay was in te res ted  in othei 
fo rm s of t rans it ,  for  record  shows 
t h a t  “ S. M. McKay, L em uel Pomeroy 
and  T. A. Gould were incorpora ted  
with  a  capital  of $240,000 as  the  P i t t s ­
field & W es t  S tockbridge  Railroad 
com pany .” Mr. McKay gained the  tit le  
"colonel” as one of the  governor's  m il­
i ta ry  aides.— Pittsf ie ld  (Mass .)  Cor­
respondence, Springfield Republican.

Harry Thaw has leased an estate in 
Manchester, N. H ., where he will 
spend the w inter.

Two unidentified victim s of the { 
wrecked steam er L eggett were or­
dered buried a t Newport, Oregon.

Twenty Eastern S ta r delegates and 
members were injured when a p lat­
form in Kansas City collapsed, precip­
ita tin g  400 persons.

L ieutenant Tassoni, under-secretary 
of s ta te  for war of Italy, has resigned, 
owing to a disagreem ent w ith General 
Grandi, the war m inister.

Italy  is ready to  make a protest to 
Turkey against the abolition of the 
capitulations at Constantinople, ac­
cording to a Rome dispatch to the 
Havas agency.

An official message from Constanti­
nople transm itted  from Amsterdam to 
the Central News says tha t the vic­
tim s of an earthquake in the province 
of Konia, Asia Minor, Saturday night, 
are estim ated a t 2500.

It is officially announced by Austria- 
Hungary, says a dispatch from Rome 
to the Havas agency, th a t General 
Von Aufifenburg, commanding the first 
A ustrian army, is ill. I t  is said the 
general has contracted cholera.

The historic annual banquet held by 
the New York chamber of commerce, 
has been postponed on account of the 
war, and the president of the chamber 
suggests the members give the price 
of each plate ($20) to the Red Cross.

An A ntwerp dispatch to  the London 
Daily Mail sa y s : “ King A lbert is to
be seen constantly in the danger zone. 
He is reported to have ascended in a 
balloon to  survey operations. The 
enemy shelled the balloon but the 
shells fell sh o rt.”

E ighteen steam ers of an aggregate 
tonnage of 29,581 have been sunk by 
German warships during September, 
according to a London board of trade 
report, while nine steam ers were de­
stroyed by mines in the North Sea in 
the same period, 75 lives being lost.

A Petrograd dispatch sta tes th a t a 
member of the Russian duma, who has 
ju s t returned from Galicia, declares 
tha t the Russians captured the heights 
between four and five m iles from 
Przemysl and th a t the A ustrians have 
several tim es vainly attem pted to  re­
take them.

“ G eneral”  Charles T. Kelley, who 
started  to lead an arm y of 1500 unem­
ployed men to  W ashington last spring, 
and whose followers were dispersed in 
Sacramento, Cal., by police officials 
and a fire hose, was released from the 
county ja il a fte r completing a six 
months’ sentence for vagrancy.

L etters received in London by com­
mercial firms w ith in terests in the 
Belgian Congo report th a t French and 
German traders have clashed a t a num­
ber of places, w ith some fatalities. 
The Belgian governm ent, the letters 
add, has placed guns on the boats on 
the Congo in order to resist German 
attacks.

A Petrograd dispatch to the Tele­
graph, dated Saturday night, says tha t 
nothing is ascertainable there of the 
reported battle  a t Cracow. News has 
been received a t Petrograd, says the 
dispatch, th a t Archduke Frederick has 
been replaced as commander-in-chief 
of the A ustrian forces by the heir pre­
sum ptive to  the A ustrian throne, 
Prince Charles Francis.

Telegraphing from Ostend, a corres­
pondent says: "T he steam er Ard-
mount, loaded w ith grain, which left 
Dover for Zebruge, Holland, struck a 
mine. H er crew of 35 were saved.” 
The steam er, a vessel of 3510 tons, 
commanded by Captain Ronald, sailed 
from Galveston Septem ber 9. The 
Ardmoant was owned by the Ashmount 
Steam ship company, Glasgow.

A $55,000 bond given by Jack John-1 
son, the colored prizefighter, was for­
feited in Chicago when Johnson failed 
to  appear in the U nited S tates court 
for re tria l on charges of violation of j 
the Mann w hite slave act in transport­
ing Belle Schreiber from P ittsburg  to 
Chicago. He was convicted on the 
first tria l, but was [given a new tria l 
because of error. Johnson was last 
heard from in Paris before the out­
break of the war.

The 38th German casualty list made 
public, contains about 8000 names. It 
includes th ree major generals, one 
killed and two wounded.

News from Petrograd indicates tha t 
w ithin a week a new Russian army 
1,000,000 strong will join the present 
arm ies in Poland and G alicia for "R us­
sia 's  principal attack  on G erm any.”

