GERMANS GAIN 
ANTWERP FORTS

Belgium Moves Seat of Govern­
ment to Ostend.

Western Wings Extended and Ad­
vance Guard Is Said to Hold 

Position Near Arras.

London—Dispatches from Amster­
dam Thursday say that the Germans 
continue to bombard Antwerp, that 
two more defending forts have fallen 
and that the Belgian government has 
been moved to Ostend.

Meanwhile the French account of 
j the battle of the Aisne says that the 
battle on the allies’ left wing contin­
ues with extreme violence, the line be­
ing extended more and more. The 
German account says that the advance 
guards of the opposing forces are in 
touch north of Arras.

A dispatch from Amsterdam says: 
“ A message received here from 

Ghent says fighting of a violent char­
acter has taken place between Aude-

narde, 15 miles southwest of Ghent, 
and Leupeghm, a small town about a 
mile south of Audenarde.

‘ ‘After an hour’s engagement the 
Belgians received reinforcements and 
threw back the Germans with heavy 
losses. ’ ’

An Amsterdam dispatch to the Reu­
ter Telegram company says :

“ Among the refugees who left Ant­
werp were Cardinal Mercier and the 
minister of justice and other high offi­
cials. They traveled by automobile to 
Flushing, from which point they pro­
ceeded to Ostend.

“ More than 10,000 fugitives have 
arrived at Rozendaal, at which place 
the bombardment of Antwerp can 
clearly be heard.“

BRITISH SUBMARINE SINKS 
SECOND GERMAN DESTROYER
London—Submarine E-9 of the Brit­

ish navy, under command of Lieuten­
ant Commander Max K. Horton, 
Thursday made another raid into Ger­
man waters off the mouth of the River 
Etna and succeeded in sinking a Ger­
man torpedo boat destroyer. This 
same submarine, under the same com­
mand, made a similar dash and sank 
the German cruiser Hela off Heligo­
land September 13. As on the former 
occasion, the E-9 returned safely to 
her home port.

The action took place at 1 o ’clock 
and was witnessed by the Dutch coast 
guards on the Dutch island of Schier- 
monniekoog, in the North Sea, off the 
province of Friesland.

The weather was clear and the sea 
calm and the destroyer could plainly be 
seen cruising before the mouth of the 
Ems. Suddenly the observers saw a 
high column of water rise near the 
bow of the destroyer. The vessel 
turned over and sank in three minutes.

Shortly after the explosion the peri­
scope of the submarine came above the 
surface of the water for a moment, but 
as soon as those on board observed the 
plunger had struck its mark the vessel 
was again submerged.

A German cruiser and torpedo boat 
came quickly to the rescue of the crew 
of the destroyer, who could be seen 
swimming about in the vicinity of the 
disaster or clinging to the wreckage of 
their sunken ship.

Cotton Sent to France.
New York—For the first time since 

war started in Europe a direct ship­
ment of cotton from this country to 
France was made Thursday. It is sup­
posed most of the cotton which has 
been reaching France has gone through 
Great Britain, but Thursday’s consign­
ment was to Havre. The total exports 
of cotton were 29,812 bales. This in­
cluded 3405 bales to France, 5478 to 
Great Britain and 7456 to other points 
on the Continent. More than 12,000 
bales went to Japan and approximate­
ly 1250 to Mexico.

Idle Period Not Feared.
London—David Lloyd George chan­

cellor of the exchequer, in a speech to 
a deputation of the workers' national 
committee, said it was not at all cer­
tain that they were not a little pre­
mature in looking forward to any con­
siderable amount of unemployment as 
the war progressed. The demands on 
industry in this country, the chancel­
lor said, would be enormous, but in the 
cotton trade the distress undoubtedly 
would be severe. That was the only 
trade, he added, which had completely 
broken down so far.

Oregon-Washington to Get 
Tenth of $20,000,000 Fund

Washington, D. C.—One million dol­
lars of the $20,000,000 appropriated 
by congress to continue river and har­
bor improvements was allotted by the 
secretary of war for work on the Co­
lumbia river, this amount being 
deemed sufficient to keep construction 
under way unitl another river and har­
bor bill can be passed.

