H isto ry  of the Island of Haiti  One 
Continuous Recital of Revolt  and 

Assassination.

T he republic  of H aiti, th e  w estern  
end of th e  Island C olum bus called 
“ L ittle  Spain ,” was th e  e a r lie s t  exam ­
ple of a  nom inal constitu tio n a l gov­
e rn m en t carried  on by black men.

C olum bus found 2,000,000 friend ly  
Indians on th e  Island S lavery  killed 
them  off and negroes from  A frica mul­
tiplied lr. th e ir  s tead  Of these, 1,500,- 
000 d escen d an ts  now live In H aiti. 
N early  all a re  pure  b lack ; th e  m ulat- 
toes d im inish  In num ber. T he w hites 
w ere m assacred  or driven aw ay In the  
revo lu tionary  w ars.

T he p resen t republic  had belonged 
to  F ran ce  a  re n tu ry  when th e  F rench  
revolution began. S lavery  was then  
abolished, a  black rebellion  took place, 
and th e  B ritish  Invaded th e  Island; 
bu t T o u ssa in t I 'O uvertu re , a black 
George W ashington, drove them  out 
snd  set up a  co n stitu tio n  Napoleon 
sen t his b ro th e r In-law, Gen. Leclerc 
(p re tty  Polly  B o n ap arte ’s hu sb an d ), 
to  subdue th e  b lacks He m ade peace 
w ith T cu ssa ln t, seized him tre a c h e r­
ously, and sen t him  to P aris  B ut th e  
sam e year. 1803, th a t  T ouasaln t died 
In prison th e re  th e  F rench  fled from  
th e  Island Its  people w ere th u s  th e  
first to get th e  b e tte r  of Napoleon, 
four yeara before  the  rev erse*  la  
Spain, n ine  y ears  before Moscow. L e­
clerc  had died In 1802

T he Spanish  portion  of th e  island 
broke loose from  Spain and « a s  joined 
to  H aiti, bu t was se p a ra ted  In 1844 as 
th e  republic  of San to  Domingo.
