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HOOD RIVER LUMBER
MILLS TO OPERATE

While there is that indefiniteness
that attaches generally to the industry

at the present time, the outlook for
loes! lumber mills has not ben better
since the winter of 1906 and 1907

Judging from indieaticns and from the
expressions of managing officers of
local lumber companies, the activily in
the forests of Hood River County w
be more marked this season than on
any year since 1907, when & high tide
was reached here. Unless some unfor-
seen disturbunce shakes Lthe market all
three of the larger Hood River county
plante—that of the OUregon Lumber
Co., at Dee; The Wind River Lumber
Co. at Cascade Locks; and the Stanley
Smith Lumber Cn., at Green Point

will run. The capacity of these mills
and men employed are respectively as
follows : Oregon Lomber Co., 200
men and 150,000 feet, daily capacily;
Wind River

Lumber Co., 50 men and
capacity of 120,000 feet; Stanley-Smith

Lumber Co., 135 men «nd dally capac-
ity « f 80,000 feet,
A half dozen smaller plants, the ea

pacity of which are as follows, are
making plans to run Winans mill,
Dee, 10,000 feet, 20 men; Davenport
mill, Dee, 85,000 feet, 40 men; Hood
River Forest Products Co., 40 men,
45,000 fet:; and small community mills
owned by E. V. Schiller, W. H. Hicks,
the Pine Grove Box Co, and J. R. Phil-
hps.

The mill of the Hood River Forest

Produets Co., which was only built last
summer, was operated until the latler
part of December, when the Hume of
the Stanley-Smith, in which its lumber
48 lransported to the O.-W, R. & N
wompany's line at Ruthton, became
frozen. This plant will begin the rus
again just A8 a thaw comes,
All evidences point to a big run at
ihe Dee mill of the Oregon Lamber
Co., which is driven by electricity
During the past several years the mill,
during the periods of low water, has
been forced to shut down & portion of
each day, the power being generaled
from the waters of the East and Middle
Forks (of Houd River. Men are now
engaged in installing a huge steam tur-
bine which will enable the plant tu be
operated at full capacity at all seasons

The cost of the turbine, which will
generate 1,000 horsepower, will reach
$30, 000,

The mill of the Oregon Lumber C
and the vther two large plants of the
Valley will be started early in the
Epring.

Mr. Butler says that the Execulive
ommittee, now composed of W, H
s of Puyallup, Gordon C
Spokane, and himself,
will remain intaet., He looks forward

to work, similar to that of Friday at
lacoma, conducted for the purpose of
bringing sbout a better co-orgination
among the growers’ selling organiza
tions of individual distriets, No gen-

eral meeting of the grower members_of
the Council, however, I8 contemplated
this year, *'If some problem arises,
the solution of which we think wijll be
beller solved by ealling together repre-
sentative orchardists of all gistriets,”’
suys Mr. Butler, “‘then we will feel
lke issuing a esall for such & meeting.’
