General Vic­
toriano Huerta, who succeeded General 
Francsico I. Madero in executive 
power in Mexico City, and later left 
Mexico, died of sclerosis of the ilver. 
He was surrounded by his family and 
servants when the end came. It is be­
lieved an effort will be made to ar­
range for his burial in Mexico.

Scranton, Pa. — Rioting between ri­
val factions at the church o f the 
Sacred Heart of Jesus In Dupont, near 
hers Sunday resulted in the death of 
one man, the probable fatal wounding 
of two others and the serious 
at least a dozen more. Knivuw, ™ ™ - i 
vers and clubs played a prominent part' 
in the riot, 11 state troopers being, 
among the wounded.

George Greizor, the dead man, was 
shot through the thigh, the bullet sev- 
ering the artery. Trooper Rois Sum­
ner, o f Pottsville, sustained a fracture 
at the base of the skull and Joseph 
Tinh, of Dupont, was shot through the 
lungs. Neither is expected to live.

This church has been the scene of 
half a dozen riots in as many weeks, 
one faction objecting to the authority 
exercised by Bishop M. J. Hoban, of 
the Catholic diocese of Scranton, and 
the other supporting him.

prevented from entering the church by 
the opposing faction, but Sunday ar­
rangements had been made to say mass 
under the protection of the sheriff who 
called on the state police.

A detail o f a dozen troopers was on 
hand when services were to have 
opened, but so forbidding wan the atti­
tude of the crowd that a call was sent 
in for more and 24 responded.

Before the reinforcements arrived 
the mob had attacked the first detach­
ment and when the second reached the 
ncane most of the damage had been 
done. A second riot ensued, in which 
the fighting was spectacular.

When Father Kurkowski, surround­
ed by state troopers, reached the 
church a crowd of 600 men and women 
already had gathered. The sheriff 
pleaded with the mob to disperse and 
permit the priest to enter the church. 
The mob ignored him and began to 
throw red pepper and mustard into the 
faces of the sheriff and troopers.

Then the church bell began to toll. 
Aa if  this were a pre-arranged signal, 
the mob charged the sheriff and the 
troopers. Captain Fitcher, who stood 
beside the sheriff, was struck on the 
head with a heavy club. As he stag­
gered back one of the rioters hit him 
with a stone. He fell unconscious into 
the arms of one of his men and was 
carried through the crowd to a house 
near by.

Then the call was sent for reinforce­
ments. Eighteen troopers hurried 
from tha local barracks to the scene. 
Riot sticks were brought into action 
in an effort to disperse the mob. The 
women fled in terror. The men stood 
their ground and one after another 
fell.

Trooper Hummer was in the thick 
of the fight when a burly man crept up 
behind him and struck him on the head 
with a heavy club. Hummer dropped. 
In another moment his assailant was 
stretched out beside him by a fellow 
trooper.

Troopers made wholesale arrests of 
the ringleaders. These were taken in­
to the basement of the church and 
placed under guard.

Chinese Rebels Victors.
San Francisco S ilty  thousand rev­

olutionary troops have defeated the 
forces of Yuan Shi Kai, in the prov­
ince of Sze Chuen, according to a 
cablegram received here from Shang­
hai by Tong King Chong, president of 
the Chinese Republic association. The 
battle ended with the capture and oc­
cupation of Tsue Chow Fu by revolu­
tionary forces, who, the cable said, 
were also threatening Cheng Tu, cap­
ital of the province of Sze Chuen. 
The losses in killed and wounded, the 
cablegram said, were about 1000.

Villa Colonels Executed.
Juarez, Mrs.— Two Villa officers. 

Colonel Valles and Lieutenant Colonel 
Cisneros, were executed at Guzman, 
Chihuahua, Sunday, according to ad­
vices received here from Casas 
Grande« by the Carranxa commandant 
here Two Villa generals with small 
bands have sought amnesty. Colonel 
Valles was the leader of bandita who 
terrorized Durango and Chihuahua 
state before the Madero revolt. It 
was he who also had charge of the ex­
ecutions which followed the capture of 
Juaret by Villa two years ago.

Peace Meetings Stormed.
London A peace meeting arranged 

for Sunday evenirg at the Brother- 
| hood church in a northern suburb was 
stopped by a group of cieilian* and 
soldier*. The platfnrra was stormed, 

¡blows were exchanged, the piano was 
i overturned and the peace banners were 
torn down. The police closed the 

j building after the disturbance had con 
I tlnued for an hour. Anit compulsion 
mrating* in Manchester, Crew* and 

I othei citio* resulted in lleely »renes.

