CHERRY GUMMING  
OFTEN DUE TO SCALE

"Growers finding their cherry trees 
not in a thrifty condition, or with a 
tendency to excessive gumming, should 
examine the bark very carefully for 
the presence o f San Jose scale."  nays 
Professor A. L. Lovett, acting ento­
mologist of the Oregon Agricultural 
College. "The base and main crotch 
of the tree should be examined very 
carefully for scale, which, to the cas­
ual observer, will appear as small 
grayish or blackish specks scattered 
over the hark. A heavy infestation of 
the scale appears not unlike wet ashes 
spread over the hark. Where such 
condition occurs the back of the thumb 
nail should be drawn across the hark, 
when, if  there is a yellow, oilish ex­
udation, you may rest assured that the 
scale is present.

"F or this pest there is nothing (let­
ter than the early spring application 
of the commercial lime-sulphur spray. 
This spray should be applied in the 
spring just before the leaves put out, 
using it at the rate o f one part of the 
commercial lime-sulphur to ten parts 
of water. It is advisable to add the 
commercial Black Leaf-40, a tobacco 
spray, to this commercial lime-sulphur, 
as by this practice one may also con­
trol the plant lice which are usually 
present on the tree in the spring. This 
should he used at the rate of one part 
of the Balck l.eaf-40 to eight hundred 
parts of the lime-sulphur as diluted 
ready for spraying, or at the rate of 
two tablespoonfuls of Black Lesf-40 
to twelve and one-half gallons of the 
ime-sulphur spray solution."

REGULATOR LINE  
PLA N S  4 STEAMERS

The Regulator line plant to operate 
four steamers on the mid-Columbia this 
season. The Dalles City and Stranger 
began their schedule this week.runmng 
on alternate days to The Dalles from 
Portland. On Marck 1, the State of 
Washington, recently purchased from 
The Dalles-Columbia line, will be put 
on the river as a night boat from Port­
land. On May 15 the Bailey Gatzert 
will begin a daily schedule.

This is the most elaborately planned 
service ever undertaken by a river line.

The recent enforced tie-up has been 
o f baneflt to the company,in that crews 
of men were able to thoroughly over- 

, haul the boats.
A new ladies' cabin will be added to 

the Stranger, making her passenger 
accommodations equal to the larger 
boats of the fleet. The Stranger will 
leave Portland on Mondays, Wednes­
days and Fridays,and on alternate days 
will make the down river trip.

The changes made in the Dalles City 
will increase the capacity o f her freight 
room about 30 tons. She will leave 
Mosier for Portland on Mondays, 
Wednesdays and Fridays shout 8.00 
o'clock. The up river trip will be made 
on alternate days.

The Care of Cherry and Peach 
Trees" will be the subject under dis­
uasión at the meeting of the Mosier 

Horticultural society on Saturday in 
the office of the Mosier Fruit Growers 
association. E. W. Davidhizar 
lead in the discussion.

Manager R. D. Chatfield at the last 
meeting read an article written by 
E. H. Shepard in the last issue of the 
Better Fruit magazine on the coat of 
marketing. The glowers followed each 
detail closely and several who had 
kept close account of this data the 
past season stated that this low cost 
had been equalled by them. In some 
cases the cost would average a little 
higher and in others a little lower, 
while some ot the growers segregated 
the various items in a little different 
manner.

Returns so far received from, a post 
card vote being taken hy the Pacific 
Fruit Produce company, of North Yak­
ima, indicates that an overwhelming 
majority of growers desire the com­
pany to test in the supreme court the 
horticultural law under which (ho com­
pany was convicted o f shipping infect­
ed apples out of the state. The com­
pany sent out 3000 inquiries. Of the 
first 400 replying, representing 600 
acres of orchard, 285 favored a test 
and 52 favored compliance with the 
law. Others did not answer this ques­
tion, which was one of live submitted, 
three hundred and twenty-seven fa­
vored allowing worm stung apples in 
C grade pack, as was permitted last 
year, and 164 favored putting apples 
with two healed-over stings in the C 
grade.

Eighteen owners of the largest cher­
ry orchards in Wasco county gathered 
last week at The Dalles to discuss 
methods of pollination of their or- 

willlchards. The growers have accepted a 
proposition from the Oregon Agricul 
(oral College to work in conjunction 
with an advanced class from the insti­
tution, the members of which w ill1 
make graftings of 18,000 fertilizing 
scions to be furnished free by the Bus­
iness Men’s Association, of The Dalles.