The London war inform ation bureau 
has made it  known th a t Indian troops 
were landed in France last Friday. 
The point o f landing was not revealed, 
but it is presumed th a t the troope dis­
embarked at Marseillea.

I t is officially announced at Vienna, 
according to  Rome dispatches to the 
Exchange Telegraph company, of Lon­
don, the A ustro-Hungary army concen­
tra ted  a t Cracow numbers 2,500,000.

Secretary Bryan, for the United 
States, and Ambassador B skhneteff, 
for Rusaia, signed a trea ty  binding 
the two nations to subm it all disputes 
th a t cannot be settled diplom atically 
to an international commission of five 
members for investigation during a 
period of a t least one year, during 
which hostilities may not be com­
menced.

Occupation of Island by 
Japanese Concerns U. S.

W ashington, I). C. —Declining in 
the absence oUall4the facts to} express 
any opinion as to whether the Japanese 
landing on the island of Ja lu it, one of 
the Marshall group in the Pacific! 
ocean, is in violation of the announce­
ment by the Japanese foreign office at 
the beginning of the war, th a t Jap an ’s 
operations would be confined to the 
Far East, Secretary Bryan was plainly 
expecting the early arrival of some 
official statem ent of the ultim ate pur­
pose of th is act.

Already the Japanese m ilitary  oper­
ations against the German concession 
in Shan Tung are being studied, prob­
ably animated by the appeal from the 
Chinese government against violation 
of Chinese in tegrity . The landing on 
the Marshall islands, however, has not i 
yet been made the subject of represen­
tations to the S tate departm ent, possi­
bly for the reason tha t there is no one 
in a position corresponding to  tha t of 
China.

In Samoa, i t  is pointed out by offi­
cials, the U nited S tates has a lively 
in terest in any change in the sover­
eignty of the group, as the German- 
owned islands are in close proxim ity to 
the American island of Tutila.

On the whole, official opinion is that 
while the U nited S tates is interested 
as would be any m aritim e power, 
since the group lies on the trade route I 
around Cape Horn and through the I 
S traits of Magellan to the Orient, the 
issue really is of much g reater con-1 
eem  to G reat B ritain. Because of the 
reluctance of the Brtish-A ustralian 
colonies to have the Japanese approach 
the ir continent, the B ritish govern­
ment itself is understood to have an 
explicit understanding w ith her ally, 
Japan, th a t the B ritish alone are free 
to  exploit the im portant German insu­
lar possessions in Micronesia and in 
New Guinea.

Democrat Caucus Proposes 
Heaviest la x  on Liquors

W ashington, D. C.—The caucus of 
senate Democrats on the war revenue 
bill falied to complete its  labors Wed­
nesday. Decision had been reached, 
however, th a t imposes the bulk oi the 
$100,000,000 emergency revenue meas­
ure on beer and whiskey, which will 
yield nearly $50,000,000 annually un­
der increased taxation.

The caucus also elim inated proposed 
taxes on gasoline and automobile sales 
and cut in two the proposed $2 per 
thousand tax on bank capital and sur­
plus. Consideration of various stam p 
taxes and emergency levies on per­
fum ery, cosmetics and proprietary 
medicines as proposed by the Demo­
crats of the senate finance committee, 
was not reached.

F irs t action of the caucus was to 
vote an increase in the proposed ex tra  
tax  on beer from 50 cents to 75 cents 
a barrel, to make the to tal tax  $1.75 a 
barrel, w ith a drawback of 5 per cent 
for purchase of revenue stam ps in ad­
vance.

The amendment, urged by Senator 
W illiams, of M ississippi, was carried 
by a large m ajority  a fte r  Senator 
Stone had made a vigorous speech 
against it. A special revenue tax  on 
rectifiers of distilled spirits of 5 cents 
a gallon also was adopted.

Together the proposed taxes on 
liquors would yield an annua! revenue 
of more than $50,000,000.

Democrats of the finance comm ittee 
had agreed to the house tax  of $1.50 a 
barrel on beer, which would yield, a t 
50 cents over the normal tax , an added 
revenue of $32,500,000 annually. The 
fu rther addition of 25 cents a barrel by 
the senate Democrats would yield an­
other $16,000,000. W ith the 5 per 
cent discount for prompt paym ent fig­
ured, the least to be derived from beer 
would be approxim ately $46,000,000.

English Help Japanese in 
Ising lau  Bombardment

Pekin—A communication received 
here from a German source in Tsing 
Tau, the fortified position in the Kiau 
Chau territo ry , sets forth th a t in a 
German sortie last Friday night the 
Germans lost one man killed and three 
wounded, while 25 Germans are m iss­
ing. A British battleship, according 
to this same information, has partic i­
pated in the bombardment of Tsing 
Tau. A German torpedo boat, re­
cently engaged w ith the Japanese, has 
returned to  the harbor undamaged. 
The German gunboat Jaguar was 
slightly damaged.