The total allotment made to projects 
in Oregon and Washington was $2,- 
032,500, as compared with $2,710,975 
carried by the river and harbor bill at 
the time it encountered opposition in 
the senate. Oregon and Washington 
combined received more than one-tenth 
of the full amount appropriated.

Other amounts allotted to Northwest­
ern projects are: Celilo canal, $525,-
000; Lower Willamette and Columbia 
below Portland, $200,000; Willamette 
and Yamhill, above Portland, $25,000; 
Columbia, Celilo to the mouth of the 
Snake, $20,000; Columbia, Bridgeport 

[ to Kettle Falls, $35,000; Snake river,
I $5000; Coos Bay, $70,000; Coquille 
(river, $26,000; Siuslaw, $5000; en­
trance Grays Harbor, $110,000; inner 
Grays Habror and Chehalis river, $15,- 
000; Cowlitz and Lewis rivers, $6000.

The liberal allotment made to North- 
| western projects is a result of strong 
recommendations made by the River 
and Harbor engineer board, which re- 

t cently visited Oregon and Washington, 
and was favorably impressed by the 

■ work in progress there. It is noted 
that the allotment for Coos Bay is 
$20,000 greater than provided in the 
river and harbor bill, and the allot­
ment for the Columbia river from 
Bridgeport to Kettle Falls is $10,000 
greater than the river and harbor bill 
carried.

Allotments for the mouth of the 
Colubmia, for the Celilo canal and for 
Grays Harbor are the same as provided 
in the river and harbor bill. A note­
worthy feature of the allotment is that 
only those projects which were author­
ized in the house bill received funds 
under the apportionment just com­
pleted, and the new items inserted in 
the bill after it reached the senate 
have been disregarded by the War de­
partment.

Items for which no allotment was 
made and the amounts proposed for 
these projects in the river and harbor 
bill which failed are: Nehalem, $116,- 
175; Coos river, $3000; Siuslaw, new 
project, $112,500; Columbia at Cas­
cades, $10,000; Willamette locks, 
$80,000; Clatskanie river, $1000; Wil- 
lapa river, $100,000; Grays river, 
$500; Puget Sound, $25,000; Skagit, 
river, $40,000.

The amounts allotted for other proj­
ects in Oregon and Washington have j 
been reduced below the amounts car­
ried by the river and harbor bill, it 
being the opinion of the engineers that 
the money set aside by the secretary 
of war will be adequate to continue 
work until another river and harbor 
bill is passed and the money thereby ap­
propriated becomes available.

Allotments made for work in Cali­
fornia include Los Angeles harbor, 
$42,000; Oakland harbor, $98,000; 
Humboldt harbor and bay, $200,000; 
Sacramento and Feather rivers (work 
of the California Debris commission, 
$60,000. The largest allotment is $3,- 
750,000 for the Mississippi river com­
mission.

Teutons Take Yankee Dye.
New York — Dyestuffs valued at 

$500,000 shipped from Basel, Switzer­
land to the firm of Walter F. Sykes & 
Co., of this city, and consigned for j 
America by way of Rotterdam, Hol­
land, were seized September 14 bv the 
German government. Such is the in­
formation contained in a cable dis- j 
patch received here. A protest 
against the seizure has been lodged 
with the State department at Washing­
ton and Secretary Bryan is said to 
have notified Ambassador Gerard to 
urge release of the shipment.

Fighters’ Needs Are First.
London— According to the York­

shire Post, the War office is taking 
drastic measures to obtain an adequate 
supply of hosiery, underclothes, gloves 
and other woolen goods for the army 
and navy. All the manufacturers in 
Leicester, the chief center of the wool­
en industry, have been informed that 
their entire product of heavy goods 
must be placed at the disposal of the I 
War office, and that if a single gar­
ment is withheld by a manufacturer or 
supplied to any firm, the War office 
will at once take over the factory.