Chicago — Announcement o f the 
formation o f two great corporation*— 
one a steel merger, with $200,000,000 
capital, and the other an oil combine, 
capitalized at about $160,000,000—are 
expected this week. Negotiations, 
which have now reached the stage in 
both project* where the transactions 
are in definite shape.

In the steel deal the consolidation of 
the Youngstown Sheet & Steel Tube 
company and the Cambria and I-acka- 
wanna Steel companies, the Repogle 

]  syndicate and the Drexel firm, of Phil­
adelphia, are back of the new enter- 

j prise, and National City Bank of New 
York interests are associated with the 
negotiation!.

In the oil deal bankers are working 
with Pacific Coast oil men in bringing 
about the merger.

The best information obtainable so 
far regarding the steel merger is that 
the capital will consist of only one 
class of stock.

The capital stock of the Youngstown 
Sheet &  Tube company is $20,000,000 
common and $10,000,000 7 per cent 
cumulative preferred, of which $34,-
760.000 common and a small lot of the 
preferred are in the hands of the pub­
lic. The company also has about $41,- 
000,000 bonds outstanding, including 
those of certain of its subsidiaries.

Cambria Steel has outstanding cap­
ital stock of $46,000,000, and haa no 
bonded debt.

The total of the outstanding stock 
and bonds of the three companies men­
tioned as being parties to the merger 
is approximately $150,000,000. Be­
sides this, several other companies, 
among them the Inland Steel company, 
have been mentioned as possible par­
ties to the consolidation.

In the proposed combination of Mex­
ican and California oil properties by 
banking interests, the names of the 
Associated Oil company and Union 
Oil company have figured conspicu­
ously. The Associated Oil company 
is controlled by the Southern PariAe 
railroad, through ownership of $20,-
069.000 of its $40,000,000 capital 
stock. The Associated company has s 
stock interest in IS companies, 11 of 
which it controls by a 50 per cent hold­
ing or more of stock. It owns 12 
steamers and operates two pipe lines, 
and also owns interests in two other 
pipe lines. It also owns its own roll­
ing stock.

Peace Pilgrims Appeal to Bolin 
for Permission to Cross Germany

The Hague, via I-ondon — Dr. Charles 
F. Aked, Mme. Rosika Scbwirnmer 
and other members of the Ford peace 
board, after having vainly appealed to 
the German minister at The Hague for 
permission for the Scandinavian peace 
delegates to return home through Ger­
many, telegraphed Monday to Berlin 
for the desired permits. Recent effort* 
of members of the Ford party to cross 
Germany have been blocked by the 
German military authorities, with the 
explanation that the delegates are un­
desirables.

Twenty-five subjects of Denmark, 
Sweden and Norway, who came here 
with the peace expedition, are desirous 
of returning to their homes, which 
they are unable to do unless by way of 
the North sea. This route is regarded 
unsafe. Included in those marooned 
here is Paul Lyndhagen, mayor of 
Stockholm, who says he may lose bis 
office unless he returns soon.

Mme. Srhwimmer, who is a Hun­
garian, telegraphed authorities at 
Berlin that the blockade against the 
returning delegate* is proving a great 
inconvenience to the expedition and 
urged the lifting of the embargo.

Blackmail Profit Big.
New York— Blackmailing operations 

carried on at the summer resorts, 
which are raid to have netted more 
than $260,000, were revealed by two 
arrest* here. Men who posed as gov­
ernment agents, aided by women con­
federate*. are declared to fa re  extort­
ed money from many persons, by 
threatening them with exposure under 
the Mann act On complaint of the 
Philadelphia office of the department 
of Justice, Robert A. Tourbiilion was 
held in $60.000 bail on a charge of 
conspiracy to extort money.

Striking Ruin I* Found.
Washington, D. C.- The most strik­

ing ruin yet unearthed by archaeolo­
gists in America haa been found by Dr. j 
Frwkee. of the Smithsonian Institu­
tion. who has made his report to the 
Interior department. The mound, the 
largest of any thus far found, was in 
Moss Verde National Park in New 
Mexico, and apparently was built for 
religioua rites and ceremonials. It 
has been named Sun Temple. There , 
are 26 rooms, and the wall*, which | 
total more than 1000 feet in length, 
arerage four feet thick.