American 1» Released.
London—George S. Speetz, a racing 

man, who said he was in the employ of 
W. E. D. Stokes, and who was a rrest­
ed by Scotland Yard detectives on the 
charge of carrying le tters between 
London and Berlin, has been released 
at the request of the American ambas­
sador. He will sail for New York. 
Speetz was in charge of a racing stable 
at Vienna, and when the w ar began he 
came to London. Subsequently he 
made several trip s to Berlin, which 
a ttracted  the suspicion of Scotland 
Yard.

Von Kluck in Rad Place.
London—The Daily M ail’B corres­

pondent in France reports fighting in 
and around Douai, south of Lille, and 
considers tha t if  the French have 
reached Douai in force the situation 
of the German General Von Kluck 
must be desperate. “ General Von 
K luck,” the correspondent says, “ has 
had all the reinforcem ents which can 
be spared him, and yet finds him self 
outnumbered a t every point. The 
tim idity of the German outposts, who 
surrender when surprised, is strong 
evidence of the ir dem oralization.”

Blame Put on French.
London—The Amsterdam correspon­

dent of R euter’s Telegram company 
says tha t dispatches from Berlin deny 
indignantly the reported destruction 
by German troops of the property of 
M. Poincare, president of France, at 
Ribecourt. They declare th is proper­
ty  was the center of a heavy battle 
near Verdun, and th a t it  was bombard­
ed by French artillery. The charges 
of the Countess de Bays tha t the Ger­
man Crown Prince looted her chateau 
also are ridiculed. I t is declared tha t 
the Crown Prince never was in this 
mansion.

condition of the docks here and at the 
Sound ports.

Local buyers on the Exchange bid 
lower for club and red wheat, ottering 
94 cents for the form er and 88 « 89 
cents for the la tte r, but for forty-fold, 
bids were advanced half a cent to 984 
cents. Bluestem was unchanged at 
$1.024 bid.

W eakness was in evidence in the 
oats and barley m arkets. For spot 
oats, buyers offered $25.50 and for 
November oats, $26.50. For barley, j 
$20 was bid. Mill feed was unchanged, i

The English hop crop is turning out 
to be larger than as estim ated, j 
Every cable received in the past few ! 
days makes the quantity  g reater. The 
cables estim ated a yield of 500,0001 
cw t., and a cable sent by one of the 
largest London firms said the crop 
would be 600,000 cwt. E ither the 
English m erchants were badly fooled 
by the size of the crop before it was 
picked, for they estim ated it then at 
350,000 to 400,000 cwt., or they are! 
try ing by means of these big figures to 
get prices down. The m arket in 
London has gone off badly. A cable 
quotation being 50 to 90 shillings per 
cw t., equal to 10.71 to 19.29 cents per 
pound.

This break in London prices is not 
only a severe blow to the English hop 
growers, but it  is also carrying down 
hop prices on the Pacific Coast. The 
best price reported in the local m arket 
is 134 cents. The m arket stood a t 
th a t figure ju s t before the war. A fter 
hostilities began prices started  climb­
ing until they touched 18-19 cents and 
a fraction over. Now they are back 
again where they started . These low 
prices, if  they are m aintainel, will 
give the shorts an opportunity to cover 
their sales a t a  profit. Thousands of 
bales of Oregon hops were sold short 
for October delivery a t 14 to 18 cents. 
Two individual sales of 1000 bales 
each are known to have been made 
within th is range of prices. An active 
covering movement in the near fu ture 
can therefore be looked for.

There 
is no incentive to do so a t this time, 
since there is plenty of storage butter, 
and W ashington cream ery firsts are 
being turned out a t a greater ra te  than 
the trade can absorb.

T h ere  Is one  young man In W ash ­
ington, act ing  as sec re ta ry  to a  sena­
to r  from a  western  s ta te ,  who will be 
more careful In hls correspondence In 
the coming months. Ho Is a  diplomat 
and prides himself on hls tact,  but In 
one case  this spring  hls diplomacy 
was Just one too many.

The  sena to r  has frequently  been the 
recipient of  le t te rs  from people who 
sign some nom de plume, as "P ro  Bouo 
Publico.” “Anon,” “ E Plurlbus U num ” 
and similar  phrases.  Recently  a let­
t e r  cam e In regard  to the  se n a to r’s 
vote on the  Pan am a  tolls question, 
and the  ca ta rac t  of advice was signed 
simply “Fiat I.ux” a  t ran s la t io n  of 
which would be: "L et  th e re  be l ight.”