Gift Exceeds $800,000.
New York—The sum bequeathed by 

Mrs. Frank Leslie, who died recently, 
to Mrs. Carrie Chapman Catt, the suf­
frage leader, is in excess of $800,000, 
in the opinion of William Nelson Crom­
well, one of the executors of the 
estate. The will has been filed. The [ 
entire residue of the estate is left to i 
Mrs. Catt, with the expressed desire 
that it be used in the furtherance of 
woman suffrage. Specific bequests to 
individuals, mostly relatives, total ap­
proximately $130,000.

Frenchmen Claim Alsace.
London—Telegraphing from Belfort, 

France, the corresponder? of the Daily 
Mail says: “ The Germans are try­
ing to make the world believe that 
they still hold Alsace, but as a matter 
of fact the French are there in thou­
sands and so well established that the 
enemy has not dared to attack them. 
There is nothing in front of the French 
force of occupation. If they wish 
they can walk right through to the 
Rhine.”

Citizen Attack Punished. 
Rome, via Paris — A telegram re­

ceived here from Berlin says:
“ The civilians of Lanaeken, Bel­

gium, having attacked German troops, 
reprisals were necessary. Lanaeken 
was bombarded and ita church de­
stroyed. Along the road between 
Lanaeken and Tongres all the houses 
were burned."

Army Bars White Handkerchiefs.
New York—The British consul gen­

eral here declined a present of several 
dozen white handkerchiefs for use of 
the soldiers at the front. “ The Brit­
ish soldiers are not allowed to carry 
white handkerchiefs” , he said. “ An 
enemy seeing them might mistake 
them for a signal of truce or surren­
der. ”

ered method of concentrating apple 

' cider by freezing and centrifugal 
methods. As a result, a cider mill in 
the Hood River valley will this fall 
undertake to manufacture and test on 
the retail market 1000 gallons of con­
centrated cider, which will represent 
5000 gallons of ordinary apple cider,

I with only the water removed.
The new method it is believed makes 

possible the concentrating of cider in 
such a way that it will keep better 

1 than raw cider and also be so reduced 
in bulk that it can be shipped profit­
ably long distances from the apple­
growing regions. The old attempts to 
concentrate cider by boiling have been 
failures because heat destroys the deli­
cate flavor of cider. Under the new 
method nothing is taken from the cider 
but the water, and the resultant prod- ¡ 
uct is a thick liquid which contains all j 
the apple juice products and which can [ 
be restored to excellent sweet cider by 
the simple addition of four parts of 
water. The shippers and consumers, 
therefore, avoid paying freight on the 
water in ordinary cider. In addition, 
the product, when properly barreled, J 
because of its higher amount of sugar, 
keeps better than raw cider, which 
quickly turns to vinegar.

State to Lease Two Lakes \ 
Rich in Salt Deposits

Salem — The State Land board has 
decided to lease Albert and Summer 
lakes, which contain rich salt deposits, 
and announced that it would advertise 
for bids at once. All bids must be 
received by December 10, and must be 
accompanied by certified checks or 
bonds for $10,000 as guarantees of 
good faith on the part of the bidders.

Inasmuch as there is a difference of 
opinion as to the value of the salt de­
posits, the board decided that it would 
be to the best interest of the state to 
lease the lakes rather than sell them 
outright, as had been proposed. It is 
planned that the state be given a roy­
alty of 25 per cent or more and that it 
be guaranteed a minimum payment an­
nually.

C. A. Sheppard, of Sheppard & 
Brock, Portland, appeared before the 
board in the interest of Jason Moore, 
of New York, who represents an East­

ern syndicate. Mr. Moore recently: 
offered the board in the neighborhood 
of $2,000,000 for the lakes, the offer 
being declined. Another offer of more 
than $2,000,000 was received, but a 
bond of $5000 required by the board 
was not given.