Big Naval Corps Asked.
Washington, D. C.— Immediate ac 

tion by congress to authorise an in­
crease in the corps of midahpmen at 
Annapolis is urged by Secretary Dan­
iels In a letter to Chairman Padgett, 
of tha house naval committee.

The letter says that i f  a full number 
of vacancies be mails available for ap­
pointments by members of congress 
before March, the academy will be 
able to handle a much larger class 
next year

NEWS ITEMS
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Oregon State Fair Fund
Shows Balance of W 08

Seism — A balance of $8208.08 ia 
shown to tha credit of the Oregon 
State Fair fund for the fiscal year 
ended November 30 last, according to 
the annual report of W. A l Jones, sec­
retary of the Fair board. On Decem­
ber 1, 1914, the State Fair fund had a 
balance of $6982.14. Receipe for 1916 
were $50,377.19, and expense* $48,-1 
151.26.

In the last 12 months many improve­
ments of a permanent character were 
made at the fair ground«, the most im­
portant being the paving of the road 
from the Southern Pacific railroad 
track to the entrance of the grounds. 
A total of 4346 square yards of bitu- 
lithic and concrete work was done, at 
a cost of $2818.11.

“ This I feel is only a starter, and a 
small part of what should be done on 
the grounds in the near future, ”  says 1 
Secretary Jones in his report.

Completion of the men’s rest cottage 
on the grounds, at a cost of $1684.63, 
Secretary Jones points out, proved a 
great convenience. The removal of 
the livestock department to the rest 
cottage relieved the congestion in the 
offices of the administration building, j 
Among the other improvements made 
during the year was construction of a 
water tower at a coet of $403.90; i 
tower equipment, $606.73; repairing 
poultry house, $102.86; fencing, 1 
$284.98; repairing race horse barns, 
$166.20; improving new exhibition 
building, $1139.14, and permanently 
wiring the camp grounds, $318.96.

From the fa ir grounds farm but j 
665.6 buabels of poor quality oats, 80 
tons of clover hay, 22 tona of cheat 
hay and 3700 pounds of red clover seed 
were obtained. The clover seed was 
extra good quality and sold for 18.6 
cents a pound net. Mr. Jones advises 
the board that at present ail the clover 
ia killed by the midge and plowing 
should be done in the spring.

Speaking of the exhibits at the fair 
last year, Secretary Jonea calls atten­
tion to the fact that the new pavilion’s 
lower floor was filled with agricultural 
exhibits from 18 counties, which were 
the best ever shown. The excellence 
of other classes of exhibits was com­
mented on.

That more attention be given by tbe 
board to the race events next year is 
recommended. It is suggested that 
tbe track either be cut to half a mile 
or more entries be required.

In the livestock department the re­
port shows that 1607 animals were ex­
hibited, as follows: Horses, 254; cat­
tle 662; sheep 265, and Bwine 426.

College Plans to Extend.
Albany— In connection with the cele­

bration of the semi-centennial of its 
organization, next June, Albany Col­
lege hopea to lay tbe corner stone for 
its first building on its new campus. 
Several months ago the college pur­
chased a 48-acre tract southwest of 
this city and has developed extensive 
plans for a complement to new build­
ings there.

No progress haa been made toward 
new buildings yet, for the reason that 
the college was bending ail its ener­
gies to complete its endowment fund. 
The recent g ift  of $60,OW from James 
J. Hill, which was made upon the con- ' 
dition that the college raise an addi- j 
tionai 2200,000 first, has given Al- | 
bany college an endowment fund of 
more than $260,000.

Apple Export Has Spurt.
Hood R iver— While space on trans- 

Atlantic liners has been reserved on 
dates as late aa the middle of March, 
it ia likely that all the Hood River 
crop of 300 carloads of Newtown ap­
ples will be cleaned up before that 
time.

The Apple Growers’ association had 
made a record this year for the excel­
lent condition in which fruit has been 
delivered. Out of the approximate |
460,000 boxes that have so far been 
handled not a single box has reached 
the purchaser in poor condition.

Drainage Work Proposed.
Eugene —  A  drainage project em­

bracing many thousands o f acres, 
which, i f  reclaimed, will prove among 
the most valuable land in the state, 
has been investigated by Professor E. 
L. Power, of the Oregon Agricultural 
college. He advises that the landown­
ers procure the services of United 
States government engineers in the de­
velopment of the proposed project. In 
the Long Tom and Coyote bottoms are 
between 60,000 and 100,000 acres, now 
little fit for ralivattion. Various 
drainage projects are contemplated.