Mr. Sheppard asked that the bids I 
for leasing the property be opened as | 
soon as possible so, in case his client 
was successful, a company could be 
organized in time to escape payment 
of war tax on stocks and bonds, which, [ 
he thought, would amount to about 
$15,000. Governor West and State 
Treasurer Kay, however, said the 
board had made it a rule to give 60 
days for filing bids, and could not devi­
ate from it. Mr. Sheppard suggested 
that the board investigate a California 
law which provides that the state re­
ceive 25 per cent royalties on similar 
deals.

These competitors who have succeeded 
beyond all others in their particular 
kind of work were scored both on ex­
hibits at the State Fair and reports 
and records of their work, which were 
forwarded to Professor F. L. Griffin, 
of the Agricultural college. The fol­
lowing list of winners in the various 
projects with places of residence have 
been given out for publication:

Lake Creek, Jackson 
county; Perry Pickett, vegetable gar­
dening, Salem, Marion county; Paul 
Jaeger, manual arts, Sherwood, Wash­
ington county; Vernon Rains, poultry 
raising, Myrtle Creek, Douglas county; 
and Oscar Snyder, dairy herd record 
keeping, Creswell, Lane county. Both 
project and booth exhibits were judged 
by members of the Agricultural Col­
lege Extension force.

The expense of these trips will be 
borne by numerous business firms in 
Portland and other parts of the state 
who were interested in the work by 
O. M. Plummer. Details of the trip 
have not yet been arranged.

Attractive Prizes Offered lumaio Irrigation Project 
at Redmond Potato Show Finished December First

Redmond — Many attractive premi­
ums are being presented at the Fourth 
Annual Potato show this week. Some 
of the prizes offered are:

Silver loving cup value $25, present­
ed by the Great Northern railway for 
the 36 largest potatoes, any variety; 
for the best general exhibit of farm 
products grown by an individual exhib­
itor, open to all farmers in Crook 
county donated by the Oregon Trunk 
railway, first potato digger, second $10 
in cash; for the largest and best dis­
play of different varieties of potatoes, 
not less than one crate of each, open 
to all growers, donated by the O.-W. 
R. & N., a cultivator.

A new feature of this’ years’ show is 
a eugenic contest.

Among the speakers is Professors E. 
B. Fitts. H. T. French and J. E. Lar­
son and Mrs. Robbins, of the Oregon 
Agricultural college.

Hay Warehouses Filled.
Baker — Farmers of Baker county 

are storing large quantities of hay in 
the warehouses at Haines and a large 
amount of hauling is being done to the 
hay center of the county. Portland 
markets are reported to be over­
stocked, causing extreme dullness in 
prices, and farmers are counting on 
better conditions. The Baker county 
hay crop is far above average and the 
crop is said to be so large that in event 
it is not taken ultimately by the Port­
land market it cannot all be fed to 
stock. The Baker warehouses are al­
ready filled. A few shipments are 
being made by those farmers who do 
not care to take any chance on advanc­
ing nrices. Others are shipping hay 
on contracts made earlier in the year.

Wrecked Cattle Caught.
Baker — After nearly two weeks of 

incessant work, Curtis Haley and A. 
E. Lucas have completed a roundup of 
the cattle which escaped from a 
wrecked train near Sumpter last month. 
They drove in on horseback with 200 
of the cattle which escaped at that 
time and scattered all over the hills. 
All but six of the herd were found. 
They turned the cattle over to the 
Sumpter Valley railroad. The com­
pany assumed liability for the loss. It 
is said that the men who conducted the 
roundup were handsomely rewarded.

Special Session Obviated.
Salem—Having been informed that 

the $450,000 allotted by the Interior 
department for irrigation work in this 
state would be available until June, 
next year, Governor West said that he 
would not call a special session of the 
legislature. Believing that the appro­
priation etpired the first o f next year, 
the governor some time ago announced 
that a special session was a possibility. 
His plan then was for legislative ac­
tion securing the money to the state. 
Under the present arrangement action 
may be taken at the regular session.

Astoria Jury Report.
A storia --T he Circuit court grand 

jury that has been in session during 
the past two weeks completed its la­
bors and returned three additional in­
dictments, making four in all, against 
City Street Superintendent Dan P. 
Belcher, charging him with obtaining 
money under false pretenses by pad­
ding his pay rolls. It returned alao j 
several secret indictments. The jury’s 
final re[>ort criticised the County court 
for expending more than $3400 during j 
the past two years for counsel in addi­
tion to the salary of district attorney.

C. F. Stone Is Appointed.
Salem — Governor West confirmed 

the report that Harold Clifford, of | 
Baker, had resigned as a member of j 
the State Fish and Game commission, ! 
and C. F. Stone, of Klamath Falls, had 
been appointed to the place. Mr. 
Stone formerly was a member of the 
commission, but resigned several | 
months ago with other members be- j 
cause o f dissatisfaction with the atti-: 
tude of M. J. Kinney, another member.

The .■»embers who resigned said Mr. 
Kinney was "cantankerous”  and that 
they did not care to serve on the board i 
with him.

Salem—State Engineer Lewis has 
announced that the Tumalo irrigation 
project will be completed by Decem­
ber 1. He announced that 72 feet of 
the big dam had been constructed and 
that only four feet remained to be 
built. The Tumalo project, which 
formerly was the Columbia Southern 
project, was taken over by the state 
before the last session of the legisla­
ture, and an appropriation of $450,000 
was made for completing the work.

About 23,000 acres have been re­
claimed, the entire appropriation being 
necessary to do the work. Not more 
than half the land has been sold and 
no estimate of the value has been 
fixed. However, in the neighborhood 
of $40 an acre must be received for 
the state to be fully reimbursed and 
receive a profit of $5 an acre, as pro­
vided in the act making the appropria­
tion.

Western Union Prospers.
Salem — That the year ending June 

30 was a prosperous one for the West­
ern Union Telegraph company is indi­
cated by its report filed with the State 
Railroad commission. Its dividend 
was increased from 3 to 3} per cent.

The company, during the year, in­
creased its miles of wire 42,000, hav­
ing 1,585,213 miles of wire June 30. 
It was operating in Oregon at that 
time 11,548 miles of wire, an increase 
of about 1000 over the previous year.

It has 408 employes in this state, an 
increase of 11. The total cost of all 
its property is given as $143,000,000. 
Its receipts for the year totaled $45,- 
500,000 and its ex [tenses $38,000,000. 
The company is carrying a funded in­
debtedness of $32,602,000, and has a 
corporate surplus of $9,740,000.

Sand Spread in Streets.
Hood River — Crews of men have 

been engaged the last seveal days in 
covering the center of the streets with 
crude oil, on which is placed a cover­
ing of sand. Horses thus get a foot­
hold on the concrete paving and the 
problem that has been troubling the 
members of the board of aldermen has 
apparently been solved. At this sea­
son of the year scores of wagonloads 
of apples are being delivered at the 
warehouses of the Apple Growers’ as­
sociation. The shoes of the horses 
wear smooth in a few days and many 
accidents have been narrowly averted, 
when teams have fallen on the con­
crete paving.

Baker Mines Developed.
Baker — Frank McCarvel, of Sump> 

ter, has started development work on 
the Moon Anchor mine at Cable Cove, 
having taken a contract from T. Mehr 
and Frank Degande to put in 200 feet 
of tunnel. The tunnel is already in 
150 feet. Some shipping ore has al­
ready been uncovered, but it is the 
hope of the owners that the work now 
under way will penetrate the ore shoot 
for which it is headed. The Green­
horn mining district also reports re­
newed activity. At Tipton 20 men are 
constructing a stamp mill.

Sloping shoulders and sloping pas­

terns, associated with straight, well- 
set, strongly muscled legs and dense, 
tough feet are extremely essential to 
longevity or hard service. The back 
should be comparatively straight, 
strong, short, closely coupled, well 
muscled ami support a deep chest of 
medium width, good deep ribs and 
flank. The rump should carry width 
to the tail, which should set fairly 
high. The hind legs of the horse 
should he set well under the body. 
Strong hocks, well set and sloping pas 
terns are of great value. True, level 
action with good style is essential in 
all good horses.—Breeder and Sports­
man.
